whetioo ho derives his name. While wandering

A Figg, axp Disraessivg Canamiry—Younae
MAN Bux OVER AND KILLED.—About two und
onehall o'elock this morning the bells strack
the nlarm of fire beyoud the western [hmils of
the cily. As far as could be ascertained, tne
property on fire was the lnrge woollen mill
owned by Blmeon Lord, located on the ereelc of
Darby, Delaware county. The mill cover s
almost one entire square, Is built of stone,
three storles high, and at the time of the fra
wns in full operution. Some time ago half of
this property was burned down, but was soon
bullt up. The conflagration this time dastroyed
that part whilch at the previous fire esenped
destruoction. Thne partleulars of the losses have
not yet been ascertalned,

At the first alarm of fire the Good Wil Steam
Engine Company starled for thescene. Wnen at
Maylnudvilie, on the Darby road, one of Lthe
horses drawing the steamer bocame frlghtoned
ata vivid flash of lightolog which Hlumined
the darkness of the night, and obstinately re-
fased to procead another step. The director of
the Compnny. Willinm Howard Coyle, aged 22
vears, in company with others, plnoed a rope
around the horse's neck, and attempled to suark
him by pulling, when suddenly the horse
plunged 1orwird, knocking Coyle down, who
fell under the wheels of the steamer, which
passed over his face, orashlog the lowoer jaw,
apd laying open a purt of the skail. All avail-
able ald was procuared to ald the dying man,
but he expired fust as he was baing tuken into
thie Twenty-fonrth Ward Station House, The
body of Coyle was tiken to his late residence,
on Pearl street, between Twentleth and Twenty-
firal streets. Itis a most sad ealamity whilch
has thus come over the bousehold of which he
Wik an inmate.

Further Particwlars—Another Man Killed —
Another equully atal enlumity wllowed close
ujon the death of Mr, Covle. T'he Monroe En-
gine, when running at n qnieck rate ol gpeel
near the fire, struock some obstacle in the road,
and throwing off the driver, who fell to the
ground, The engine passed over him withouot
causing any Iojury, but following close upon
the engine came the hose carringe, which
P:wsml over his body, Injuring him 8o badly
bat he expired In a few momenis,

The pody was removed to the corner of Forty -
fourth street and Laneaster avenue, where the
Corover will hold an inguest. These aocldents
were the result of the great darkness, whioh so
surrounded all objects as to mnke them lmper-
ceplible, aud, the street lamps were not
Hghted.

Coroner Daniels convened a jury at one
o'clock this afternoon to lnvestigate into the
cause of Coyle's death, After the inquest wis
concluded the following verdlot was rendered:
—=*Thut the sald Willism H. Coyle came to his
death by belng accldentuliy ran over by the
Good Wil Hose Steam Fire Engine, near May-
lupdville, on the morning of May 14, 1867."
