RARROW ESCATE OF A NEWSPAPRR CORRRESPONDENT

murderous and bloody aflalr occatred here this
evening., A desperate attack was made upon
Judge Ke-llu{ and the body of gentlemen wiho
murrcundod him on the steps of the Old Court
House, at the corner of Government and Hoyal
sireets, during the meeting held thls evening,

The .fmlgl- had bheen spealting about & quarter
of an hour In o frank and temperate manner
when there appeared to be a dsposition to
erente a disturbance on the outskirts of the
meeting., CUrleaof“Puthim down"” were heard,
1o which Mr. Kelley replied:—"I tell you
that you caunol put me down. The 15th 1n-
funtry are at my hack, and If they cannot keep
the peace In Moblie, the Unlied States Army
can.'

The tumult suddenly broke out at
by & sudden rusu towamls the platform, sod a
genornl sealterlog of we ecrowd. Aboat n
nupdred peaplo werce on the platform, Inelud-
log many eminent eltizens, 1eporiets of the
local press, and Mr, Wright, the correspon.
dent of the New York Hevald, who sal beside
Judge Kelley, and volonel John H, Taggart,
the correspondent of the Phllndelphin Evesisag
TrLkGraPH, Thisroshseemed 10 be tue signe
for 1be melee Lo commence, The Cblel o
Pollce attempted 1o arrest a ringlesder on Lhe
borders of the crowd, and he drew a pistol ou
bim. The cry of “Fire!” was then ralsed at
ithe corner of Royal street, and instantly a
perfect fusllande ot pistols was opened on the
orowid who occapted the platform, In a
moment a colored man, who stood beside

our correspondent, fell, being struok in the

end, Again the cry of "0, God!" and &
heavy fall annonnced that anothor had been
lnld low, Bome friends dragged Juadge Kelley
from out of the range of fire, and finally suc-
ceeded lu getting him away unbinrmed,

For severnl minutes the fire contivued to be
directed to the platform, the occupants of
whick were hastlly making their escaps, while
others endesvored Lo protect themselves by
gelting behind the table, which afforded little
proteciion, as those nearest the platform were
evidentl ﬁrlng under it. One man was badly
wounded by a shol thos almed, and & ball
ginnced off & water bucket whicn fortunately
Etood between your correspondent’s nead and
Lhe assassin’s benevolent intentlons

The firing, by Lhis time, was directed right
and left among the crowd in Lhe sireet, who
weore fiylug in all directious, Thero seemed Lo
be no altempt on the part of the police Lo urrest
the violence, or If there waus 1L was loeffectunl,
for the Hebels bad fvall thelr own Wy,

It is impossible to tell at thig hour how many
were shol, I saw three fall lo my immediate
vicinity; but 1 occupled the place of a turget. 1
Baw one pour boy carried off the ground moan-
lulg plleously.

Lt wag evidenlly a preconcerted affair, and
Was probably stimulated by incendiary artlcles
in the Rebel press for the past lew days.

Colonel Bheppard, who commands the mili-
tary here, al once despatched a body of troops
' 10 the Battle House, where Judge Kelley is
slopplng. They are nowon the grouud In front
ol the hotel, where Colonel Sheppard has taken
up guarters for the nlght,

The eentre of the churéh was
occupled by n large number of prominent white
titizens, and the =lde niales and gallories woera
thronged by a dense nssemblage of bincks The
platform was occupled by Horaee Greeley,
GerrlitSmith, Governor Plerpont, Juadge Un-
derwood, J. W, Hupnleutl, and olhers,

SEI'ERCT OF NORACE GREELEY.

Governor Plerpont introduced Mr. Groeley,
who sald he did pol andersiand that ks invi-
tation to spenk wus nt the dictate of any party.
He understood that people of different opinlons
wished to hear his views. They knew his
views, and he ciime not Lo speakt toany purticu-
Inr purty. He came ns o eltizon of New York.
aud he wished lo speak kindly to all. An Ame-
ricun citizen, standing in the elrele of the great
civil war, wen fulling on this side and that, in
what euch pelleved a righleous ocause, ho
would nnr to them that all the neartburnliug
and strife thal bhas sprang ap should now
be pbnndoned forever. The rivers of blool
thnt iave been sbhed altest the sineerity with
which the American people fought out the
great strogigle for Unlon and Bberty. When
people of ¢liferent purties and sections look digs
trusifully upon each other, there may be an
avoidanee of Lostiiity, but no real peace. The
wiir ceased with the surrender of General Los,
though much hnd been sald about a continams
tion ol guerlils warfare; but the people of the
South saldi—"We yield—glve us peace™ What
hindered pesce In the Hush of trivmph? An
nssnssin's blow stroek down the echief of the
nation, and this ealumity recelved n compllens
tion from Soutnern sentlment at the time Lhat
injured the prospects of the South. The adhbe-
rents of these assussing were ldentitied with
the Soath, snd as the word was flashed seross
the country thal Its Chler Maglstrate wos
stricken down In the hour of exultation, wild
and passionate grief and wrath pervaded the
whole country. Unose who pleaded for mercy tor
the defented were sllenced by this tragedy. The
nation could not in its blind fury conslder that
this was the work ol men uonknows o the
great mass of the Bouthern people. It was a
terrible cnlninity to both Nortnh and South,
The melancholy military events that followed
were expressions of the popular wrato. They
were troe expressions of what the popular
mind feltat the moment. Bhortly atter there
passembled Bouthern Legislatures that showed
an unfriencliness to Lhe colored people of the
South, These Logislutures met nond devised
laws, a8 If to viseriminate harsbly against the
colored people for the part they took In the
war. He would merely glance at some of these
lnwe, some of which, If they lad been wise,
were ulterly inapplicable when sluvery was
avolished. It might have been proper when
slavery exlsled to forbid, for {instance,
colored people Keepilng srms; but when
slavery passed, nall possible reason [for
white or colored ple holding arms was
in confliet with the Constitution of the Unfited
Sintes, If 1t be that United Stales soldlers went
around, and took arms that bhad been used in
the service of the Unlion, it was but an incite-
ment Lo another rebelllon, He consldered the
Juries ot the United Btates bad the right to
deal with all such cases, When Leglsiatures
came together snd enacled such Iaws disceriml-
nating between the testimony of black and
white, the common sense of the connlry was
insulted, All these laws were Invidlons and
degrading, nnd it Jooked to the people of the
North as a revival of the IRebalilon. This legis-
Jatlon, persisted In throughiout the South, was
one of the chief Impediments towards an early
and hearty reconsiroetion of the Unlon., He
would merely allude tothe deplorable traged les
al Memphis and New Orleaus (o ludicate this

