A HISTORICAL CURIOSITY.

The Cornhill Magozine, in a most entertain-
ing article, entitled “‘Floot Parsons and Fleot
Marriages,’’ gives some curions facts respect-
ing the clandestine weddings which brought
the Fleet into such notoriety during the last
eentury.

These and many more extracts are given
from the old Fleet records which evince a
queer state of morals in that famous locality,
and an odd conception of matrimony, This
slate of affairs continued till 17563, when Lord
Harwicke’s Marriage Aot came into operation.
The records from which the above extracts are
mane were purchased by the Hnglish Govern-
ment in 1821, and are now preserved at the
office of the Register-General, where they are
open to search npon the payment of a gmall fee.
