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How Shall our Great Cities be Gov-
erned?

Okb of the moBt important questions that will

come before the New York Constitutional Con-veutio- n,

and the one that will probablj elicit

the mofit feeling and discussion, relates to the

proper method of governing the city of New

York. That city has now not far from one-fonr- th

of the whole population of the State,
and probably a still larger proportion of the
wealth. The discussion concerning its gov-

ernment is of interest to the public generally,
as bearing upon similar questions which may
arise concerning other large cities in our
country.

That New York is at present a badly gov-

erned city, we have the concurrent testimony of

its own citizens of all parties. Indeed, the evils

of bad government there have led to the
growth of an anomalous condition of affairs
with, respect to the method of administering
tho affairs of the city. From time to time, as

the weight of corrupt administration has be-

come too grievous to be borne, the Legislature
Las been obliged to step in, and give
the control of the city's affairs in certain direc-

tions to the State at large. For instance, the
police administration of the city became so
corrupt and abandoned, that the control of the
police was vested by the Legislature in a Com-

mission appointed by the Governor and Senate.
The affairs of the Central Park have, from the
commencement of tho enterprise, we believe,
been conducted by a Board of Commissioners.
The Fire Department and the Health Depart-
ment are also in the hands of Commissioners.
Thus from year t6 year the State ha3 been
assuming more and more control of the affairs
of the city, until the City Government elected
by the people has been shorn of a large por-
tion of its power. There is no common head
of the Government left. The various com-
missions are independent of each other, and
responsible to no superior power except the
Governor and Senate.

That there must be evils in this method of
government is apparent, and that some con-
sistent general plan shoul d be adopted, la the
opinion of all. The chief point at issue is, as
to whether the State at large should take part
in the government of the city. On the one
side, it is maintained that in all that relates to
the city primarily the city should be inde-
pendent. The principle of local

is extolled as the great remedy for all
present defects in administration.

On the other hand, it is boldly asserted that
the only salvation for the city ia in extending
the constituency, and in governing it by the
State at large. The character of the Common
Council and other city authorities no.w elected
by the people their total disregard of the in-

terests of the city their shameless and fla-

grant corruption their ignorance and bru-

tality, are pointed to as an example of what
the entire Government would be if committed
to a popular vote of the residents alone. It is
asserted that the introduction of commission
after commission has been absolutely neces-
sary to keep the city from falling into anarchy.
It is claimed that the State at large is vitally
interested in the government of the city, and
that there is no propriety in committing its
destinies solely into the hands of those who
may happen to reside within its limits.
The great argument, however, is that
the city is controlled by the ignorant,
depraved, and vicious, in short, by those
who have demonstrated their incapacity
for The New York Times
does not hesitate to say that universal suffrage
has broken down in that city, so that the con-

stituency must either be restricted or en-

larged. It has been agreed by writers on gov-

ernments generally, that a striotly popular
government is only possible when there is a
geod degree of intelligence and virtue in the
people. These conditions are wanting in New
York city. Moreover, those who favor an in-
crease of the constituency by making the
Whole State a part of the city's voting popula-
tion, maintain that the political unit in our
eystem is not the city, or the township, or the
county, but the State. And they hold that
there is no more propriety in making a city
independent of the State, than there would be
in making one ward in a city independent of
all the rest.

This discussion will be watched with inte-

rest. It embraces principles of a much wider
application than to the case in hand, and
which may hereafter become of practical in-

terest to other communities.

The Present Status of Hungary.
A morning contemporary, in its issue of yester-
day, took occasion to malign the kingdom of
Hungary on aocount of the mediieval pagean-
try accompanying the ceremonies of the
coronation of Frano's Joseph. Our contempo-
rary says that "there the ceremonial of the

' middle ages still exists, and their darkness
too," and somewhat doubtiugly adds that
"there the political economy of slavery and
ignorance might possibly be successfully
demonstrated." These few sentenoes convey
wrong impressions of the political and social

