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A Judge Nominated to Uphold Injustice.

Jh Democratio party of thla State still avowa

Itself tbe enemy of human rights. All of Its

fine phrases in regard to "civil rights," the

'liberties of the people," "democratio insti-

tutions," etc., vanish into thin air the mo-

ment tbe test of principle is applied. Indeed,

the party itself applies it, and in one resolu-

tion writes 'hypocrisy" over all its pretended

devotion to popular rights. Although the

question of suffrage is not directly at issue in

the present campaign, Bince no change in the

present law is possible without a modification

of tbe Constitution, the leaders of the Demo-

cratio party, in convention assembled, hasten

io make a gratuitous avowal of their devotion

to injustice and wrong. They thrust before

tbe people their opposition to the extension,
or rather the restoration, of the elective fran-

chise to the colored citizens of this State. And

us this resolution of the late Democratio con-

vention relates to no issue to be settled by the
result of the present campaign, we can only

regard it as gratuitously and defiantly put
forth to debauch public sentiment. It is tbe
Unblushing avowal of an infamous doctrine 1

. A party which calls itself democratic, and
yet starts out with a denial of the fundamental
prinoiple of democracy, so that its very na me
beoomes a synonym for hypoorisy, ought to
receive no support from liberal and right-thinkin- g

men. If democracy means anything,
if there is any principle at the bottom of it, if
it is good for anything, surely it must be a
different article from that whose devotees have
just been in convention at Ilarrisburg. If
there is any right which is a fundamental one
in a republican form of government, it is the
right of the elective franchise. It is that, and
that alone, thronghhioh all other rights can
be protected. In an aristocratic or monarchi-
cal form of government, the classes excluded
from political power are under the special
charge and protection of the governing classes,
because the established order of things makes
some suoh care a necessary part of the political
System. The absolute ruler feels something
of the responsibility of a patriarch or a parent.
But in a form of government based upon the
principle of popular rule, the man without a
ballot stands outside of the political commu-
nity. He is a political nonentity. He has not
the defense which numbers and a distinot
order in the community give. All his rights
are at the absolute disposal of others. The
denial of the right of the elective franchise is,
therefore, an act of the highest injustice, and
strikes at the fundamental principle of popu-
lar rule. Just bo far as it goes it introduces a
form of government by classes, and not by the
people. It is a step towards aristocracy and
a way from democracy.

In our own State there are several thousand
native-bor- n citizens thus excluded from the
political community not on account of crime,
or ignorance, or any fault of theirs, but sim-
ply and solely on the ground of the oolor of
their skins. These disfranchised citizens are
held to a strict accountability to all the laws.
They are compelled to pay taxes upon their
property. They are ealled upon to bear
arms in defense of the country when it is in
danger. In a word, all the duties and respon-siiUiti- es

of citizenship are thrust upon them,
while the essential and supreme right of citi-

zenship is denied them. Can anything be
more unjust than this ? Is there any excuse
for it f Can any man give any good reason
why it should be bo t And yet the party
which arrogates to itself the name of "demo-cray,- "

goes out of its way to gratuitously and
fiauntingly uphold a scheme of injustioe like
this ! And look at the manner of the thing.
The party is assembled to nominate a candi-
date for the most important judicial office in
the State an office whose highest function i3

the dispensation of justice, and in the very act
of nominating this officer, who ought to go
into his position with clean hands and a pure
heart, he is pledged to a doctrine and measure
of the most arrant and unblushing injustice !
And this is democracy I

Judge Sharswood owes it to himself as a
jurist, to his reputation as an honest man and
as a Christian gentleman, to promptly repu-
diate this infamous plank in the Democratio
platform. It was an impertinence to thrust
him upon it. It had no proper relation to the
nomination of a Chief Justice. It in effeot

pledges him in advance to a certain position
upon a politioal question, and to a position,
too, most abhorrent to every instinct of Justice.

We believe there are thousands of members
of the Democratio party who do not sympa-
thize with its position upon this question. It
is impossible that among so large a body of
our fellow-citizen- s there should not be many
who feel the inconsistency, the Injustice, and
the degradation of this perpetual warfare
against the-firs-t principles of democracy and
the plainest dictates of right. We know that
euch is the case with the younger and more
liberal members of the party, young men who
Lave come into politioal life undebauched by
long subservienoy to the behests of the slave
power. But unfortunately they are over
slaughed by the old hide-boun- d, nnprogres-tiiv- e,

bitter, Copperhead element of the party.
These younger and more liberal members of
the party owe it to themselves to out loose
from these undemocratic doctrines upon the
question, of suffrage, ad.

who believe that it is about time that demo-
cracy should mean something higher, and
bftter, and nobler than a bootless warfare
against all the progressive and enlightened
tendencies of the age.

