IMPORTANT LETTER FROM THOMAS J. DURANT.
From the New Ovleans Tribune, June8,

Mr, Durant, in reply to a letter from one
of our distinguished citizens, has written the
following important reply, which we are at
liberty to use:—

Wasmixagron Cirx, May 2Z7.—-Dear Sir:—I
recelved yesdterday a letier you addressed mo
onthe 24 lostant, and appreciato highly the
kind feellngs by which 1L wus dictated, Some
of my old and warm friends have also written
me In the same sirain, but [ impute this
entirely Lo thelr good rs.-al!m; for me. The dig-
nity of the exlisting emergency rises above per-
sonnl considerations, and the great work of re-
storing Loulsiana, free and just, 1o a place In
the Federal Unlon, should not be embarrassed
by centention about the fitness of any man for
the office of Governor or Benator, or what not,
Bo far ns I am concerned, It shall not be done
with my consent.

In tracing out the path of operation lald down
in the aot of March 23, 1867, commonly known
u8 the Supplemeniary Recoostruotion bill, 1t
seems fome that the Aoal sol of t.rnumlufng
a constitution for the Stale to the President, to
be lald before Congress, cannol well be consum-
muted before the Ist of March next, nloe
montbs hence, Why, then, debate who shall
be office-bolders under a constitution which
can only be considered atthat remote perlod,
and which may then be rejected? Such a
course would be mischlevous In the extrome,
and opght not to be pursued.

In my nyinlon the Constitution to be adoptad
by theé Convenlion In Loulsians shoald ex-
greuly’ﬁmvld that the eleotlons under It for
Stnte officers, Repressntatives In Congress and
Benntors,shall only take place within a certaln
term after the necéptance of the Constlitation
by the Congress of the United States,

And Iam of opinion tbat no one of the Inte
Rabel Siates should be admilted IntoUongress
by its reproseutatives untll an amendment to
the untiopal Copstitution sball bhave been
adopted establishing Irrevocable unlversal saf-
frage and equality before the lnw In every State
of the Union.

ORDER OF GOV, BROWNLOW PLACING GEN. JOBEPH

COOPER IN COMMAND OF THE STATE MILITIA.

HEADQUARTERS TENNESSEN STATE GUARDS,
NasuviLng, June 7, 1867.—1. VWhereas, I have
commissioned General Joseph A. Cooper, who
is an experienced and prodent man, to take the
oversight and commuand of all the companies of
Bilate Guards organized by me In Tennesses,
wilh anthorily to make suoh changes in the
location of companles as he, in consualtation
willi me, may deem necessarv and propar: Lhis
order 1s issued o notify all officers and enlisted
men to striotly obey his orders,

1I. There are now twelve companles realy
for the service; and, although I find no trouble
in raising companles, thére will not be oallsd
into service more than twalve or fourteeen com-
panies, all told, unless the rebellious conduot
