Execution of 'William P. Kino; and
Abrsnt Owens at Franklin, Ky.-T- h.
Crime and the Trial Kxtraordlnary
Scenes and Speeches at the Oallows.
Franklin, Ky., June 28. Captain William

I King aud Abram Owens, convicted of the
murder of II. King, suiTered the extreme pen-
alty of the law at this place to-da- y, at 11 o'o.ock
A. M.

On Thursday, November 8, 1WM, at about s o'clock
A. M., the Louisville aud Nashville tralu was thrown
from the track by obstructions placed tbereou, and
the passenKers robbed of money, watches, Jewelry,
and clothing. At that time violence and robberies were
of dally occurrence In that section of the Stale, and
up to the time of this robbing no one ol the despe-
radoes who lulesled the country had been brotiKht to
Justice, The civil law was powerless, and Its olllcers
were deterred by fear from making any attempt
tn arrest and punish the criminals. It Is pro-
bable that this outrage would have been passed over
In silence had not the reward of io,uno offered by tbe
Railroad Company tempted one of the gang to turn
State's evidence and make disclosures which led to
the arrest by tbe military authorities of lbs wbole
party. It soon became known to the rascals that
some of their number bad turned State's evidence.
According to a solemn oath taken by them before
engaging In the robbery, any one turning traitor
was to be killed by the rest of tbe company. On
Sundny, November 19, one of the robbers. Har-
vey king, was shot through the head and
killed. On the 13th of December, 1X64, tbe
Mrand Jury for Sampson county Indicted Abnor
Owens, William P. King, Charles Smith, Abram
Owens, 'Wesley Finn, William Finn, I). R, Walnscott,
Joseph Payne. Jobn Calvert, and Robert Hey, for tbe
murder of Harvey King. A true bill was also fotiud
ana list the' sam partlea tor tbe tram robbery, on
which last lodictment they were held for trial at tbe
following regular June term or the Simpson Circuit
Court. A special term of tbe Court was held January
8, 18i,7, to try the parlies on tbe indictment for the
murJ'r of Harvey King. This trlat resulted In
tbe conviction or William P. King and Abram
Owens ol the murder of Harvey King, who
was the brother of William f. Ttoey were sen-
tenced to be hanged on the 23d day of March follow-
ing, strong ellorts were msde to obtain their par-
don, but without success. Captain King wrote a let-
ter to Governor Bramlette the 1st of February, ask-
ing for a respite. The Governor respited the con-
demned until tbe 17th of May, About the loth ot
that month strong appeals were made to the Gov-een-

lor a further respite. It was represented to
him by men of high standing that certain facts had
come to light which went to prove tbe prisoners in-
nocent of tbe murder, and to fasten It upon other
parties. M rs. K lng, tbe mother of Captain King, also
addressed tbe Governor a letter, plteously asklug fora pardon, and tbe Governor again respited the con-
demned until this day, when at 11 o'clock (bey paid
tbe penalty or their crimes by stepping lrom the gal-
lows to eterulty.

Tbe band played a funeral march all the way to theplace of execution. King and Owens called to their
friends as they saw them In the crowd, and exhorted
them to meet them In heaven. Between three and
four thousand persons, old and young, assembled to
witness tbe execution. Delicate women, who would
scream at the sight of a spider, came many mlies
through tbe dust, and stood In tbe broiling suu lor
hours to see the poor wretches bung. The procession
arrived at the scalTold at twelve o'clock M. Owens
was the llrst man unit, ascending tk ladder with a
firm step and bowing to the crowd. He was followed
by King, the Sherlll, ministers, und members of thevress, who were provided with seats on the scallbld.
The Rev. Mr. Horn, of the Baptist Church, sung tbehymn commencing, "Have pity, O Lord! forgive a
repentant rebel,' both prisoners joiulng In the singing
of the hymn. Rev. Mr. Bedford, of the Methodist
Church, then offered a prayer,

SI'EKCIIKS Or THE CONDEMNED.
At conclusion Ot tbe prayer the Sheriff introduced

Captain King to the immeuse crowd, A breathless
silence ensued. The prisoners begged tn have theirarms released until they made a few remarks. The
request could not be granted, and Captain King spoke
as follows:

