Fr:\':: anecdote relnted by Mr. Cobden will
illustrate what 1 mean. A Frenchman once
saw in London, not far from Morley’s Hotel, a
shoemaker busy st his last, Twenty years
later he returned again to London, and at the
pame corner of the street, in the same eatab-
lishment, there sat the identical ¢nbbler still
at his last, “Aon lli!'ll," sald the Vrenoh
entleman, “how can wa over think to com-

te with these Englisli | They necer change,”’

My friend Preaton and I spent two weals at
that most delightful of Lotels, Morley's, frout-
ing on Trafalgar Sguare, and enjoyed every-
thing, excepting, perhaps, the English guids,
wall dressed in swallow-tall cont, white gloves,
and irreproschable necktie, spotless as that
of James the VFirst, of Presidential me-
mory. Preston insisted that he shouald be
introduced to the “Amaerican Consul,” as he
called the owner of the gpotless necktle, and
reluctantly yielded only when he heard the
ancient gnide accost me, before supper, say-
ing. “Please, Bir! and would you like to see
the habits of the‘fuopla at seven shillings a
day."! We regpectinlly declined.

At twelve the next day, breakfasted with
George Washington Wilkes, the American
editor, go called, of the London Star, 8 morn-
ing and evening paper, which was then, as
now, the organ of the Cobden-Bright-Liberal
party. Wilkes, for I must pause to honor, if
imperfectly, the memory of one of the hright-
est minds, and one of the gentlest spirits liv-
ing, with mind and heart and soul in perfect
sovord with the unwritten laws of humanity—
Willkes was, perhaps, the most youthful of the
brave band of Liberals (among whom to-day
we find Mill, and Vincent, and Hoghes) who
spoke for America in England in the dark days
succeeding the Trent affair, He died in the
summer sucoeeding my visit, in the midst of a
brilliant speech upon the American question,
and his last words were ‘‘the American Re-
public.” In answer to Richard Cobden’s
message, that he ought to seek rest and relaxa-
tion, he said to me, “Tell him I had rather
wear out than rust out.’”

Of the many bright mornings that I passed
with Wilkes, as he traced for me the history
of Lnglish liberty, as we sat where Shake-
spaare read the Tempest to Queen Elizabeth,
or wandered in front of St. James’ down the
same path where Charles II trifled with
the wealth of an empire —of these days
and starry nights nothing is left bat their
memories; for they were bright and beautifal
exceedingly, and I can only sigh as [ say:—

"0, vhe tender grace of a day that is dead,
Can never come back agaln."

‘We sat at breakfast, looking through the
low window at the surging crowd below, when
the servant brought in the morning lstters,
three in npumber, and placed them on the
fable: one from over the water, another from
Rochdale, and still another, in a plain com-
mercial hand.

Their communication was constant, and I
think there was goarcely a day in the week
when they had not some tidings of each other,
If John Bright had more of the fire and verve
of the Cromwellian period, Mr. Cobden did
not fail to move and mould the world around
him by his sincerity, his force of charnoter, as
well as by his winning and womanly delicacy
of soul. Richard Cobden, too, was re-
markuble for the keeuness of his per-
ceptions and tenacity of purpose, Once grap-
P‘mgh falrly with a question, he never let go
tll he had vanquished his adversary and
saved his opuse., Richard Cobden was an ex-
emplification of the truthful saying attributed
to Coleridge, that he never kuew a ‘‘truly
feu man that had not more or less of the

At five o'clock, after sunset, of what, for
English skies, one mht safely call a Lright
day, the train whistled off and out of Water
Station, in the heart of London. We i
whore the flolds Hdressed in lving
green.”

The great Commoner cams out to mest the
“fly" and welcomed me most cordially to
Durford, for though his country home was
usually designated Midhorst, Durford was the
name of the place sinee the day of his birth,
and it was only after the Anti-Corn Law
League grex in power dnd pepularity; after
the Corn Laws werae re;w;\hsr and after na-
tional gratitude had assumed the shape of a

ift of 8360,000, that Mr. Cobden was able to

ny the old homestaad which had bean sold
from his fathor, Here he was born; here he
died; and here his widow and danghters yet
mourn the loss of the manliest spirit that ever
tenanted human form.

After acoompanying me in person to the
guest-chamber, we came down together to
supper, and enjoyed a substantial meal, not
forgetting a glass of rare old Madeira., Of the
household 1 saw only Mrs, Cobden, a noble
woman, with what Tennyson might designate
“guiet eyes still faithful to the truth;'' for she
had been her husband’s companion in the
bitterest strife attending the Anti-Corn Law
agitation, before Sir Robert Peel became oon-
vinced, agsinst the remonstrances of the
Ianded and agricultural interests, of the jus-
tice of the peopla’s canse and of the wisdom
of the Commoner’s course.

