The world elsewhore may be spught in vain
for & despotism so0 relentless snd pitiless as is
Mormonizm. Kings and emperors rale mil-
ling or unwilling subjects, but there is no
people in utter, abject servility to thelr mon-
arch. There are churches wherein infallibility
i sccorded to the head, or limited powor of
an absolite character donceded, bul in nona
gonld auy spiritual potentate rise up, aa did
Brigham Young on Sunday last, before 2500
ple, and presoribe their worldly aoctions,
their ordinary daily dealings, with the penalty
of eternal damuation proolaimed for disobedi-
enve. At lirst glance the arrogant sxercise of
er by the Mormon leaders, and tha
willing submission of their followeérs, be-
wilder the observer, but when  the
whole theory of this stupendous frand
i unravelled, the charpoter of its sub-
jeots studied, the thousand channels through
which absolute power reaches out and ramifles
imto almost every honsehold, it ceases to be
incomprehensible. A very large majority of
the Mormon people are the resouod serfs of
the Old World—not 80 perhaps in name in
most cases, but go in fact. They are ignorant,
saperstitions, fanatical, and ready victims for
a new dootrine that promiszes to bring them
into immediate communion with God. When
once brought to the home of the Ssints, often
by the generous aid of the Emigration 8o-
eiety, their temporal condition is readily bet-
tered, their social status is elevated to recog-
mition by even the inspired teachers, and they
never learn anght élse but submission to the
dogmas of the Church and the mandates of its
apostles. They, as & rule, remain aliens to the
Government, and no claim uvpon the citizen is
tolerated that in any degree antagonizes the
elaims or doctrines of the Church. 3 =
I regard Brigham Young as a greatly under-
estimated muf by most graons in the East,
They all judge ilm mainly by his ribald and
often blasphemous haraugues from the pulpit-—
do not appraciate him as a great adwinistrator
and a l:ﬁer of surpassing attainments. I[first
saw him in his own business room. Ie was
mearly or perhaps quite alone when | entered,
but almost instantly several side-doors opened,
and balf-a-dozen lrothers, soms, secretaries,
ete,, were geated around the little offics. I
learn that he never seez any person alone,
nnlegs he knows perfectly the character of the
visitor, and when strangers call en him his
Bemm is gnarded from possible assassination
y the apparently casual but evidently sys-
tematic appearance of his immediate friends.

He greets the visitor with serene dig-
nity but faultless courtesy, and ocon-
verses freely guite intslligently on

all agreeable topice. He was evidently in
no mood for a talk about the inside workings
of Mormonism, and an inguiry as to the num-
ber of his wives and chifldren, and their health,
wounld doubtless have terminated the inter-
view most abruptly. He is a well-preserved
man of sixty-six years, of medium height,
rather corpulent, with an abundant growth of
li%ht, aunburn hair, and a heavy crop of sandy
whiskers, excepting on his upper and lower
lips, His eyes are a very light, dull blue, and
wanting in expression, hit nose sharp and pro-
minent, his lips thick and firmly set, and the
whole give him the aﬁwnnuwe of a man of
obstinate will and cold, caloulating purpose.
His Lead s of nousual shape. The face is
quite broad just across the centra, and Smlm
ally narrows to the top of the forehead and
point of the chin, while his neck is of uncom-
mon thickness, and describes a semi-oval line
from the base of the head to the top, tapering
ﬁr:dual!y to the crown, giving it a sugar-loaf

ish, He is evidently u man of the keenest
perception, of great self-reliance and will, of
the subtlest cunning, and possesses a physical
organization capable of the highest messure of
endurance, In his manners and movements
he iz quite graceful, indicating oconsiderabla
culture, but really the fruits of his varied
experience and intercourse with all olasses of
men, No man could acquire any needed
ﬁnallty more readily than Brigham Young.

e i eminent as a mimio, and often resorts to
mimicking as hismost powerful weapon in harl-
ing his anathemas against the Gentiles or
apostates in his sermons., In short, 1 would
put him down, after meeting him in his office
and leaving him in the punlpit, as a most
scienced impostor, singularly abls, versatils,

Ido mot pretend to kuow the number of
wives and children Brigham Yonng can boast.
1 believe that no two writers have estimated
them alike, and I have found no Mormon, in
the scores with whom I have conversed on the
subjeet, who professed to know. It is ocon-
ceded, ‘wwem, that he has some fifteen or
twenty who are members of his household,
and probably & score of others who ave simply
sealed to him as gpiritnal wives, o as o share
his high erown in the future world.

