TWO GREAT FIRES IN NEW YORA.

Leas Over One Million Dollars—Destrucs
tion of a Distillory and Bomded Ware-
heuss and Other Builldings—Loss Over
8500,000,

About 8§ o'clock last evenlng & fire broke ont
in the portheast corner of the large building in
Past Twentyaixth street, between First and
Becond avenucs, numbering from 322 to 330,
ipcluslve. Noe. 322 and 324 were used as &
Sovernment bonded wareliouse for the storage
of whisky by A. A. Cunningbam. Nos, 326, 128
and 830 were used by J. Boehm us & distillery
for aloohol and whisky, These five numbers
copatituted one butlding, three storles in height,
and o an incredibly short space of time the
fiames had run through the entire building, and
burst from the doors and windows wilh a

volume and fury perfectly appalling, the barrels
and tanks of whisky sud alcohol explodiog as
shiort intervals, and causing considerable alurm
axopg the Gremwoy and others, In ashort me
the bulldings m the rear, ironting on Tweniy-
fisth street, and those adjoining, occupied by a
number of lamilles, had caught.

Wiihin an hour a portion of the front wall had
fallen, mod vhis was followed In a short time by
the sue walls, ihe fames, if possible, inoreasing
in density and volume, fed by the gquantities o
gpirite In the cellars, Two iremen were blown
from o ladder n_Iront of the bullding by the
foree of one of the explosions, und somewhat
Injured. Toey were cared for by their com-
rades, Later in the evening, at intervals, the
gwn generated by the barning spirits, which

ud run into the sewers, exploded with a loud
report, forcing the covers of the sewers up-
wards, and causing a general stumpede for a
momént by those who did not understand the
cause. By midnight the flames were entirely
sibdued, but not until the distillery and ware-
house, & _two-ilory wooden buldi No. 3.0,
and apoiher In the roar of the warenouse, had
been cntirely destroyed, nnd o number of others
niore or less injured by fire and water,

The following is & list of the lorses and in-
sursnces o far a4 could be ascertalned:—The
Joss on whisky m Nos. 322 snd 324 is about
$100,000, there having been nbout 1200 barrels
slorcd there, Mr, Boebhm estimates hie loss on
muchinery and stock at $300,000, on which he
has an Insurance of $80,000 fu city companles,
whose names he could not st the time remember.,
The building belongs to tne Rutherford estate,
eod wos valued st sbout $60,000: insured for
$30,000 in city compunies, No. 332 is a four-
story building, occupled on the tirst floor and
buasement by Joeeph E. Christian, wine and
lnger beer saloon, The other floors were ocen-
pred by a number of r fomilies, who lost the
greater portion of their furniture. The rear
and upper 'm'lH: were badly damaged, Loss
abont $3000, e beer saloon was samewhat
damazed by water, Los

Mo, 334 was owned and occupied on the first
floor &5 & erocery and dwelling by O. Maginais,
Loss by fire sud water aboat $1000; losured 1or
$24001n the Equitable Company. The second
floor was occupied by Jumes Masterson, and the
third floor by oue otner lamtly, They removed
the most of their furniture.

No. 320 was & wooden buildine, two stories
in helent, occupied ss & slanghter-house by
James Appleby. It was erushed by the falling
of the side wall of the warchouse. Loss about
$300. Insured.

Nos, 816 and 818 is a thieestory wooden
bolldiug, occupred by John Srevenson, car and
stage manulacturer, for the storage of lomber,
Loss by fire and water asbont $500. Insured,

The followim‘. are the losses on Twenty-fifth
sircet—No, 161 18 u four-siory brick buildiog,
owned by Bartholomew QGaliney, an officer of
the Bighteenth Precmer. The rear windows,
doors, and cornice were somewhat damaged.
Logs about $200, o tbe rear, and adjoining the
warehouse, was a two.story frame bullding, slso
ewned by Mr. Gaffoey, aud occoupied by his
gigter-in-law, Mrs, Cacharive Gaffney, and
Oharles Corrigan as adwellineg. They succeeded
in eaving very hittle of tbeir furoitore., The
building was demolished by the falling wall,
Loss about $1000. Insured in the North Ilver

