A Cheerful Walk of Twenty Miles In
Three Flannel Shirts and o Wianter
Cont, on_ n July Day—His Meat and
His Drink.

Some days since we publighed s very full ac-
count of the dolngs of McCool and his trainers,
and we now glve some interesting details of the
reparations of Anron Jones for his fight with
fcCool, which will take place sbout fi'ty miles
from Cincinnati, on Saturday, the 31st of August.
The Buckeye Hoope, in Oinclonati, where
Jones is in vigorons training, ls admirably
sdupted to this kind of business, for iL gives all
the advantages of shade aud coolness, and river,
hill, and road exercises, Situated on the bank
of the Ohio, in a nice wvalley, wilh towering
hills serogs the river, on the ﬁcnluckv side, 1t
is & very pleassnt place of resort lor {hose who
take emm(fh interest in the matter to visit Mr.
Jones, and there are many visilors there every
day. James Cosick, who 18 one of the best
trainers in the world, who went to England and
trained Heenan for the Savers tight and Coburn
for the Mace fight, and who combines gentle.
manly yualities with the requisite characters
istics of the thorough trainer, is training Asron
Jones, and doing it remarkably well, He
watehes his man with the vigilance of a faithlol
gentinel, and puts bim tbrough the terrible
work of the training with the discipline of a
martinet,

The'daily work is divided between walking
rowing, exercises with welghts and bags,
rubbing down. The hardest portion of it is the
wulking to strengthen legs and reduce flesh that
is superfluons, A walk o! ten miles and return,
incased in three flannel shirls and & winter coat,
with & morning sun pouring down 90 degrees of
heat from nn unclouded sky, with perspirution
running in streams from face, head, limbs, and
body, 1# hard work, aud well caloulated to make
i man ‘strong on his pins{® The trainer has to
o thynugh this work, al=o, without the saper-
uwous clothing, of course.

He keeps his pupil at top speed, and requires

thetlenl tendenecy. The frame of the politieal
body may st:ll substst io 18 vital organs for
the econservation of remedial agencles, Bat
when, from! whatever cause and oy whatover
Instromentalities, the essentinl plliars of the
Stete are tottering, interests, otherwise of the
llghest importance, sink to insignificance.

To a questlon of such gloomny dignily we
lhumbly luvite oor fellow-citizens. The tripod
of povernment—the fundamental division into
executive, leglslntive, and Judlcial depart-
ments; the sole equilibrium of order, the pri-
mordial principle of this great repubilo-is
menaced, nnd 11 it 18 suflered to fall, our soclety
must uwlnur go toruin. Let us conslder the
LIl which Is before the President for his action,

It 18 suppiementary Lo two othier acts of Con-
gress now In foree, nnder which, according to
Lhe responsible opinion of & jurlst, there does
not exist, for all the purposes of a Stale, exoept

keeping the peace and conducting certsin oloe.
tiong, a valld local government, ander nod I?‘
virtue of the Constitution and the popular will

of ench State, The present supplementary bill
provider In the Orst section that *sald Govern-
ments, if coulinned, were continned subject in
allrespects to the military commanders of the
respective distriets, and 1o the paramount
suthority of Uunprren," these districts belog
compored, #nch, of one or more States, formerly
epjoylog thelr constitutional relutions in the
Uniion, nnd thecommanders belng officers of tae
national army detalled to them respectively in
conformity to Lhe previons statule, of which the
words quoted are declared to be the valid loter-
pretation. By the second section 1t 18 provided
that the several district commanders, not by
authority of the Commander-in-Chief nor of the
General of the Army, but subject to the disap-
rovil of the latter, and inferentinlly not sub-
ect Lo the disapproval of the jormer, but by the
excluglve nuthority of Congress and by force of
this aet, shall have and exerclse the appolnting
power whenever, “in the opinion of such com-
wander, the proper adminisiration of sald act
shall require i."”
Under the declared statutes above, and under
such a provision, no official in the State acts by
uulhorl': of the tate or iis people. The “con-
sent of the governed" 1s solemuly and formally
abmgn!ed a8 & law and as a prineiple In one-
third of the republiec.

There |8, therefore, no vestige to be left of
auy kind of local authority. Eutm 1 notlon, by
whomsoever performed, or under whatsoever
color of authority, is completely destitute of
sapetion, and must derive the whole of ita
validity from the virtue negatively or posi-
tively given it by the general Government,
Whether it 1s constitutional thus to cancel in
toto Lthe entire corporaie belng of a Suate, and
In toto the acknowledged inalienuble righta of
twelve millions of persons, onee on an equal
footing with all the members of the Unlon, 15 a
question altogether forelgn, and cOmMpAra.
tively inconsiderable at (his grave moment.

But the observation which beflts this place is,
that, according to thess provisions, and many
others in the bill, &ll legislative, exeoutive, and
Judleial wer operative In Lhoss Btates is
merged in the genernl mass of legislative, ex-
eculive, and judiclal powearof the Unlied Siates.
All public agents, then, must necessarlly be
publie agents of the Unlled Blatos. There are
no officials of the State of any llpoolm or in any
degree. This, however, I8 not left to anferencs,
The ninth section expressly requires the whole
of them, without exception, not ulready adopted
as Federnl officers, to become such, by each
taking the oath of office presoribed by the aot of
Congress in 1862, To number, the great majos
rily of these officers of the United States have
become sueh by adoption, but the remalnder
are to be appointed on behall of the United
Sintes. No provision 1s made for commissioning
them: but officinl competenoy does not depend
wholly upon eommission, but mainly upon
de foclo performance under due appointment.

'f‘rh:- rovisions quoted, and many others in
the bill, contemplate o power Lo be vested In
the respect ive eommanders, with a correspond-
ing moral, but with po constitutional responsi-
bility for the administration of Lthese sintates,
in the manner of an Exeoutive magisirate. By
the third section the General of the army is
vested with the like power and rekponsibility
ns to removing and aﬂpolmlng oMeers, Itis
obgervable that, notwithstanding the pecullar
and powerful elvil funotions devolved apon
these officers, it was not thought Ht to bind
them by any pecnllar oath, none being required
but what they bave taken In common with the
cadets b West Polnt, ns 8 gualification for an
excloslvely milltary office.

The several provislons overrunllng the Al-
torney-General's construction of the former aola
distipetly fmpart the independent power of
removal and appointment to sach commander,
and to the General of the army, whenever they
may deem I expodient to exercise the disore-
tion, In the case of every officer acting ln tbelr
respeclive distriots, without any exception, but
jnferentinlly ot postmasters, revenue officers
and judges, district attorneys, marshals, eto., of
the courts belovging W Lhe regalar judiclary of
the Uniled Siates.

Waeare persuaded that no exaggeration will
be impulted to the following deduotions from
tue foregolog:—

Without considering whether or not by an
sbuse of the Constitulion Congress Las thought
fit to occaslon an limmense accession to Lhe
Jurlsdicuon of the Unlted Btales, as a Govern-
ment of limited powers, and conslstently with
the aceeselon has made provision for & corres-
ponding complemesnt of officers and ngents,
grester in number, perhaps, than the entir
officlal st of the United States hitherto; an
also for a system of Wlonlrl overnment aud

ever, thep, the Unlied States has or exercises n
power, and that power or unly part of it is exe-
catlve, thera 1s no conatitutionnl bllity of
execuling that power otherwise than through
the President, There s nowhere in the Constl-
tution any power bﬁlvon Congress Lo exonerate,
or given him to abdieate oither as to a partiou-
Inr law, or as to the laws applisable 1o a particu.
lar mn'ltory.

There Is & constitutional {mwislou for his re-
