of Mr. Colfax, we briefly reforred to the fact

that its commendation of Congress, for striking

s “golden mean" between the extremes, wonld

meet with the carnest approval of the great

mass of the Republican party. Its congratn-

Iation on the action of Congress ia really a

piece of oxvellent advice tendered to the

Republican leaders of the North, and is & hid-
den rebuke to certain of them for the reckless
extremes towards which thay sre seeking to
hurry the party. In the ranks of our friends
are those who are likely to do us far greator
damage than any of the host of onr enemios.
There are enthuasiasts who, in their desire—
gincere and consclentions, we willingly allow—
to do what is right, are endangering the success
of the very caunse which they desire to aid.
To all snch we will apply the advice of Mr,
Colfax, and request them to put down the
brakes and stop the too rapid progress which
will endanger our suocess.

Among those who are thus reckless, we know
of no one go likely to do damage as the Hon.
Charles SBumner, Mr, SBumner’s trae place in
a political contest is on the side of the mi-
nority., As an aggressive and gunorills war-
rior, he Is invaluable; but when the majority is
made liable for his action, he is rather a burden
than a support. For the past year he has
been seeking to get through Congress a bill to
deolars universal suffrage in all the States of
the Union. He has been attempting to have a
law passed which will compel the reception of
blaock votes in Pennsylvania and all the West-
ern, as well as in the Southern BStates. This
mensure is to be forced upon us by a free von-
struction of that clause of the Constitution
whioh declares that ‘‘ths United States shall
guarantes to each Btate a republican form of
government.”’  Assuming that no Govern-
ment s republican in form which denies to
any olass the right of suffrage, Mr. Sumner
favors the declaration of universal suilrage
throughout all the States. In this view of the
subject we do not sympathize with the Senator
from Massachussetts, nor do we think he will
be supported by any respectable portion of the
Republican party in this country. Such a
constrootion of this clause is evidently an
error. No such meaning was ever intended
by the framers of the Comstitution. Nor do
we think that the United States have any right
to diotate to Pennsylvanis on the subject. It
is one of the privileges reserved to the States
respeotively, and neither precedent nor logic
allows us to believe that such a construgtion
is suthorized. Yet Mr. Sumner, knowing that
the party were not willing to acocept such a
measure, and knowing equally well that the
Demoorats would make great political capital
out of its proposition, did not hesitats 1o seek
to produce discord by its introduction into
the Senate.

The great body of the Republican Senators,
seeing &t once that such a step would be
wrong and ill-advised, even il lawful, refused
to recelve the resolution; but the effort, so far
as Mr. Bumner i8 concerned, i3 nevertheless as
dangerous as thongh it bad been adopted,
This, then, ia one of the typss of those enemies
who are far more dangerons than a host of the
Pendletons, Vallandighams, and Woods of the
whole country combined.

Again, the agitation of the guestion of
female saffrage is calonlated to drive the con.
survative Hepublicans away from the party,
There is a strong feeling in the breasts of a vas!
nunmber of gentlemen against what are termed
isms. They do mot object to reforms: but
when any of the dogmas of societies in
which orators mingle without regard to sex
or golor, come before them, they naturally
oppose any of the propositions.

Nor oan wo wonder, when we visit such an
assembly, that the best proposition which they
could have originated should be received with
sugpioion. This womaun-suffrage movement,
arising from esuch ssscclations, does not meet
the support of the great xaass of the peopls,
male or female. The attempt recently made
in New York to saddle this theory on the Re-
publivan party would have been fatal had it
gucoseded. It is another of those svils which,
coming from our own party, nre far more fatal
than any attack from the op position.

It is of wital importance to the continaancy
of the grest party of liberty in the power of
the Government, that we should not allow the
exvesses of any members of the party 1o in.
volve us in trouble. There 15 mo danger of
the pooplu of the United Stutes not belog
radical enough. The gontinual recurrence of
evils which have grown up for centuries, and
which it will take & ocentury to corract, will
supply an smple number of windmills against

C., whose work
on the first Napoleon has made him familisr
to our peopls as the auathor of the worst his-
tory ever penned by a man olaiming to be im-
partinl, Haviog st up the uncle as a god,
and done obsigance befors him for nine han-
dred closely printed pages, the reverend gen-
tloman visits Paris, and lioks the dust off the
feet of the nephew. His aocount of the inter-
view was graphically given a few months
#inoe, and brought John to the olimax, the
zenith of his popularity,
Then there is another Abbott, who has, like
his namesake Jaoob, seen visions. What has
been revealed to him is told to us in his chil-
dren's stories, and the extremely natural omo-
tions expressed by Rollo show this eminent
wan to be entirely childlike both in his feel-
ings and his mode of expression. He, how-
aver, reems Lo be the best of the batoh, al-
though he has never been raised from the

Thete two mitred individuals had, we
thonght, monopolized the glories of the family
name; but now a third has arisen, like Josaph,
and his sheaf demands that all his brothers
do obeisance unto it, Mr, Abbott, we regret to
state, does not possess a Christinn name that is
familiar to us, His scheme, however, is so
grand, and at the same time so simple, that
we think he should be named “Annexa-
tion” Abbott, He has Dbeen Dbefore
Congress to secure the assent of that
body to his plan for the annexation of Mexico.
