CONSECRATION OF THE
OF FLORIDA.

Interesting Servicves at Trinity Churoh,

The consecration of the Rev. John Freeman
Young as Bishop of Florids touk pluge yestor-
day at Trinity Caurch. The service, which
began at eleven A, M, and continaed until three
P, M., was participated in by over one hundred
mombers of the Episcopal clergy, bemides six
bishops, viz,:—Bishops Hepkins of Vermont,

Odenheimer of New Jersey, Wilmer of Louisi-
ans, Gregg of Texas, Cummings of Kentucky,
and Bishop Payne, Missmonary Bishop of afriea,
The presding bishop was Bishop Hopkins, and
the eandidate was presentel by Bisheps Oden-
heimer and Gr g2, The sermon wus delivered
b’ Bwhop Wumer, ano was & wost able defense
of the Book of Common Prayer and of
the cathohe and progressive spirit of the
Ep'scopal Church, Tbe Book of Common
Prayer was the ofirpring of tue wisdom o1
ages, and wus ouly adopted aiter having
been reviewed sixtevn tmes and aiter every-
thivg upon which the Caurch bad not set her
seal had been excluded. The hook was con-
sidered In its capacity to répel exteroal asaanlis,
to harmomze lutcrnal strife, and to develope
the spirit of inward boliness and llfe as agninst
a cola rituslism. With her open Bible and her
ancient creeds, and combiomg doctrines and
duues, the Church retnses: to ind her members
to nn{ particulur system ot theology., The
Church was catholic and progressive, ulthough
conservative, and the Book of Common Prayer
could never embody the religlon of any one age
or body of men. It was pot pregented as a
complete system ol divinlty, bat as the best sys-
tem oconsistent with the religlous umty of all
men. More might have made it uneatholic, and
less might have reniered it unsound. The dan-
aur of ritualsm was in obscuring the sense of

od’s presecce by symbolism, but formn was
essential to universahty among diverse lands
and to continuauce during diderent times,

In addressing the ecandidate the Bishop
alluded to the fact that & diocese in the extreme
North, and one in the exireme South, had each
receml\a{ kvocked at the gates of Trintty Church
for a uhng.

Besides the clergy In surplices, some thirty
others were in attendance, and the combined
choirs of Tripity Parisa and of 8Bt John's and
Trinity Chapels participated, In the procession
&clergr. observed on sccount of color, was
“a rector of & colored church in Mulberry

reet,

Bishop Young was born In the State of Maine
in the year 1820, receiving his collemate
course in Connecticut, and his theological in
Virginis. His ordination a8 dencon was in
1846, and as priest fu 1846, in Bt. John's Church,
Tallahassee, which is to be the Blshop's cathe-
dral. His first parish was at Jacksonville
Florida; thenee, as a missionary, he was calle

successively to Texas, Mws#issippi, and Loui-
siana, In June, 1866, he wes culled to Trinity
Church, New fork.

During his mlsaiunari
career he oresuized a number of parishes an
erected several chorches. He was elocted
Bishop In May last, und will depart st once for
his diocese,

The beautiful and impressive consecration ser-
vice, with lts procession of choristers and clergy
and white robes, and the solemn imposition of
hands, was witnessed by huoodreds, who can
uppreciate, in the language of Macaulay’s tribute
to the Church, “her liberal articles, her decent
ceremomes, and her noble and pathetic liturgy.”

THE FIRE IN BUFFALO.

Loss 100,000 -List of Insurances.

The Buffalo Oourier of Wednesday gives the
followlog particulars of the fire in that clty:—

