CHOCOLATE,

Where It Comen From and Hew It Is

Made—Ita History and Early Manwu-

facture—~The Process of Maunufaoturs

in This Country—Interesting Partion-
lars,

The first nocount we have of the use of the
fruit ol the Cocon tree I8 in the early part of the
sixteanth century, when it was introduced Into
Eunrope, in the shape ol Chocolate, from Mexico,
The ancient Aztecs were probably the first dis-
Ccoverers of its nutritions and pleasant quallties,
They prepared it with great skill; the froth of it,
even, 1s deacribed as being of such solidity that
It could be taken off and ealen cold. The Spa-
nish conguerors of Mexico wore eapecially de-
lighted with ils nutritious qualities, and they
declare, in thelr records of the time, that Yone
oup of it Is enough to sustain & man through
the longest day's march.”

The Spaniards robbed the Aztecs of the secret
of manufacture, and kept it 80 successfully that
for many years they were the s0lo makers of the
article, ‘Lhe name ‘‘chocolate” Is derived from
the Aztec word chocolat’, Thess early manu-
fncturers, also, were the first w Introduce
flavors into the artlcle—yvanilla then, as now,
being the most popular. Linomus, the cole-
brated naturallet, gave the snbstance the name
of the broma, signllying **food it for the gods,’
and signliylog also his bigh apprecistion o
what the whole world now admits to be n
most deliolons, and indoed indispensable, article
of food

Chocolate, as it comes to market, is the result
of extensive and delicate manipulation, The
cocor trees produce seeds sbout the size aund
color of the kernel of a sweet almond, inclosed
in 8 pulp. They grow in all parte of S8outh and
Central America, but the quality differs very
materially in various places, The most highly
esteemed varleties are obtalned from Central
America. The seeda are disengaged from the
pulp, dried, prepared by a peculiar process, and
then shipped in large quantities to the place of
manufacture,

Bome years ago the best chocolate was made
in France, but now America outrivals her in the
quality ol the production, and Philadelphia
fairly stands at the head of the manafacture
in the United States, and consequently in the
world, Mr, Steplhen F. Whiten, the well-
known confectioner, hus in operation “‘Steam
Chocolate and Cocos Works™ in this clty which,
in their extent, the costliness ol their machinery,
the quality and quantity of the productions,
have no rival elsewbere, Nothing more nte-
resting then o visit 1o his Chocolate Works can
be imagined. Here in the first room sare bags
of geeds piled one on the other in huge stacks,
and representing large sums of money (for
cocoa seeds are costly). These seeds are first
roasted, and theo the bags are emptied, one afler
the other, into a ‘“‘cracker,” which breaks the
kernels up iuto bits about the size of coffee
grains, Tgesa tiny grains are then ran through
a 1an, which cleans out the husks and shells and
{throws the pure cocos out upon trays, where it
'is carefully hand-picked to remove even the
sl'itheat particle of forelgn substance.

. The mass is then placedin a huge mlll to be
‘'ground. There are two of these, both of French
'manufacture, and of the most costly deacrlr-
ition, They are the largest, most deliostely
Bnllhed. sod most eflective in this country.

¢ rollers are of fine French granue, and re-
volve upon & gramte bed, and this keeps the
socoa ol its original light brown color, without
yiving it that dark appearance which it scquires
when ground by iron rollers, The kernels are
placed in the frst of these mills, and as the
stones revolve they express the oil, pulverize
the seed, and in & few moments gmuant arich,
pily mass of a most delicious and tempting ap-
pearance, From this machine the substance 18
removed to the other nmull, where it s ground
eyen tiner, und, it it i8 desired to make sweet
phocolate, is mixed with the requisite qunntity

{ sugar, As the subswauce revolves upon the
?ollors, eleel scrapers remove it, and i falls

nto & receptacie, irom which it is removed into

poulde, scttled by a curious snd besatiful pro-

\esn, and put away to cool.
