Queen Victorian'e history of the late Prinee
Albert, whioh has been so long announced, has
st last been published, aud presesls many in-
seresting phases of royal connubial life. Pass.
g over the somewhat prolix accomnt of the
early life of the Prince, we present the follow-
g summary of the subsequent history, as given
by the Pall Mazl Gagette:—

DOMESTIO LIFE

The domestic Iife of the Queen and the
Prince, and the part he took in publle business,
are deseribed with greal frankness.

For the firsl year or two the Prince was not,
e¢xcept on rare occnslons, and by speclal invita-
tlon, present at the interviews of the &ueen
with her Ministers. Though taking, the Queen
goys, “great palns to injorm hhnsell about
everyibing:” aud though Lord Melbourne ex-

ressed much anxlety “that the Queen should
21l him and show him everythiog conneoted
with public affalrs,” * * * “he did Dot at this
time take much part in the transaction of
business,'

Nor were there wanting thoss who would
gladly have kept him permauently estranged
from it and not only so, but who wouald have
denied him, even 1n the domestie otrele, that

anthority which, in private famlilies, properl

belongs to the husband, and without whicnu, 1t
may be added, there cnnnot be trae comiort or
happiness in domestic lre. The Prioes hlmself

early saw the necessity of his nsserting and
clalming that authority. *“In my home life”
he writes 1o Prince Lowensteln, in May, 1840, I
am very happy and contented; but the ditficulty
in filling my place with the proper dignity s,
that I am only the husband, not the master of
the house.”

Fortunately, however, for the counlry, and
still more fortunately for the happiness of Lhe
royai couple themselves, things dio oot long
remaoln in this condition. Thanks to the firm-
ness, but at the same time gentleness with
which the Prince Insisted ou fillng his proper
position as head of the famlly—tnanks also to
the clear judgment and right feeling of the
Queen, as well asto her singularls honest and
sirnjghtforward nature—out thanks, more than
nll, 1o the mutual love and perisot contidence
which bound the Queen and Prince 1o each
other, It was impossible Lo keep up any separa-
tion or difference of interests or daties hetween
them, To those who would urge upon the
Queen that, as Sovereign, she must be the head
of ths house and the family, as well as ol the
Btate, and Lbat her husband was, after all, but
one of her subjects, her Muajesty would reply
that she had solemnly engaged at the altar 1o
“ohey,” n8 well a8 to “love and honor;” and
this sacred obligation she could consent neither
to limit nor veline away.

From the first, too, the Queen, acting on the
advice of Lord Melbourne, communlicated all
forelgn despatohes to the Prince. In August,
1840, ne writes to his father:—"Vicloria allows
me to take much part in foreign affuirs, anda I
think I have already done some good. [ always
commit my views Lo paper, and then communl-
eate them to Lord Melbournme., He seldom
answers me, but 1 often had the satisfuotion of
secing bhlm net entirely in sccordance with
what I bave sald."

FRINCE ALDERT THE QUEEN'S ADVISER.

Aglswell known, the Prince slowly but surely
established bis position a8 the Queen's adviser,
till she at last “relied in all questions of diffi-
cu.ltz on his Judgmanl. and acted in all things
by bls advice.” When he died, she declarad
that it would now be, In fact, ths beginning of
anew reign.” This we oan better understand
after rending the following @—

The Queen, up to the period her marriags,
had indulged sirong feelings of political parcle
sanship, Among the happy consequences of
the marringe may be included the gradusl ex-
tinclion of any such feeling. The Prince had
alreandy shown, In the discassions and corres-

ndence respecting the formation of the
::nﬂhﬂld. his own determination to stand
clear from all politleal parties. Lord Melbourne
now, most honorably to bhimself, supported the
Prince lnlf‘:ml Lhe sSame course apon the
oen. 1old the Prince that he thoaght the
mo was come when her Majesty “should have

s general ampesty for the Torles:" and on belng
spoken to by the Queen, to whom the Prince
had reported what he bad sald, repeated fhat
such was his oploion.. On another oocaston, the
neen records that Lord Melbourne, speaking
the Prince, “sald, lookiog at him with tears

in his eyes:—'There 1s an amazlng feeling for
him—there is & very [avorable impreasion of
him—every one likes him:'" and then adde—

It is
thik which has been the glory and Lhe strenguh
of the thrope in onr day, and which has won
for the Enfunh court the love and veneration
of the Brilish people and the respeoct of the
world. Above all he has set an example for his
children, from which they may be sure the
can naver deviate without falllng in publie esti«
mation, and running the risk of undolng the
work which he has been so instrumental in
aecomplishing,

There were no Inte hours under the Prince's
regime, and the day. begun early, was divided
!:y occupallons judliclously chosen, AL first
‘the Queen tried Lo get rid of the bad custom,
prevalllng only in this country, of tho gentie«
men remaining, after 1he iadies had left, in the
dinlng-room,  But Lord Melbourne advised
#galnst it, and the Prinoe himsel! thougnt it
better not to make any change.”

