Merting at St Lonts<Permanent Organi-
zation of tha Basrd —Plans and Snggen-
tioms of Lientenunt-General Shermamn,
Ko, Kie.

The Commissioners from abroad, appointed
by the Government to seloct reservations wod
treat with the hosuie Indian tribes, arnived In
the oily yestorday, aud are registered al the
Southern Hotel,

1he pruoes ol the Commissioners are Colonel
N. G. Taylor, Commissioner o1 Indian Affairs,
Washington; General John B. Sanborn, of Min-
pesota; Colonel B, F. Tappan, of Coslorndo;
Licutenant-Genernl W, T. Sherainn, General W,
8, Harney, Seostor John B, Henderson, and
General Terry, of the United Slates Army, who
is 1the only Commissioner not. present,  When
et heard from Ueneral Terry was about start-
ing from Fort Beuton for the mouth of the
Yellow Stone river, and it is expeoted, in order
to join the Commission wherever they may be,
he will reach them on the route,

The Commissioners beld s preliminary moet-
ing for the purpose of organiziog, yesterday
‘ atternoon, in parlor No. 6, of the SBouthern. On

motion of General Bherman, Colonel N, G, Tay-
lor was eleeted permancnt Chsirman of the

Board, and Mr, A. 8, H. White, of the Indian

Burean, was appointed Secretary,

A free interchange of opinions then took
place, In which various plans were talked over
regarding future movements, A preliminary
question to settle is, whetber in the first place
1o make u selection of the proposed reservations,
or to assemble the Indlans firet, and asecerain
what woold suit them best in this particular,
These and several other points were odsually
discussed, and the Bosrd then adjourned to
meet again this morning st half past 10, at Gene-
ral Bherman’s headquarters, whien a programme
of operations will be settlea upon.

Bome of the members of the Commission
favor the plan of assembling the hostile bands
for the purpose of treating with them, at two
ditferent points. For instance, the Northern
Cheyennes, the Sioux, and Blackfeet tribes, to
be got together with the least trouble, say at
Fort Laramie, while the hostile tribes of the
South.} comprising the Arapanhoes and the
Soutbern Cheyennes, can be assembled at Fort
Zarab, on the Arkansnsfriver. In order to notify
the Iedians when and where to assemble in
council, 1t will be necessary to send out scouts
composed of Indians who are on friendly terms
with the hostile tribes. With regard to the time
when the Commissioners will leave for the In-
dian country, of conrse nothing has been deter-
mined vpon. The Indians can only be got
togetbher doring the full of the moon, o period
when they start on long journeys, The nexi full
oooa will be in eight duys hence, the time being
100 short to ussemble them together, The next
Jull moon, subsequent to the drst, will occur
about the beginning of September, during
which period 1t ls probable the time will be
fixed by the Commissioners to meet the Indlans
in council,

General Sherman will provide an escort to
accompany the Commissloners, for which pur-
pose orders will be issued st once,

The purpose that Congress had in view s to
muke a persoval examination of the proposed
reservations, the Commissioners being autho-
rized to select as many as four, aud to treat with
the Indians with reference to tuls object, If
the Indlsns are disposed to peace, and bury the
hatchet, they can have it on favorable terms; il
they reject all such offers of settlement and
mean fight, then the war will be prosecuted in
earnest and with vigor.

With regard to the origin of the movements
in OConeress for a peaceful solution of the Indian
problem, It may proper to mention, in this
connection, that there are some twelve treaties
pending with various bands of Indians that have
not been acted upon by the Senate. Tne Com-
mittee on Indian A o in the Benate, under
resolution of March 27, 1867, were instructed to
examine personally the reservations upon which
it was contemplated to remove the Indians
under pending ties. The necessity for such
a pergonal examination {2 apparent to all who
examine iuto the subject.

Tnis Committee consists of Senators John B.
Henderson, of Missourl, Chairman; L. M, Mor-
rell, of Maine; E. G. Ross, of Kansag; H. W.
(.‘or'betl, ot Oregon; J. M. Thayer, of Nebraska;
Onuarles R, Buckalew, of Pennsylvania; and Jas,
R, Doolittle, of Wisconsin, M. R, Kretzmar is
the Becretary, The above-named Committee are
expected to start for the Indlan country in
Septem ber,

which was passed towards the close of the late

extra sesslon, An approprintion of $450,000 was
mude to earry out the temporary arrangements
with the Indians. The Commissloners are armed
with full powers to make such treaties as they
may deem sdvisable. The army oflicers belong-
ing to the Commission were designated by the

President, and the balance by Congress,
