on them, 11 you use s washing fluid, it le

o wash migtore, the next moraing wiing out
the clothes, and proceed to wash them carelully
through two wariti Inthors: then boil themw In
olesn lather brivkly, but nob longer thun & halfs
hour, Wash thein out of boil, tiuse through
two waters, The last ringivg water shonld have
a delicate tinge ol blue. likewise a smiatl quan:
iy of starch 1or all cotlons nud linens; reserve
those vou wish sliffer for the last, and mig
more sivroh e the water,  Spirt hoswoms und
collars, skiris—inshort, anything vou wish very
stil—slhould e dipped an starcn while dry.
Swies sng other thin muslos and lavces are
aipped m o stnrch while dey, avo then ¢lapped with
the haoads o the righe conditton to won, Calls
coes, brilllants, sod Inwns of white gronnde are
washod ke sy olher white wateral, omitiing
boiling, until the yellow tinge they nequire
akes it nbyolutely vecessary, Uubleaschen culs
tous und tinens follow the whiteclothes, tarongi
the sawe wrtvrs: but mast in wo caso be bolled
of warhed with them, a8 they contimunlly dis-
ohnrgo n portion ot their color, and so digeplor
the white clothes. In directing the prepara-
tions for wnalilug fluide, we give the process
ewployed with them; but colored slathes, in our
experience, can be washed in none ol them
without injury to the color, Calicoes, colored
lawns, and colored cottons and lnepe generally,
are washed through two suds aod two rinsing
walers; starch being used in the last, as all
clothes look better and keep clean longer if
u little stitened, Many calicoes will spot if
sonp is rubbed on them: they sbould be
washed o a latuer, fimply. A spoonful of ox
gall to o gation of water witl sev the colors ot
almost any goode rosked 1n it previous to wadh-
ing. A tenoupofl lve in s bucket of water will
improve the color of black goods. A strong,
clesn tea of common hny will preserve the color
of those French Hoeus 5o muelh used in summer
by bolh gexes, Il the water in which potatoes
ure eooked 8 spved and bolled down it stilens
bluck calicoes as well as starch, and saves them
from the dusty and ameared look th y 8o often
have. Vinegar in the rlusing water, for pink or
green ealicoes, will brighten them. Pearlash
apswers the same end tor purples and blue.
Colored and white flannels must be washed
seonrstely; and by no weaus wash alter eotton
or linen, as the lint from these goods adheres to
the flannel. There should be a little blue in
the rinsing water tor white flannels. Allow your
flannels to freeze aiter washing in winter; it
bieaches them,
