Digcipline in the French Army.

A writer in 2he Month says that non-commis-
wred officers in the French army are not often
reduced to the ravks, though the colonel of the
regiment has power to do so. They are generally
punished by confinement to barracks or arrest
in their own quarters, or, if on active service,
in the tents which serve as the saile de police.

For offenses against honesty or for insubordina-
tlon, they are always tried by & court-martial.
But erime 8 rare amwong them. Sometimes,
many ot them being youpng men, they indulze
romewhat voo freely in wine; but if not on duty,
and if the offense is not repested, they are lat
off with o scoldiug or a few days’ arrest. The
commissioned officers in like manper are pun-
ished by irom three to thirty days' arrest
their own quarters for any omission i matters
o1 duty, or on acconnt of any folly for which
their youth may plead with the colonel not to
be too hard upon them,

Bometimes an officer who has mishehaved is
exchanged into another regiment, and, occa-
sionully, but rurele‘. is placed on the non-acfinite
list, which is equivalent to temporary half-pay.
The latter punishment is resorted to sometimes
when oflicers bave run very deeply into debt,
and it Is thought better that they should retire
for a time trom thelr regiments, until they can
muke some arrsugement with their creditors,
It §s true that the latter canuvot arrest thems:
but still indebtedness in the French army is
consldered o diegrace, and unworthy of those
who wear the uniform. With them oflicers
Lave mo excuse for being behind the world,
The Btate takes care that they shall have no
excuse for oxtravugonce, whereas in our army
we are obliged, in the juplor ranks, to expect
more than we acluully receive,

The trades, tradesmen, workmen, and artifi-
cers ol a French regiment are of themselves
something to see and to study, The baking of
the bread, the killing of the meat, the repairing
of the barmack-buiidings, the muking of the
boots and elothes—all things, in sbhort, that can
l:{r:-.‘clb!j‘ be required in the reglment, are done

y the men themselves, and they thus enrn con-
siderable additions to their pay, Every soldier,
opce he has learped his drill, is expected to
work at somwething or other, and those thuet can
do nothing better dig and delve and plant and
cultivate the gardens which supply vegetubles
for the different regimental messes, Nothing
#eems 1o be made outside the corps, as those
who have ot late years taken notice of the
French toldiers’ dress can vouch for, The small,
compact shncko; the absence of all belts noross
the chest; the having black instesd of white
belts; the loose knlokerbockers, with lght
leather leggings and stout boots, leave nothing
to be wished for in the way of s neat, nseful,
and, At the snme time, handsome uuiform. The
r'hnn:ira which the present Emperor has intro-
duced an the dress ol the army have been very
great, and me exceedingly popular io the ser-
vice. It is the same with the oflicers, Without
belng at all expensive, thelr uniform s soldier-
like, useful, and the rank of any of the wearers
may be nseertawed ut 4 glance,

The Heclamation of Vagabond Boys ln
London,

The London Telegraph says:—""With the pur-
pose ol establishing n most useful but not over-
Prosperous charity on a permanent footing of
success, the friends of the institution in Mansell
sireet, Whitechapel, have just met, by invitation
of the committee, to consider the best meaus of
attaining the objects in view, The Rerfuge for
Homelcss and Destitute Boys takes up the work
of the rngged schools, nnd f‘. certiied under the
excellent act of 1855, which smpowers o magis-
trate to send useful misdemennsnts to be o
structed in various branches of industry, with
authority for their detentlon. The Refuge now
under notice was apened in High street, White-
chapel, in 18564, and bas sinee been removed to
& larger building in Mansell strect, The difficnit
task of reclamation has been pursned with vary-
ing results; and the lessons which the managers
bave learned from the experience of thirteen
years are not the less valuable, perhiaps, because
they have sprung trom fallures,

“The very first scheme of teaching these half-
clad little outcasts how to make and mend
clothes, boots, and shoes, broke down hope-
Iessly, and other trades have been resoried to
with some encournging etfect. The manu-
facture of brushes and of paper brgs Is in
active operation. Some of the very smullest of
the lnds labor with a will that shows itsell in
the firmmness and speed of thewr work; and the
gigns of & nataral industry eannot but be ti-
fying to those benevolent persons who huve
helped lo spatch the forlorn little ones from a
life of idleness and vice, No doubt, if the in-
dustry were so remunerative ns to make ths in-
stitution =ellsupporting, a great principle would
be vindicated, apart froin the mere kindliness of
the design. But the slmple want of present
commercial success does not st all prove that
the employment of these boss should cease,
On the coulrary, it i+ most desirable to bhelp
the good work on, and to glve it such impetus
as may eventually enable it to run alone.

“There are now one hundred and one boys
under charge of the establishment; the number
who bave participsted in its benefits since the
foundation s four thousand, Of these it is too
certaln that many buve returned to thelr old
ways of life; but others have done well, and not
a {éew have emigrated to the colonies.”

The Russian Gold Miuned.

The London Journal of Mining says:—*"The
guantity of gold produced in 1864 by privats in-
dustry, as well in the Ural Mountains as in East-
ern Biberin, samounted to nineteen tons, showlng
u slight fallling off as compared with the year
1864, The year 18656 was one of the most favor-
able characier for the production of Russian
gold, the results obisined having everywhers
surpussed those of preceding years, As regards
Eastern Siberla, the production of 1865 exceeded
that of 1864 by 2745 tons, and that of 1863 by
1086 tons. This auvgmeniation, which would
have been greater §f droueght had not often In-
terrupted the works, was the result of works In
new beanngs, In Western Siberia 1865 yielded
0°272 ton more gold than was obtained In 1864,
and almost twice us much ns wis produced in
1863, In the Ural distmet the production has
scarcely chapged of late years, From an ab-
senee of statistical docoments as to the produc.
tion of the State in the Ural district and in
Eastern Biberia, we can ooply, in order to form
an idea of the imporiance of its bearing:, adopt
a5 a minimum the average produoction of former
yenrs—ihat is,abont 1870 tons for the Ural group
and 2203 tons for Eastern Siberis, The tots!
production of gold in Russin was estimated at
nearly twenty-three tons in 1864, and a little
more than twenty-six tons in 1885."