pssembling of the Convention In Loulslana
was made Lhe prelext for Lhe slanghter of
some score of American citizens, and producsd
ndamaging impression at the North agalnst
the South.

Judge Kelley procorded as far as (0 say that
Le whus here, not, us one of their papers had
staled, the represeniative of any faction, but to
spenk in behulf of the whole people and the
whole country of the Uniled States. The factlon
1 serve is the talrty-two millions of the Ameri-
ean people, and 1 will serve Lthem before the
world, thank you for coming to hear that
notorions radical from Pennsylvania.

ring sections.  People told him ho was u silly
intruder Into the province ol statesmansnip;
but true statesmanxlilp, he believed, was per

vaded by love He wanled Lo bring the
North and SBouth Into a unlon of love The
war Is over; but only s trace exisis  If eaoh

parly would enter upon its duties,the purpose of
union might be effected. He had fault to find
with the Mouth. They do not,In the plhirase of Lhe
day, accept the sltuntion. They need nol be
ashamed 10 doso, The remarkable bravery thnt
gnve such trouble Lo thelr conguerors was up-
planded througnout the worlkd; but I.lmyulmtlrd
not ron aAwAY from the terms of Congress, and
ron 1w the Supreme Court, and uccept the
dogmas of the degraded Pemocracy of the
North., Under the Constltution, they who took
purtin the fight agalust the Government are
triaitors to-day. But he was averso to haviug
his countrymen go down to posterity stigmn-
tized as traltors, When this strife hnd sdvauced
to s great clvil war, witha de facio Government,
and earrying on war as an independeént power,
tbhey were no longer traltors. He wunted thos
to lift them from thelr supposed degradation.
Bat why, after coming down from the position
of an lm:fnpnndom nation, do you put hualters
around your necis for the Government to pull
them? The North, he wonld say. was under a
common responsibility with the South for the
Inle war, IfState rights brooghton the war the
North I8 certalnly responsible, Hut 1t was not
Blate Rights—it was slavery brought on
the war. Yet he still held that the North must
share the responsibility. He (the speaker) had
been an extremis) in and out of Congress, He
had malntained that slavery was not law, and,
in the words of a great jurist, that *men stiould
reject the wild and ﬁullt-y phaotasy ol properiy
in man.” For holding such opinlons he had
been chased by o good many mobs in his time;
bul neyver by a Southern one. (Applause, )
They were all Northern pro-slavery mobs, Pro-
slavery decisions had been rendered by Stale
aud Federal Legisintures, and every institution
i the North was inoculated with the views
of sluvery, We of the North reaped far more
galn from slavery than you did. You bat held
the cow; we millked ber. (Laughter and nr-
rhmﬁu.) We are under a common responsi-
ity for this horrid war; bat Jel  us
mingle our tears of penltence, and forget,
in the prospect of our glorlous future, the
gad e¢rrors of the past The North
shonld now lake pity on the Soulh, and Con-
gress should have appropriated ten or twanty
mililons of dollars to this suffering land. Could
he have hisown way. LuejGovernment should
exempl the Soulh for half-p-doken years from
direct Federal taxes, Speaking of the relation
between blacks and whites, he asked, “Why
shiould not the whites love the blucks, tuey who
have moistened the Bouthern soll with thelr
swent and renrs?” He would cal upon the
while men of Virginla to faclliiate whe poor
blsceks in Lhe nequisition of homes., It would
be better and saler for these same white mon,
At the conclusion of Lthe war he desired Lo se:
stme portion of Inrge estates of Southern Rebels
given to the freadmen, but he wis no ndvouate
of confi=ention. Hewould say to the white men
not to grudge the black hisnew-born freedous;
sbhun all partinl legislation, and adopt a plat-
furm of equal rights, And now, black men,
why should you not love Lhe whites ? exclaimed
the speaker. (“We do,” “we do," was vooifa-
rously cried,) We are sll brothers; oar ¢om-
mon i‘mher has colored us both differently, but
He does not hold us in different regard for that
reason. 'Tis not the color, "tis the character
witbhin the skin, that should regulate the
standard of men. Do not nsk for confisention,
for homes that you galn by honest earning wiil
be more salisfaclory than any you wrest from

your white nelghbors, He was not s0 much of
u Republican as Mr, (]reulef. for he would stop
disfranchlsement and go for nnlveraal suf-
frawze for both whites and blneks,

The disfranohised can exerciss mora pnlitical
fnfluence when laboring under that disability
than otherwise, and he wonld ask the blacks to
reullon Congress to restore political righty to

he disfranchised and deteated Rebals, It

would be the happlest consummation the worid
ever saw; and in concluslon he would advise
the bincks Lo trust no mun who was not
opposed W dlavery and an advocate of universal
sullrage.