Status of the country, which it is attempted to
represent as a tempting land for the immigra.
tlon of "tournament tilters, Brazil refugees,
and Uack-lette-r insurgents." It would require
a political Rip Van Winkle, who has been
dozing over a history of Hungary of a hun
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dred years ago, to hold snoh an estimate. It
would require ua to forget the gallant struggle
of Hungary for independence in 1848, which
would have been successful but for Russia
joining untowardly her armies to those of
Austria. In that year the Diet of Hungary
abolished serfdom voluntarily, although that
body was largely composed of men whose in-

terests identified them with the institution.
And the very ceremonial, the forms of which
seem to be so offensive to some, is the moral
victory of the people of Hungary over an
enemy who, with the aid of Russian bayonets,
conquered them eighteen years ago. To tear
Lombardy and Venetia from Austria, it re-
quired the assistance of two such powers as
France and Prussia.

To become independent of Austria, Hungary
may have asked, but received the help of no
outside power. The ooronation is but a form;
Its substance means independence from the
other provinces of Austria. It was a connec-
tion merely personal between the Emperor of
Austria and the kingdom of Hungary. It
means a legislative body, chosen from the
people in part, and a guarantee that her con-
stitutional liberties, as far as royal oaths go,
will be invaded no more. This is the lesson
taught by the coronation, whatever its oere-inonia- L
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The Democracy Declare its Principles

of the Campaign.
As wb anticipated yesterday, the Democratic
Convention at Harrisburg selected Judge
Sharswood as its candidate for the Supremo
Judgeship, and declared its principles. There
was a time when we could have anticipated
the views of such a body, by a comparison
with the expressed platform of the party in
other States. But that day is past. The New
York World and the delegates to the Consti-

tutional Convention of tho Empire State boldly
announce that the question of giving suffrage
to the blacks will not be an issue, and the
organ of the New York Democracy favors such
an extension. So do the Boston Post
and Chicago Times, and many of the
leading journals of our opponents. But
the Democracy of Pennsylvania is bound to its
idols. Under the lead of such men as Frede-

rick W. Hughes, Jeremiah Black, John D.
Stiles, and A. J. Glossbrenner, it found itsulf
incapable of grasping any of the progressive
ideas of the age, and fought for principles ex-

ploded by the war, and on issues settled by
the bayonet. They have had the sense to
select a good candidate, but have declared a
platform so thoroughly weak that we doubt if
it can support their standard-beare- r, much
less the swarm of proscribed semi-Rebe- ls who
throng around him. Let us look at the planks
on which they stand.

The preamble and first three resolutions are
not to be disputed. They may mean anything,
and do mean nothing. The fourth resolution
declares that .

"We proclaim ns usurpation and outrage the
establishment of negro suffrage la any of tlie
.States by the coercive exercise of tue Fede-
ral power; and we sball resist to the last
resort the threatened measures of the leaders of
the HepubJioau party to laterfere by acts of
CongreHS with the regulations of the elective
irai.cuise in tne aiaie oi

Now this is maliciously unkind. It is bad
enough for the Southern Democracy to have to
abandon all its declared principles, to have to
embrace the black man, and swear that it has
always been his friend, to have to insist that
he is a brother, and that the Democracy is iu
favor of giving him the right of suffrage. All
this is bad enough for the unhappy members of
the party south of Mason and Dixon's line, but
it is adding the last straw to break the camel's
back when the allies of the sufferers quietly
undo all that their brethren have done, by
declaring themselves opposed to the very thing
which the Southern Democracy is pretending
to favor. Why, half the good effect of Wade
Hampton's fraternal oration will be nullified
when the black hears that the Democracy hold
his right of suffrage as a "usurpation and
an outrage." In fact, the question of
negro suffrage is the rock on which
the Democracy has split, and in
order to defeat them in all sections, all that is
needed is to read William A. Wallace and
William B. Reed to the Southern blacks, and
Wade Hampton and General Longstreet to the
Northern Irish. No man can serve two mas-

ters, and no party can curry favor with two

diametrically opposite elements. So much
for negro suffrage in the South. The state-

ment that Congress contemplates enforcing it
in the North is maliciously false. There is
not a corporal's guard of the Republican party
who believe in such a doctrine. There is no
idea entertained by them in favor of prescri-

bing whether or no a negro shall vote in Penn-

sylvania; and when the Democratic Conven-

tion states such is the intention, it wilfully and
knowingly declares a falsehood.