The Cause and lif-sho- n or the Late
Explosion.

ArTEit allowing a week for investigation and
deliberation, the Coroner's jury, empanelled
to determine the cause of the late explosion in
Sansom street, rendored their verdict yester-
day. In their decision there is good ground
for the active attention of our authorities. It
seems from the evidence that the immediate
cause of the destruction of life and property
was the over-pressu- re occasioned by the
"closing of the stop-valv- placed immediately
above the boiler, and thus shutting off all
communication with the safety-valv- e and pressure-

-gauge." It further appeared that the
iron of which the boiler was constructed was
of the best quality, and that its condition was
as good as could be desired. Among other
facts before the jury, it would seem that

"Several other boiler of like construction
have been put up by the same builders, la this
city, whereby the lives and property of our re

endangered. In view of this, m well
as the lamentable ocenrrenoo which we have
juKtbad under investigation, the Jury would
reiterate what hus been before ho strongly
suited, that action of our city authorities, by
which prober oversight and luspeollou should
be arcui'to. Is Imperatively demanded, aud
should not be delayed, lent, as was before pre-
dicted, another terrible (liHaster should reveal
the ous o,uences of neglect."

From this verdict there are several deduc-

tions inevitable, which we feel called upon
as journalists to freely draw, in order that the
public safety may in the future be protected.
In the first place, the testimony of Professor
Morton, and numerous experts in the con-

struction of steam boilers, proves that the
principle on which the builders of this par-

ticular boiler worked was dangerously defec-

tive. This wa3 clearly proved. One witness tes-

tified that he did not consider the place selected
on Geasey & Ward's .boiler a safe one to place
a valve; it was very dangerous; he would never
expect such a valve on a boiler, nor ever saw
one so located, that is, with the same relative
connections. And another stated that he would
be afraid to have such a valve as this on boilers
that he intended to use himself, for fear of their
existence being forgotten.

The fact, therefore, that all boilers simi-

larly constructed aro most unsafe, and ex-

tremely liable at any moment to explode with
a'n effect as disastrous as that before U3, can-

not be doubted; and Messrs. Morgan & Orr
testify that they have erected several similar
boilers at present at work in our city and
mention several sugar refineries as the
places where they are in operation. In
view of these facts, the recommendation of the
jury that a boiler inspector or inspectors be
appointed by law, is peculiarly forcible; and
we hope that Councils will, at their meet-

ing to-da- y, attend to the matter, and pro-

vide a remedy. It requires some fearful
demonstration to get any useful measure
through Councils. Either the cholera must
be upon us, or a score of people must
be killed by an explosion before we can hope
for legislation. Their idea seems to be that a
cure is preferable to a prevention.

But there is also another and wider lesson
taught by this accident. It shows what a fear-

ful responsibility rests upon the constructors
of engines and boilers. The builders should
have known that such an arrangement as that
allowed in the case of Messrs. Ward & Geasey

was unsafe, by the testimony of practical engi-ne- rs

all over the country. It is evident that suoh
a device as that allowed in the present case
was unusual and extraordinary. It is clearly
a moral duty of builders, for the preservation
of their own fame as well as public safety,
to refuse to consent for the take of the

economy to any of the dangerous devices of their
patrons. But the whole matter should be
regulated by law. By requiring that an in-

spector should give a certificate to every boiler
used by a manufactory, all difficulty would be
avoided. The expense would be slight and
the protection great. As it is, we do not know
where similar boilers are situated, and can
not speculate which mill or refinery may at
any moment launch into eternity, by the same
cause, as many as those destroyed during the
past week. It is clearly the duty of the city
to attend to the matter at once, and we hope
some member will introduoe the necessary
bill in Councils at their session this afternoon.

Let the Committkb to whom was referred
the appropriation asked for by the Board of
Health report this afternoon that Council)

have no legal right to remove from that body
the power vested in it by the charter of our
city, and let them favor tVie needed appropria-
tion. If they do not, but persist in the petty
spite evinced by Mr. Hancock, the voters will
hold them Individually responsible for the arri-

val of cholera during the coming months.

We rusisT that Mr. Wagner, Chairman of
the Committee on Law, should report whether
Frederick A. Van Cleve is legally entitled to
the position of Assistant City Solicitor. It i
two weeks since the case was sent to that Com-

mittee. Is he trying to cheat justice by sup-

pressing the report f We demand that he do
bis duty.