My Dear Dying Friends; I have met many of yon
before, but we now meet for the last time on earth.
I see many faces before me that I have met in hap-
pier days: young ladles and gentlemen with whom I
have passed the happiest hours of my life. I have
been confined eight months in jail. I am to die a most
Ignominious death, yet I bave the proud consciousness
of knowing that I am Inuocentof the charge for which
I am to die. I bave a hope in Heaven which I would
Dot give for my Hie. My dying Irlends, tbe peace of
a Christian is worth more than anything else on
earth: he can lay down at night and sleei soundly.
In my lonely cell I have walked like a wild
beast of the forest during my confinement, think-
ing of my mother, sisters, and wife. I tried my best to
be free once more, aud could I be free and permitted
to go home to those I love I would give all the world,
were It mine; but I have to die. I am one ot the hap--
Slest men you ever saw. Liars, acousdrels, and

have cheated and chiselled me out of my life. Iam not able to make a speech. I would that I bad the
voice, so that all my friends could hear me, aud for
God's sake to meet In Heaven. (Here King became
much excited). Tell GrlnT Wright, who has treated
me worse than man has ever treated me before, that
I want to meet him In Heaven. Tell him he
swore away my life, but that I forgive him.
and could take lilm In my arms and love
blm. You promised faithfully. Griff Wright,
that you would stand by me through all my
troubles. You swore it, too, over the body ot my dead
brother, but you have come false testimony against
me and hooted all the liars in Simpson oouuty to
swear away my lite. Instead or standing bv me you
give me the deepest slab: but I forgive it all. Meet me
lu heaven. I hope no one will think I am augry.
This is my last speech; two hours from now I hope I
will be with my Father In heaven. I am to die for
tbe death of my brother. No one ever loved a
brother better than I did that murdered boy.
Had I known bis murderer 1 should not have
said yea or nay, but I would have killed him. I
never murdered a man In cold blood. I have killed
men in the army, but it was In and
would do tbe like again. I am standing with a rope
around my neck, about to be hung. I now say before
God aud man I am Innocent of my brother's
death. Had I killed him I would not bave been here

No one could have caught me. I am too
smart for that. If Abe Owens is guilty let him suiter.
I once said I thought he was guilty. It Is easier to
die If you are guilty, tor then you know you deserve
de in, aud will be reconciled to it; but to die Inno-
cent Is terrible. Perhaps it Is all right. God may
and doubtless bas a providence to final in my death.
It may save many lives, It may prevent many crimes.
I am prepared and willing. I wish I bad died in in-
fancy. Allot us have sinned: let lilra that is blame-
less cast tbe first stone, for under Divine law we are
all guilty.

King repeated the substance of the foregoing speech
many times, occupying thirty-fiv- e mluutes. He fre-
quently paused and asked for water, and concluded
by urging all who heard him to meet him in Heaven.
He was at times very much excited, accompanying
his words with a stamp ot his foot, when speaking
of bis wife and mother he faltered, but he displayed
Dot the slightest fear of death.

Owens next advanced to the front of the scaffold,
with a perfectly ed air, aud said:

Ladles and Gents: I am about to make my first
speech. I have little oi no education. I am about to
be execoted for a crime ot which I now say before
God and man, and as a dying man, that I am Inno-
cent. I fought three years and six months for my
country. I never kliled a man In cold blood.
I am not a Rebel, nor am I an Abolitionist!
I have been a Constitutional Union man, and shall
die one. I did not know that King was dead uutll be
had been dead two days. I did not bave a fair trial.
The Jury were prejudiced against me, and witnesses
bave been bought to take away my life. Money
speculations in blood I Oue thousand dollars will
buy two men's lives any time. Nothing
was proved agalust me. I borrowed the
pistol to go to Tennessee to see my relatives. I sent
It back to Billy King. It went through many hands
after leaving mine, and two days after it was proved
that there was blood upon it. 1 did not receive Jus-lic- e.

I bave been a very bad man, but I am prepared
to die. Helore I leave this world I wish to speak to
Grill'. Wright, who swore to a notorious lie, and bar-
tered away life. Tell him I forgive blm. He bas
caused me to die. I wish to tell you all that Grlif.
Wright was tbe first man who ever proposed to roo
aud murder a man. He proposed to me and Billy
King. This is God's truth, coming from a dying
man. Ask blmpson If he did not see us In
tbe lane talking about It. He proposed to
rob and muider a man living between Gallatin
and Franklin. Did I goT No, slrl You may say
that Abe Owens tells lies on the scaffold, you
may believe me or not; that Is with you; I bave not
been tried lor train robbery, and It Is not tor tbat I am
to be murdered. A great many men bave come long
distance, I suppose, to see a great character. Every-
thing bad bad been reported of us. It Is said that
Billy King cm off a man's bead aud threw It In tbe
lap of his wife. Now, I am as brave as King, I be-
lieve, but I could not do that. It bus been said aud
suug tbat we are bloodthirsty men. If I ever I killed
a man, I do not know 1U I was put on trial lor mur-
der; but the 110,000 of tbe railroad company la what
convicted me. It brought the wlluen that took
away my lite.