Richard Cobden may be 8aid to have begun
hig public life in 1841, in the first year of
Sir Robert Peal's second administration.

In 1837 Mr. Cobden had visited France, Bel-
gium, and Switzerland. In 1838 he went
through Germany, and came home a Free
Trader.

In 1839 Mr. Cobden first established the
rowur[nl Anti-Corn-Law League, after Mr. Vil-
iers’ motion to repeal the bread tax was de-
feated in the House of Commons.

It was evident that the struggles through
which he had gone had made Mr. Cobden, in
appearance ouly, an old man before three score
and ten. He was born in 15804, in Sunssex
county, near Midhiurst. His hair was silvered
with grey, but there was that sympathy in
him—the [talisns name it sympatico—added to
the glow of a conscious and cultured intellect,
which made him seem much younger than he
really was. He was seated by a pleasant wood
fire, and began at once to talk of American
affairs; for the two subjects which gesmed
nearest his heart were:—First. The ultimate
triumph of the Union against the combined
powers of the Rebellion, the Devil, and Jeffer-
son Davis; and the snccesa of the ['nion arms
he never permitted himself to doubt, in-
side or ountside of Parliament. Second.
Hig hope, cherished till he died, that Lord
Palmerston could be permanently driven from
quur, for he confessed to extreme contempt
or the jaunty ways and cynical optimism of the
Premier.

In our conversation, Mr. Cobden expressed
his opinion that Mr. Seward was a “light
weight;"" thought he had a fatal fluency with
his pen; wrote too much and thought too little.
He was Englishman enough to regret that Mr.
Beward had taken ground that England had no
right whatever to send arms to the Rebals, Mr.
Cobden contending that the contrary of this
was the law of nations, and thought the right
of individuals to farnish arms to aid rebellion
even could be traced to the days of Thomas
Jefferson.

He told me an amusging anexdote of Mason,
of Virﬁinia, who was a United States Senator
when Mr. Cobden first visited America. The
English Commoner was the centre of attrac-
tion, partly because he was well known to en-
tertasin Free-Trade notions, chiefly, perhaps,
because he, Mr, Cobden, was then a notable
man.

Much to his surprise, Mr. Mason asked Mr.
Cobden to take a glass of whisky from some
point in the immediste neighborhood of his
place in the Senate (N. B. this lignor is now
called, by the Hon. Garrett Davis, the vernacu-
lar drink of Kentucky.)

After extending, as above mentioned, the
conrtegies of the Senate, Mr. Mason obzerved
Senator Beward walking across the Senate
Chamber, when, with trus Virginia hauteur,
he drew himself up, and said, looking towards
Bﬁwnrd, “Mr, Cobden, proiligate demagogue,
that ! IV

Mr. Cobden naver told that story without a
merry twinkle in his eve,

I had fust finished the life of Cavour, who
was personally known to Mr. C. He ecom-
pared him to Stephen A. Douglas; and

thought Cavour was his equal in andacity and
power, but a statesman not great in moral
purpoge. He talked much of Mr. Saward,
and ranked him with Lord Palmerston, whom
ke cordially hated ; but gave Mr. Seward the
credit of being one of the most adroit and sue-
cessful politicians in the world, but denied
him the rank of a first-class statesman,

Mr. Cobden said that he was not sure Wen-
dell Phillips was not the foremost thinker in
America, and he was very clear that Phillips
was the best man in Amerioa to send to Eng-
land to give the English an idea of the length
and breadth of our struggle for self-govern-
ment. He said, the clear ringing sentences
of the Boston orator were pleasing to the Eng-
lish ear; aud that his terse, epigrammatio style
would make friends for Amerion wherever he
went,

On the evening of my arrival he had just
writteén his last letter to Delane, of the London
Times, The “Thunderer' had always, prior
to this tiwe, hid bebind its *‘impersonality ar-
gument,”” that no one man was responsible for
apything zaid in the columns of the London
T'imes. Walter, who, Mr. Cobden said, wanted
to be 4 Peer, and hence his toadyism to the
aristocracy, and Delane, the cohief writer for
the Zimes, had made bitter and continued per-
sonal attacks on Mr. Cobden, ever ginoce he
negotiated, at the request of his own Govern-
ment, the celebrated Frenmoh treaty at Paris,
But of this m-van&or war between the 7imes
and Colden came this good result, which was
a substantial victor, I%r the latter, that the
editor of the ““Thunderer” henceforth avowed

Ho¢ did not koow
whether any Republic was strong enough,
g::mfullr. to elect a President at the ballot-
during & oivil war.  He geomed to have a
Iurking for MoeClellan, bat said it
Wwas on acvount of his reticence under stiscks
from the newspaper press geperally. He
paused & mowent at my expression, thnt the
“‘abuse of greatness is when remorse digjoins
from power.” He thought the line expressed
a great truth, aod said “Jeff, Davis will never
die of remorse.”  Osborne, of the !inois
Central Railroad, had written to him, naming
a great pumber of the prominent leaders of
the Rebellion who had dfed g0 soon after the
war commnenced.