Polygamy was not a part of the Mormon
oreed, as promulgated by Smith. - Oa the con-
trary, he expressly desounced it, and his
widow and sons have discarded the Halt Lake
Mormons beoanse of the adulterous practices
committed in the pame of the Church. Rdf
ham Young is the fotnder of the pelygamio
feature of the faith of the Latter Day Saints.
While I doubt mot that lnst had much to do
with ita adoption, yet, as a menns of attaining
despotio power, It bas served an important
purpose. Mr. Young has fonr brothers, all
adhering to the Charch in this city, and all
with a plorality of wives. Ilis sons imitate
his example with filial fldelity; and his daugh-
ters are married only into harems of the more
intelligont and influential members of the
Churoh. By this aystem he fs directly related
to every family of importance in Zion, and his
power is perpetuated. By thus bim‘iug the
more intelligent to his cause by marriage ties,
he ig enabled to command the pomplete sub-
mission of the unlearned, by declaring poly-
garoy to b the duty of the faithful, and l)lroa
mising the heart-broken wives that their
orogses nre but oreating for them lighter
arowns above,
I'had much anxisty to see po!y;amy in the
hougeliold, bot have failed, Not only are
gtrangers praciically denied asquaintance with
plural wives, but the subject is nover a wel.
come one in conversation. I have talked with
many Mormons who are polygamists, and in
every instance when 1 asked respecting their
wives, they respounded as if I had introduced
to them eome painful and delicate seandal
about their families. I found one who claimed,
and I learn justly, to have two wives in one
house, aud all happy, but only one. In most
instances each wife must have a separate house
to hide herself from mutual hamiliation and
shame. To all who introduced the suhbject to
me, I asked the question, “Did yonr
first wife cheerfully consent to your mar-
ringe toanother?' and in mot a single
instance could an affirmative answer be given.
Mormon or Gentile, with ons accord they re-
volt against it. They must cease to be women,
and descend into the goale of brutes, or even
lower still, before the wives of Salt Lake can
voluntarily consent to such appalling degrada-
tion. One-third of the entire adult male
population of Utah is now practising polygamy,
and in Halt Lake City the ?roporuon is larger.
It hangs like a terrible g:m.l upon the mothers,
wives, and danghters of the Saints. Not only
those who have been enfolded in its slimy em-
brace mourn from day to day their hard lot,
but those who have thus far escaped its pol-
lation know not how soon the spoiler may
enter their fircsides, and harrowing anxiety
dims the lustre of their eyes and traces its
shadows upon their faces.
Not only is licentionsness ever pleading the
cause of polygamy, but the church demands
it of all men who can afford more than one
wife, and women are taught to consent to it
on pain of eternanl damnation. 1 heard four
Mormon sermons on Sunday—iwo by fools
and two by knaves. The one, for instance,
who declared that he bad seen Joseph Smith
erfectly personated in Brigham Yonng, when
l:a thrust Rigden out and assumed the Presi-
dency himself, even to a broken front tooth,
was gimply a lupnatic. In the course of lis
germon he gave the particnlars of This conver-
sion. He prayed to the Lord that if He would
appear in person to him he would believe, and
the Lord appeared to him, and he thenceforth
beonme a saint., He was followed by one of
the shrewdest of the elders, who argued with
some plansibility that the original Church of
Christ huod strayed and broken into descend-
ent branches, and that it had been founded
again by Smith and Young, and was
geparate from the world and united in
its great work, In the afternoon we
had an incoheremt and senseless ha-
rangue from a cockney, but Brigham Young
pulled him down by the coat-tail in a short
time, and took the pulpit himself. His speech
would read away in the Enst like the foolish
ebullition of a conceited blackguard, but never
were remarks more timely or better adapted
to the people he addressed. He argued for
twenty minutes that not one person in forty
knew how to take care of himself in either
temporal or spiritual matters; that all must
have leaders experienced in temporal and in-
spired in religions affairs; that they must live
gubmigsively to those who are competent to
lead them, or be cut off with the wiocked. He
complained of the selfishness of some of the
gaints. Baild "he:—*People I brought here
from serfdom, who couldn't own a chicken
before they came, and who were glad to take
a spade from me to get a crust of bread,
now have lands, and houses, and cattle,
and greenbacks, and carringes; and they
want to dictate to me; they want to sap
the foundations of Zion; but I will not
be dictated to. I am called of the
Lord, and it is mine to teach and yours to
obey. | say what I please; I put up this pul-
pit with the crimeon covering, and paid for it
mytelf, expressly to go into ?L and say what I
please. 1 wlil take it away if I like, and stand
on a table or chair, for the Lord's will can be
declared in one way as well as another,” And
thus heé rambled, but always with evident
mathod. After pleading with unity, he told the
young ladies of the Chureh that they had no
capacity for [taking ocare of themselves and
their homor, and that the Church, with its
cercmonies and covenants, was their only
sufely. He closed by demanding that (fentiles
and spostates be shunned in all dealings, even
although it costs more 10 purchase from a
Saint, *‘You may answer,’ said he, “‘that it
i none of my d—d business.