A number of the adjoming bulldings received
slialit damaee by Ore and wa er, eeveral bemng
set on lire by the showers of sparks from the
buruing buildings, bot in each case the flames
were exUnpgulshed with trifhng damwage, The
origin of the fire Is unknown, but will be inves-
tigated by Fire Mucanal Baker, 1t being regarded
us réther suspicleus,

Great Fire in Jersey Olty—Lons §600,000.

Yesterday morning, at 625 o'clock, lntelll-
gence waé received at Engine House No. 8,
Jersey Oity, that the planing-mill of Dodge &
Co., on the corner o! Greene and Bay streects,
was on fire. The engine, a hand apparstous, was
taken to the scene of (he conflagration and put
in operation. Meanwhile no slarm had been
rung, aad it was not unlil w (ew minutes before
6 o'clock that the gepersl alurm was sounded,
Out of the whole fire departinent of Jersey City,

three sieamers and two hand engines, with a
eouple of hydrant hose lines, were alope called

upon to combat a fire which, in forty minutes

alter water was firat thrown on it, threatened
the whole river front, from Bay street to Com.

munipaw. A brisk wind sided the flames
80 well, and so insufficlent was the force
aA first brought against it, that al & quarter be-

In their efforts to arrest the proeress of the
fire Jobn McMann and F. W, Van Buren, ot
Engine Company No, §, were burned in their
escape from an slay-way, In which they were
surrounded by flames. Bome trouble was
caused by the frequent burstivg of the hose,
all, except the Amoskeng combination hose,
provh:getoo weak 10.bear the heavy pressure of
the water.

Duriog the proeress of the fire the oorners of
the etreets near by were the scenes of brawhng
and fightivg, which at one time bade fair to be-
come a riot. One muscunlar fellow, in a half in-
toxicated eondition, struck wildly about bim in
dangerons style, and kicked viciously at the
friends who endeavored to lend him off, A
lnrge crowd collected, among whom were sevaral
policemen, who contented themselves witn
shoutivg al him vniil be was taken away by his
compunions, A generul row also ocourred at a
basement grocery and saloon, & block west of
the tire, to which foor policemen listened until
o Inll offered an ortunity for a decent re-
treat . —ANew York Tribune,

WassineToN, July 17.—0Oertaln information
bus leaked out bere whioh, iftrue, gives s new
and startiing explanation of the sudden and
widespread movement toavenge Lhe death of
Maximilian, A statement was made to-duy, by
& person who has been initlated iuto the inner
cirelo of the present so-called fllibostering en-
terprise, that the real object of tnis organizs-
tlon ik to Inaugurate another attempt to galn
the independenco of the Southern Siates,

It is sald that the enreliing of voluntecrs,
which for a Lime was g sponianecus movement
in different parts of the country, with the real
intention of nlnﬁgnw Mexico nndjolnlnf with
sowme one of the factions opposed Lo the Juarez
Government, partly (o avenge the déath of
Maximilian, and partly to advance thelr own
individual interesis, I8 now rapidly assuming
the form ornwoll-re?ul-md organizition, ander
the mansgement of cunning politiclans and
experlenced soldiers. Men are to oe initiated
aud enrolled, suvject to the arbitrary direction
of muuarr diuip Ine, and ure Lo preserve sirics
secrecy with regard to Lhe movements of the
organization, a8 well as to those who are mome
bers of it

Arms, ammunition, ani othier snpplies are Lo
be asceumulated at designated polows. and
everything s 1o be in readiness to take advan-
wage of the opportune moment, Of the time
when operations are to be commeunced thore 1s
nothing definite declded upon. Two particular
copntingencies bave been mentioned, either of
which arising would be taken u-nu‘ng oppors
tunity to strike the first blow. One I8 the Im-
peachment of the President and bhis resistance
1o removal fiom office. In such a oonl.tnxenor
the leaders of the “Muaximilinn Avengers' will,
it in sald, concentraie thelr forees, which, It s
expecied, will in s few months number a hun-
dred thousand, and bring them to the support
of the Presidentinl party.