*Beiween snd four o'clock yesterday
morniog Patrolmen Shepperd and McKay ds-
coveredxn fire issuing from the second !wrf of
No. 100 Maine street, ocoupied by Messrs, Olay,
Cossack & Co,, hthogmpueﬂ and endravers,
immediately over the large déy ﬁ){mdu estiblish-
ment of Mesars, C. W, & E, Partridge & Co.
The alarm was immediately given, snd the Fire
Department was prompily on the ground. The
fire was, without doubt, the work of an incen-
diary, and, from the observation of Howe 5§ and
Haa wnd Ladder Company No. 3, who were
first on the ground, was kindled under the stair-
way in the second story, near Clay, Cossack &
Co.'s establishment, and must, from the pro-
sreas it had made, been under way some time

fore discovered,

*“No, 196 was ocoupled on the main floor as a
store for millinery goods, by Mr. Kiley: the
seoond story was used aea J;homgnpn gallery
by Mr. Willlam Koight; snd the upper storles
were veed by Mix & Rhodes, milver-platers;
Duvis & Co., paper collar mapufucturers; and C.
Day, band-box maker. No, 196 was occupled by
Messrs, O, W. and £, Pardridge, drr goods mer-
chants, and Clay, Cossaok & Co., lithographers
and engravers, No. 198 wus occupled on the
firsl floor by Mr. 3. Bergman, clothing store,
ele.; on the seoond floor by Mr. Scawartz,

Doane, he commonead hiy Inborg at Freahold,
N. J., where be remaloed untll he was onlled to
the polpit of 5t Matthins' Protestant Hpls-
copal Uhurch, on Ninotesnth sireet, above
Willnew, In this elly. At the time Mr, Chaso
became pustor of the ehuroh, the nongregation
were worshipping in 8 bhall pear the site of the
present ballding. Through his earnest devo-

Miss Mary E. Houpt, another of the viotims,

was a sister of General Houpt, a distingaished
englneer of this elty, for a long time conneated
ofticlally with the Peonsylvania Rallroad, 8he
wius & member of Bt Phillp's Protestant HEpls-
copal Churoh, and highly esteemed by all her
scqualntances for mnn{ sterling tralts of char-
acter, One of the first teachers In the Girls'
Highand Normal S8chool, when Lhat institution
was reorganized on its present basis, she was
Inced In charge of the department of Mon-
1 and Moral Pbliosophy. As & Lleacher
she had few equals aAnd no superiors, and in tne
latter branch exemplified her teachings by her
dally walk and conversation. In Ouctober last,
she retired from the position whioh she &
filled with so muech credit for so long a perlod,
and in conneotion with Miss Tazewell sstas
blished s seminary for young ladios at No. §
Bouth Morrick strest, Wost Penn Square, This
fostitution bid falr to become one of the boest
and most popular of its charncter 1n the elty,
Miss Mary E, Tazewell, another of the victims,
wis closely related to the Goodmans, one of the
oldest and best-known families in the clty. She
was one of the first puplls of the Girls' High and
Normal School, in whioh she scqulred such dis-
tinction a8 & scholar that, immediately on her
gradoation she wasalected tencher of history and
geogranphy. Bhe wassubsequently transierrad Lo
the department of Natural Sclence, and re-.
malned in the sobool untillast Oclober, on con-
stnnt duty, except durlng n period of two yenrs,
when she was obliged by ill-bealth to lny aside
her labors. Bhe excelled as a teacher of Lhe
branches of stody in her department. After
her resignation from the High Bohool, she be.
came asgoclated with Miss Houpt In the West
Penn Square Seminary for Young Ladles,
Most of the relatives of the vietlms of the

Benito Junrex, Constitutional President of the

United Mexican Btates, to the nhabitants

thereol;—

Know ye, that in the use of the ample powers
with which I am luvested, I have desmed well to
decree the fullowing:—

Article 1, The sc-called decree of February
26, Just past, a¢ well as the regalations thers-
under made on the 6th of Murch following by
the Emperor of Mexico. being noll and of no
validity, a8 are likewise all his other acts, owing
to want of legitimate authority, so the revision
referred to in seid so-called decree nnd reguin
tions, as well as the dispositions thercin made
and provided, are null and of no avail,

Article 3, And the onerations of disamortise.
ment and redemplion of nationalized property
performed In secordance with the luws govern-
ing smd matter, or eventually approved by the
Federal Governwent, even though affected by
any lrrecularity, bave been and do remaln per-
fect and irrevocably vahid as far as the rights of
the public treasury are concerned; and the only
questions that mmnmﬂu-ndlng are such as relate
to the prionty of right between {ndividual pur
ties, and which must be settled before the tribu-
nils in accordunce with said luws.

Article 8, Those who were elected by wirtue