We quole the last pages of the volume, in
whieh there appears such stropg testimony Lo
ihe affection thut existed between the Queen
aud her husband, and the happiness that
relguned In thelr family till the hewd of it was
taken nway,

BIRTH OF THE PRINCESS ROYAL.

On the 18th Noveraver (1840) the Court re-
torned to Buckingbham Palace, whore, on the
2181, the Princess Royul was born. The Prince,
writing to bis father on the 28, says:—'* Vieto-
ria 16 08 well a5 If nothing had bappened. She
sleeps well, has & good appetite, and (8 ox-
tremely guiet and cheerful. The little one is
very well and very merry, * * * » ] should
certainly have liked 1L better If she had been a
son, as would Victoria also; but at the same
time we must be equally sstisfied and thank-
fulasitls, * * <« &  The refolelug in the
public 1s universal."
“For a moment only,” the Queen says, ‘‘was
be disappoinied at its belng a danghter and not
afon,” His first enre wos for the safety of the
Queen, and ‘‘we canno  be thankful enough to

God,” he writes 1o e Dacuess of Golba on the
241h, *‘thoat everything hus passed s0 very
prosperously.”’

“Traring the time tha Queen was laid up, his

oare and devotion,"” the Queen records, “‘were

quite beyond expression.”
He rofused to go to the play or anvwhera
else, genernlly dining alone withh the Duchess

of Kent, till the Queen was able to Joln them,
nnd was always at hund to do anything in his
{th‘r for her comfort. He was content to sit
3y her in a darkened room, to read to her, or
write for her. “Noone but himself ever lified
her from her bed to ber sofn, aod he always
helped to wheel her on her bed or sofa Into the
next room. For this parpose he would come
insiantly when sent for from any part of the
houge. As years went by and he became over-
whelmed with work' (for his altentions were
the same Inall the Queen’s subsequent conflne-
ments), *this was often done at mueh inecon-
venlence to himself, but he ever came with a
sweet smile on his face. In short,” the Queen
adds, “*his care of her was like that of a mother,
nor could there be n kinder, wiser, or more
Judicious nurse,”

The Princess Royal's christening took place
on the 10th of February, 1841, the first anniver-
sary ol the (Queen's happy marriage; but the ac-
count of this, as well ns Lhe other events of thal
year, Is reserved for another volume.

George Francis Tralm Wants It Pald
Off in a Certanln Way—Greenbacks Ad-
vooated—The Debts of Other Countries
Contrasted with Ours-Effect of Hopu=
diation—-Mr, McCOulloch's Bchemos He-
viewed, Etc,

Mr, George Francis Train lectured on last
Baturday at Clifton Springe, before a seleet au-
dience of the visitors at that walering pluce, on
the subject of “Our National Debt.” Mr,
Train’s remarks were peculiar, as usual, and we
regret that we can only make room for the fol-

lowing brief synopsis.
Mr, Train eald:—

Englana was 107 years in rolling up her
£4,000,000,000 of debl; America accomplishes the
same result in four yeurs. When they necased
America In Lonuon debating-hoalls of rulllup
up an lmmense Navlonsl debt, I replied “yes.”
Buat what right has Eugland to monopolize all
the Natlonnl debt ol the world? (Lauguter,)
We will bave a Natlonal debt, 1 told them, one
of these days, that will make you ashamed of
yourselves. (Loud laughter).

No Natlonal debt was ever pald, why should
ours be? It costs usfive tlines as much Lo-day
for a ace armament as formerly It did for
war., Our Natlonal disense is politician on the
Btate, hlood-sucker in the Treasury,and office on
the bralo. (Lauguter.) A Natlonal debt 1 a
National tax, It never was, It never will be
paid, (Hisses,) You seem to forget that I am
making, at your request, the speech of a dema-
gOgOe, O, in other laugunge, pulling up a man
of straw for the loyal men to kuuck down.
(Langhter,) Yon forget that I am agalin repudia-
tion, a8 Lowell would say, I am for greenbucks
~twenty-five hundred millions of greenbuoks
-One currendy instead of slxleen, sand one date
of maturity instead of nineteen different dates,
vide MoCulloeh, and one kind of interest, that
1s no interest at all, Instead of a dozen different
rates as At present. (Applause) MeaCulloon's
whole policy is in the Interest of Europe, of
England, of the bond-holders., He has t.r?l,m' Lo
break Wall street 8 dozen times, und nearly
broke himselfl. Three months more and the
crash would have wiped ont the debt,

Like ballast in the ship, you must keep the
Natlonal debl steady to avold shipw o
pllot can run a Lhousand passengers into etar-
nity.