"Fifth. That we are opposed to any amend-
ment of the OoiiHlllu'lori of this Bute giving
to negroes the right of sutiVage."

This shows that tho opposition of the De-

mocracy to negro suffrage is not due to the
alleged illegal manner in which it was seoured)
but they are opposed to the idea per se. So
that, even if the proper steps were taken in
our State to secure it, they would be opposed
to it on" principle.' Yet the New York Demo-

cracy does not oppose the extension, but is
rather inclined to favor it. If it is one of the
cardinal principles of the days of Jefferson,
how i3 it that only a fragment of the party
adhere to it f

"Sixth. That the failure of the Tariff bill In
I he last session of the late Cougress, more than
tnree-iourib- s or the mem ours oi which belonged
l heir Infidelity to their pledges, aud neglect of
their profusions lu relatlou to the great Indus-- i
rial and tluuuolal Interests or the couutry."

To defeat a sti ingent Tariff bill was the labor
of all the Democratic delegations in the House
of Representatives, and when a final vote was
reached, nearly all the members of that party
from Pennsylvania dodged the question, while
all the Democrats from other States voted
solid against the bill. Yet the Republican
party is exclusively responsible for the defeat

of the measure ! Before the campaign ia over
we will publish the vote, and let the people
judge for themselves where the responsibility
should rest.

Among the declarations of the intentions of
the Republican party, which, being Domoorats,
they are peculiarly able to foresee, we find the
"purpose of confiscation, in violation of the
declaration of the rights avowed by the Re-

publican leaders, and other guarantees of
Federal and State Constitutions, tending, as it
does, to destroy all protection to private pro-
perty, advances them far on the high road to
repudiation."

In the first place, the sentence is untrue, and
in the second place it is illogioal. With the
exception of Mr. Thaddeus Stevens, there is
not a leader of the Republican party in favor
of confiscation; and among all our exchanges
we do not find a journal whioh supports the
measure. This is aa well known to our oppo-
nents as to ourselves. But, as usual, they do
not scruple to prevaricate for party purposes.
Again, the connection between confiscation
of Rebel property and repudiation of the loyal
debt is so subtle that we cannot clearly de-

tect it.
Such is the platform of our opponents. A

combination of obsolete ideas, false statements,
and declarations of assumed facts, which have
no foundation. If Judge Sharswood can staud
upon it before the people of Pennsylvania and
secure their suffrages, he is the most popular
man that has ever run for office. A weaker
set of resolutions was never declared by a
party in America.

Tbb wheels of the jury ivatetn do not move
more honestly in New York than they do in our
own city. But seven jurors answered to their
names in the New York C jurt of Common Pleas,
Part I, yesterday morning, and, consequently,
although the calendar is much crowded, nume-
rous cast s had to go off till October. His Honor
Judge Brady addressed the members of the bar,
and stated that he had had an interview with
the Commissioner of Jurors, and that be had
been premised that things would be different
next fall. He (Judge Bradj) expected to have
the merchants of lew York aa jurors; and if he
hid the power to send the Sheriff after them he
Fb.oi.ld have a jury in this Court next fall if he
lived.

Jefferson Davis has been makiug a spe?ch at
Niagara to the Canadians, which, though very
brief, indicates one or two Ihiuga clearly enough.
He speaks of Canada as being an asylum to him-
self, which lorks aa though he did not look upon
the United States as auy longer his own conn'
try; and he expresses the wish that Canada may
always "remain a part of the British Empire,"
which shows that he h opposed to annexation
and to Canadian independence. Tnss looks as if
he intended to rrslde hereafter in Eugland. We
presume he will make occasional visits to the
United States, to look after bis trial and save his
bondsmen their money.

Tbb President has said that he has never in-

tended the removal of General Shcrldaa, aud
no doubt is aware that no act could have beea
more unpopular. General Sheridan has written
to General Grant, stating that he fears he
will be obliged to remove Governor Throck-
morton, and in reply General Grant advise
no action till the question before the Cabinet
is decided.

Escobedo has issued an address to the
Mexican soldiers in eulogy of their bravery
and congratulation of their success, and pledp-in- s

himself to restore peace and order to the
country.