Turning to the counsel for the prosecution. Owens
said' OeulS, we ueiu you si uay iur a iuuk tiiun, uui,
you have got us at lust. I die happy, for I believe I
am going to Heaven. It must be easier to die Inno-
cent tban guilty. You can hang me on this gallows

One young
woman became hysterica) during Owens' remarks
and shouted "Glory to God," and exhorted all to gut
religion.

Taken altogether, It was one of the most remark-
able executions In the history of Kentucky. From
ail the vast crowd present there was but one ex ores
slon of opluion beard, and tbat was that the prisoner
were guilty.

NEWS FROM RICHMOND.

Decision of the United States Commis-
sioner in the Case of Downey, Charged

--with Violating the Registration Law
Mass Meeting of Colored and White
Citizens.
Richmond, Va., June 28. The following de

clsion la the case of Mr. Mark Downey, ac-

cused of committing perjury by registering in
violation of the dUfraucnlBlng clause of the
Alexandria Constitution, was Delivered to-da-y

by Mr. George Chahoon, United States Com-

missioner:
The Alexandria Constitution provides that no per-

son shall be allowed lo vote without first taking an
oath that he h is not given aid and comfort to tbe Re-
bellion since January l, 1H64, aud prescribes a menus
by which this disfranchisement may be removed. It
is not necessary for me to decide whether this dis-
franchisement has ever been legally removed or
not. I have only to determine whether It ever
legally existed. Upon this 1 think there can be
no doubt; for tbe Constitution adopted at Alexan-
dria Is now the recognized Constitution of Virginia,
and the persons disfranchised by tbat Constitution
were in fact prohibited lrom voting until the Legisla-
ture was called, and tbe disfranchisement removed.
Tbe Reconstruction law of Congress provides that no
one shall be registered as a voter without previously
taking an oath, a part ot which Is lu tbe following
language, to wit: "I bave not been disfranchised ior

in the Rebellion," etc Toe evidencefiarllclpatlon shows tbat Mr. Downey participated
in the Rebellion alter January, 18IH, and tbat
on tbe lBlh day of June. 1&M, he took the oath
under the act of Congress referred to above.
It is argued by tbe counsel tor Mr. Downey
tbat tho words "bave not been" convey
an entirely different meaning from what would be
expressed by tbe wordB "bave never been," and that
"huve not been" refers to the present, and not to the
past; and, consequently, in considering the clause in
the Alexandria Constitution we should not determine
whether Mr. Downey bad been disfranchised at some
past time, butconfiue ourselves solely to tne question
whether he Is now disfranchised uuder that Con-
stitution, On this point I am of the opinion tbat
be has not been dlslrancblsed, as the oath under the
Reconstruction act reters to time past. It Is further
argued that Mr Downey Is charged with knowingly
and wilfully taking a lulse oath, and tbat It I not
even preleuded that be committed a wilful wrong.
It Is clear that when swearing lo a fact it Is necessary,
to constitute terjury, that tbe person swearing
should know tbat what he swears to Is false at the
time he swears, or, at least, that he has cot good
ground tor believing at the time what he swears to.
Rut theie Is a distinction between ordinary tacts aud
legal tacts In this that every one Is presumed to
know tbe law, and caunot plead ignorance ss an
excuse, Tbe rule that ignorance of tbe law Is no
excuse operates harshly In many cases. Th9 law
may beot dlulcult Interpretation; Jurists muy differ

.as to its meaning. It is certainly very hard in such
cases to presume tbat a plain citizen should know
tbe law, when lu point of tact tbe wisest and most
learned In tbe profession do not know. But I am
Dot aware that even In cases of this kind the rule has
ever been relaxed. Whether It should be. relaxed In
the present case Is, It seems to me, not within my
province to determine. Acting as a commissioner, I
am only to Inquire wbetber there Is probable cauae
to believe tbat the accused Is guilty of the offense he
Is charged with, and It there be such probable cause
to believe that he is technically guilty of the offense,
It does not rest with me to say that he is morally
guiltless, and therelore should be discharged. lam
of opinion tbat, applying the rule tbat ignorance of
the law does not excuse, the accused has sworn that
to be true which the law says la not true, and that he
ought to be held for trial.