Alexander I1. Stephens, he thonght, wonld
outlive most of the others, because his heart
was not at first with the Rebellion—if, indeed,
he sald, it ever was. He gave me to
understand  that a Jurge investment had
been made by him In the Btate of Illinois, and
he onee cherished the idea of coming to Ame-
riea to live. He soon abandoned this idea
believing the true work of his life was in
England. He seemed more solicitous abont
the condition of the English try, and
more ready 1o converse on this subject, than
upon any other, His fine eyes filled with tears
as he explained to me the fearful ignorance
and destitution among so many thousands
who econld never hope to turn a furrow of land
which they might call their own. It was here
the character of the man shone clear as day.
He said there was no class in Eogland like the
tenants in Ameriea, who, if they did not at
first own their land, with thrift and reasonable
economy conld soon become owners in fee of
ad many broad acres as thu{ vould enltivate.
He talked on this subject till long after mid-
night, deploring the fact that the English
pensanlry were divoreed from the soil on
which they lived, He pamed his neighbor
Lord Lineolnfield's park, with twelve miles of
stone fence protecting it; its owner too rich to
spend the half of his income, and rich enough
to buy all the land within a day’s ride of him,

The guestion of slevating this disfranchised
class, he said, was the one nearest his heart,
And 1 did not wonder, as he explained to me
that the English landlords were assessed now
for their landed estate just as they were as-
sessed in the days of William the Conqueror.
Ag he explained the long system of outrages
practised by the oppressor at the expense of
the oppressed, 1 did not wonder that he looked
with eager gaze and lkmging eyea for *‘good
news from the States.” I mno longer felt any
wonder that the name of Richard Cobden had
become almost & honsehold word beside thou-
gands of American firesides. 1 knew, too, how
he had grown to fesl alove for the peasant
olasg, for whom he had labored so long, and
who, for sixty vears, had not advanced one
step towards light or knowledge,or the posses-
sion of a just share of political power—a love,
in the words of a deep-thinking and much-
abused poet, as

“Tender as Lears, as fair as Mith, as pure
As bearts made sad and sure
Al once by many sorrows and one love,”

The clock struck one, when 1 suggested
that, however delightful such a conversation
g & i e, Toahiog said 1oy nd
ong a sitting. He, laughingly, no,
mxgindad megthat when Parlimant was in
session it was always among the ‘“‘wee sma’
hours" when they were permitted to go to
bed. He urged me to spend the remainder of
the week at Durford, but I declined, becanse I
had soon to sail westward. As he accompanied
me to my room, I recall even the tone of voive
in whioh he said, *I suppose, then, we must
‘welcome the coming, speed the parting
guest,”

Bpeaking of Louis Nn;::)!eon, he said, when
he was leit to himeelf, he could on occasions
write “monumental French.'”” While not im-
pressed with his conversational - powers, he
thought he knew how to govern. The last
and only political prediction I heard him make
was, that unless the aristocracy of England
consented to some modification of the laws
regulating the tenure of lands—and while he
might not live to see it, I wonld—I would see
a revolution which would forever settls all
disputes between English landlords and
tenants in such a way that popular agitation
would not again be invoked, for the power of
the present governing class in England would
be overthrown. Only a few months after this
conversation, the conduct of the English Gov-
ernment (for it is charged and believed that
the Ministry were responsible for it), towards
Garibaldi, gave color to the supposition
that the aristocraoy feared the peopls then as
they do now.

The ltalian patriot was welcomed with spon-
taneous enthusiasm, All Englank took holi-
day, when, suddenly, the popular furore at its
height, Garibaldi was quietly invited to leave
England. The published reason given was
that his health would not permit further ova-
tions. Inthe morning, before I left Dunford,
we had a conversation which 1 may yet give
the world, but not here,

He was. answering his letters as early ae
geven o'clock in the morning.

As his five daughters, one by ons, came to
the breakfast room, each one saluted him with
a kiss,

cause ocoalition with such & Ministry might
have been regarded a defeotion from the
people’s oause, 2
But a confiding aud grateful people ha
hesped wealth npon him, and hoped for him
many yvears of nsefuloess and honor.
Buthe is dead. Shrined in the sffection of
the world, he yet lives in the hearts of that
generation chﬂ-ﬂy benefited by his groat and
self-saorificing E;buo sarvice; and pogtﬁit{
will lovingly take up the name of Richar
Coben, and bulld to his memory A monument
ore imperishable than marbie, for hils li;hu-
plicity, his integrity, his nobility of soul, have
made him immortal. -