There are palpable signs of dissolution in
the Mormon Church. The Josephites (the
followers of Smith) pronounce polyinn,r a
sin, and they olaim to be the trus Mormon
Chureh, and entitled to the Chureh property.
When Brigham was South thiz spring he h
to cut off several hundred memberg for
heresy because they adhered to Smith, and
over 100 wagons of emigrants are now in the
mountains on their way East to escape his
fearful ven oe. The Merrisites are another
olass of dissenters, and have no fellowship
with the Salt Lake Church. They denounce
polygamy, and are constantly receiving acqui-
sitions to their numbers. They have a strong
seftlement in Utal, at Boda Springs, under
the very shadow of the Prophet. Every ser-
mon [ heard from the Mormons betrayed ner-
vous fears as to division: some appealed,
some unfolded the daty of auhmlasrun, aud
Brigham thundered his flerce Anathemas
against the faithless, Gentile dealings and
associations are forbidden, because Mormon-
ism cannot bear contact with virtue and truth;
nor can its crowning orime of polygamy bear
ﬁ?ﬁ“"‘ uvfen with vies, Virtue and viee are

e its foes, und equally fatal to its -
tuity., Thus is the Mormonism of fﬂﬁ
beset by schisms, perilled by growing inter-
course with Gentiles, and soon the Paeifio
Railroad will pour thonsands of population
into all the fruitful valleys of the West, and
in but a few years the distinotiveness of this
people must fade away. While the GGovern-
ment has been shamefully remiss in tolérating
the lLabitual insolent defiance of one of its
soundest laws, it seems that natural causes
are fast converging to the overthrow of this
fonlest blot upon the American name. One
Gentile 1amily in & community of polygamists
is better than a thousand sermons against this
colosgal crime. One happy, cheerful wife,
confident of the undivided affsction of her hus-
baxnd, is like an angel of light in the region of
despair, and even the deepest-seated supersti-
tion graduoally yields as they see the Gentile
wife worship with her husband and household
gods, read from their common Bible, plead the
atonement of the same Baviour, and su
plicate the same God. Seoret discontent,
Eonitive diseatisfaction, or open rebellion,

ave their place around every fireside, and
each year develops in bolder tones and
more deflant actions the restless cancer that
is preying upon the vitals of this monstrous
vice. It must soon die. Its own enormity
must give it the grave of a suicide, if no other

t causes were to its destrnotion,

utit is a blistering shame that, in this noon-
tide of the nineteenth century, just laws for-
bidding this wholesale prostitution, practised
in appalling mockery and blasphemy of all
that is pure and holy, stand as dead letters
upon our national statute-books. With the
strong arm of the Government firmly main-
taining virtue, order, and law—ever ocareful
to encroach upon no rights of consclence or
freedom of worship—this wrong would soon
hide itself from the scorn of society, instead of
its present boasted social supremacy,and linger
out its full existence in shame. As an institu-