The other event which It is thonght would
afford a convenlent opening 1s to lnvade Mexloo
with a fililbustering toree, and thus preclpilate
s war beltween Lhe Unlted States and that coun-
try, in which case the organization of “Aven-

ers'’ will at ouoe tnke sides with the Mexloan
sovernment agalpst the United States. It Is
also siated that the organization I8 recelying
necoessjons In the late nunrmntlonnr{ States
wilh Mtl-ulhlllnf rapldity, prinolpsai Ko from
those men who fought in ihe late Rebellion,
and are disfranehised therefor,

Mueh of the sbove detalls Is glven by the in-
formant as the assertions of meén prominent In
the movement, bot the stalement that the
objects of Lbe orsanization ard inimieal to the
wovernment, and contemplate its final destrao-
tion, resls upon a more substautial foundation
fhan mere ramor. 1do nol underiake, how-
ever, lo vouch Jor the absolute rellability of
these developments, bul desm 1L proper to give
them to the pnblic, considering the lmportunoe
of the subject.

They roon learned that parts of machines pussed
out of view from the shelves, work-benches,
and even from omnu'liy fnstoned storc-rooms,
appurently sceessible to mope but the most
trustworthy employes—the New York people
especially baving acquired s bigh degree of
skill o “1hewr manipulations, The deteolives
were baffled, and s0 a new expedient was re-
sorted to lor the emergency.

A detective approgehed a suspecied man, and
related that the employes were watcbhed and
many “'spotied” by several police detectives
then Jo thelr midst, pointing out to him certain
other suspected employea as suoh Jdeteotives |
The ruse worked to a charm; the poor fellow
belleved thut some one had “*played ofi” on
bim, that the whole matler was coming out,
and that the only chbance was to eecure the
benefit of o full conlession. He rushed (o a
few of his friends, the siory wag soon retailed
“in confidence” through the factory, and Mr.
Wheeler mcelved many coniesslons of eriminsi.
ity, This was m aprll, two months’ aiter the
ciuse had Deen taken in hand, Great exolie-
mwent prevailed, and George King was arrested
und commitied tor trial beiore Jostice Dowling
on the &th of May. His trial bas not y#t been
had, Otlers, many of them boys, made full
confegsions, The Compuany have not yet de-
cided a8 lo pressing the prosecutions sgainst
them. They retuined their positions,

In the meanwhile the same game was being
practised by the employes st Bridgeport, Pacls
ot machines were stolen, and sold, to the extent
ol a regular business, One trafl was finally
struck upon, sud $4000 worth of *‘parts" were
seized in New York.

fully committed for trinl at Bridgeport, When
the three above-named gentlemen resched
Bridpeport. their profeision was made known,
and their presence created a fluttering in this
lensant town, Thelr particular purpose not be-
ng understood, it gave rise L0 WADY conjectures
and some ludicrous reults, Soveral persons,
hitherto regarded as of unexceptionsble stand-
fng, 100k noh leave of their homes, and did
not return lor some weeks, One fellow had
contracted to carry out nnd farnish, within two
weeks, materials for po lers than thirty-five
sewing machines! There are more authenti-
cated facts, and many other delails are jur-
nished, Bome bad arrapged with dishonest
agents of the company to lurnish them with
paris for eale and repair. The approximats esti-
mate of the Josses thus incurred may be rouwily
stated at an average of fifteen thounand dollars
per year for five yenrs, forming an ageregate of
these peculations of $75,0001 It 18 neediess to
add that cheoks have been placed agalnst such
operations in future, and deteclives are still
mingled with the employes.— N, ¥, Tribune,