The Commissioner accepted Mr. Downey's personal
recognizance for bis appearance at the November
term of the United States Circuit Court.

Tbe mass meeting of white and colored citizens was
addressed this evening in the Capitol Square, by Colo-
nel Moss, of M Issourl. lit passed a long and eloquent
eulogy upon Virginia and her great statesmen,
claimed Jefferson as a radical, and said be did more
to bring about the present state of affairs than any
other man in America. Wade Hampten, Longstreet,
aud Jeff. Thompson were pronounced by the speaker
the only leading men In tbe South who took a wise
and sensible view ot tbe situation, regardless of

partisan folly, aud full ot a sincere desire
to renew their loyalty to tbe Union. He thought It
absurd for the Southern people to Inveigh against tbe

d lnter.opers from the North who come among
them. It was Just such men the South wanted at tbls
crisis to build up Its waste places and diffuse energy
and Intelligence among its people. In conclusion, be
wished the people of Virginia no worse a destiny than
tbat of reaching as high a piunacle of prosperity as
tbe population ot anv State In ibe Union. The Colo-
nel's remarks were well received and frequency ap
plauded. Tbe campaign on which he bas embarked
promises to be successful in its results in this State.

Registration In Louisiana.

Grant
Commanding Armies of tne United Slates, Washing-
ton, D. C General: Returns from 43 parishes out of
48 in this Stale show 87,141 registered voters, as far as
reported up to present date.

A private despatch received here y from New

Orleans says that Governor Wells' threats about the
Governorship are idle; that even If be should attempt
any proceedings in bis own behalf, he would be
promptly arrested by Sheridan.

RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

A Train on the Krle Road Wrecked Near
Blmtra The Engineer and Firemen
Killed, and Several Passengers Slightly
loJ ured.
Elmira.N. Y., June 28. A norrlble railway

smash-u- p took place at five o'clock this morn
ing on the line of tbe Krle Hallroad traok, about
ten miles east ol Klmlra. Two lives were lost,
a number ot persons slightly Injured by the
concussion or by scalding water, and a fearful
wreck made of the train. I was a passenger on
the train, and was startled about daylight by a
sudden reeling and Jolting of the cars, a confu-
sion among the passengers, and a cry that
people were being killed In the forward car.
1 hastily reached the platform and the ground,
while passengers of both sexes were leaping out
of the windows. The train had stopped. The
engine, tender, and foremost cars were smashed
and piled up in the most wonderful manner.
The engineer, Kldrldge, lay dead under the bagga-

ge-car, with his heart riven and exposed, his
bead. Jaw, and neck broken and cut, ana bis
whole body mangled frightfully. Near him lay
bis brother-in-la- w, the fireman, in the agonies
of death, bis body bardly less mutilated; In a
few minutes be also was dead. The baggage-mast- er

and mall agent were somewhat shaken
up, but not injured to any extent, and had
escaped most miraculously. None of the pas-
sengers were seriously Injured.

It was speedily fouud that the cause of the
accident was a broken rail and a rotten cross-tie- .

Two adjoining rails bad sunk at the coun-
ting; the engine had caught In the projecting
forward rail, had run off the track to tbe right,
climbed the embankment some twenty feet,
and then, bavlug by some means unfastened
Itself, along with the tender, was run Into by
the baggage and passenger oars.

'roe engine aim wuuer wero wmiiou uioau
round, smashed, turned backward nearly 'JU0

feet on one side; while tbe express oar was
Whirled round on the other side and run Into
by the car In Its rear, which forced It along
several hundred feet on the other track, and in
turn was dashed Into by the next oar. The
momentum of tbe train being thus lost, the
binder oars came to a standstill. In the mean-
time, tbe hot water from tbe boiler made its
escape, and was drifted through the cars, which
were flooded, doing little Injury, but forcing tbe

to escape through doors and winSasseogers they could. A more complete
wreck could not be Imagined.

Tbe corpses were laid out on tbe green sward
and covered with branches, a message was sent
to Klmlra, and, In tbe course of an hour or two,
a train came down and took all parties to this

Thh Registration of Voters.
Fobtbkss Monroe, June 27. The work of registra-

tion progresses very quietly but slowly In Norfolk,
Portsmouth, and in their immediate vicinities, there-sui- t

being, within the past few days, a continued gain
on the part ot the white registers, but tbe negroes
have still a considerable majority, which energetic en-
deavors of the citizens are seeking to overcome. In
Norfolk the Republican party are exceedingly active
In securing the registration of all the negro voters,
and In this they have succeeded so effectually as to
create a belief tbat the next election, with tbe help of
there agencies, will be carried by that party. The
Conservatives see tbe importance of the registration,
and though believing tbat the town Is secured beyond
a dotit, yet they manifest considerable uneasiness as
tbe time draws near for the polls to close and the
colored registers are far In advance of tbe wbltes.

In the Second and Fourth Wards In Norfolk the
negroes bave a maorlty of four hundred and fifty-seve- n,

but in Portsmouth tbe whites lead on the Hit
by three hundred and seventy seven. TheolUclal
report from Gelly's Station, on the Seaboard and
Roanoke Railroad, states that 820 whiles and 948
colored had registered up to yesterday morning, a
large increase over the wbltes. The registration
closes In one ol the wards in Portsmouth, aud also at
Getly Station.

Naval Disaster.
Tbe schooner Mary E. Banks, which sailed from

Norfolk on the 20tb Inst,, with a cargo of seven thou-Bun- d

busbels of corn on board, encountered heavy
weather at sea. and was compelled to put back lo
Norfolk, with the loss or sails, etc.

Heavy Burglary in Norfolk.
A daring and successful burglary was committedlastnlgnt at the Mdlelian House in Norfolk, by

which tbe proprietor becomes the loser ot an Iron
safe, containing money and papers to the amount of
live thousand dollars. The roubery was committed
after midnight, and when all tbe Inmates of the house
bad retired. A tew of the servants were engaged In
packing vegetables even while the robberv was going
on, but so skilfully was It planned tbat they had not
the slightest Intimation ot tne nefarious work. Tbe
stolen sate was situated in a sitting room on tbe
ground floor, in the rear of the bar-roo- and weighed
over a thousand pounds.

Tbe burglars then forcibly removed some Iron bars
which protected a rear window, and breaking
through another door reached tbe safe, which, by
means of bags of straw, they rolled over and over,
crossing two yards, and finally reached the street.
They then procured a cart, which was In readiness,
and Btartlng for the river, resblpped the safe lu a boat,
and started for points unknown. The detectives are
on the alert, but tberobbery, which was well planned,
has taken tbe city authorities by surprise, and excited
some alurm. from the suspicion that some expe-
rienced cracksmen are at work tu the city.
Movements of Generals A New NationalCemetery Proposed.

Major-Oeoer- J. M. Schofleld has lately completed
an Inspecting tour which he bas been for some time
making among the different cemeteries In Virginia,
Adjutant-Genera- l Thomas, recently on a visit to this
State, was also engaged in a similar duly, and on
bis return to WaaiilDgtdn, with tbe eonourreuoe of
General Schofleld, suggested that ail tbe suill ceme-
teries on tbe Peninsula and in the vicinity of Nor-
folk should be broken up, and the bodie of the
soldiers who tell on the Peuinsula and on the South
Side be relnlerred tn a grand national cemetery
which It is proposed to establish between Fortress
Monroe and Hampton.

A large cemetery, containing the bodies ot over five
thousand soldiers, beautifully adorned with trees and
grass-plat- and well laid gravel walks, was com-
pleted In this locality about a year ago, and Is now
selected as tbe nucleus of this grand cemetery
which tbe Government designs to erect in honor of
those who fell In her defense. The Burial Corps,
which were about establishing a cemetery at Ports-
mouth, have been withdrawn from there in conse-
quence of this commendable design, and are now en-
camped at Camp Hamilton, awaiting Instructions
lrom Washington to commence the removal and re-
interment of the bodies.

The location of this Cemetery Is an admirable one,
being within two miles ot the Fort, and easily accessi-
ble. It stands In the rear of tbe Chesapeake Hospital,
which, during tbe war, contributed materially to
occupy its numerous graves by tbe death of many a
wounded and diseased hero. The completion of ibe
Cemetery will be marked by tne erection ot a large
mi nument. which is nearly finished, and the friends
of tbe soldiers who will be burled beneatb its sod will
find some consolation In knowing that they have been
taken care or and properly interred by those haviug
the work in charge.

Hearing In a Homicide Case.
Reuben Clark, the proprietor of a small store

situated at Mill Creek Bridge, about a mile from tne
Point, was arrested about two months since, on the
charge ol killing one ot the soldiers by beating blm
on the head with a club. He had a bearing before tbe
