Exrpcurive Mawxsion, Wasmsagron, D, O
August 19, 1867.—~General:—I have received
our communication of the 17th Instant, and
ank you for the promptness with which you
have submitied your views respecting the as-
ments directed in my order of Lhat date,
en I stated, In my unofficla]l note of the
17th, that I would be pleased to hear any sug-
guﬁonsirou might deem necessary upon the
subject, it was not my (ntention L0 a8k from
you & formal report, but rather Lo lnvite a
verbal statement of any reason affecting the
public Inlerests which, in your opinlon, would
render the order inexpedient. Inasmuch, how-
ever, ns you have embodied your suggestions
in & writlen communication, It is propér that I
ehould make some 1y.

You earnestly u hat the order be not In-
sisled on, remarking that *it is nnmistalkcably
the expressed wish of the country that General
Sheridan shonld not be removed from bis pre-
sent command.” While I wm cognizant of the
efforts that have been mude Lo retain Genperal
Bheridan in command of the Fifth Military
District, I am not aware that the question has
ever besn submitied to the ple themsslves
for determination, It certalnly would be un-
Just tothe army to assume that, in the opinion
of Lthe nation, he alone is capable of commuand-
ing the States of Louisiana and Texas, and that,
were he removed, no other
f}suarol in the mililary sarvioe of the

vited Btates would be competent to fnll
his place. General Thomas, whom I have
designated his successor, is well known to the
Tnu{f Having won high and honorable
distinetion in the fleld, he has sinoe in the exe-
cution of the responsible dutiesof a department
commander exbibited groat abllity, sound dis-
cretion, and sterling patriotism, He bas not
failed, under the most trying clreumstances, to
enforoe the laws, Lo preserve peace and order,
10 enoonrage the restoration of elvil authority,
and to promote, a8 far as Emslnln & splrit of
reconcilintion. His adm nlstration of the
Department of the Cumberiand will certalnly
eomlrru most favorably with that of General
Sherldan o the Fifnk Military Distriot.

In assuming that 1t I8 the expressed wish of
the people that General Sheridan shouid not be
removed from hls present command, you re-
mark thal “this is & republic whore the will of
the people is the law of the lnnd,” and "beg that
thelr volce may be heard.” This Is indesd a
republie, based, however, upon & writien Con-
stitution, That Constitation is the combined
and expressed will of lhum:ple and thelr
volee |8 Iaw when reflee in the manner
which that lnstrumont prescribes. While one
of its provislons makes the President Comman-
der-in-Chief of the nrm{ and navy, another
requires that “he shall takoe care that the laws
befaitblally execuled.” Believing thata change
inthe command of the Fifth Milltary Distriot
I8 absolutely necessary for a falthiful exeoution
of the laws, 1 bave isstued the order whioh 1is
the subject of this correspondence; and in thus
exercising s power that Inheres in the Exeon-
tive, under the Constitntion, as Commandersln-
Chief of the militury and naval foreos, I am dis-
charging a duty required of me by the will
of the nation, as formally declared in the su-
préme luwof the land. By hilsoath the Execatiye
i polemnly bound, “to the bestof nis ablilty,
to preserve, protect, and defend the Constitu-
tion,” and although in times of great excite-
mentit may be lost to publie view, it s his
duty, without regard to the oonsequences 1o
himsall, to hold sacred and to enforece any and
all of Its provisions, Any other course would
lead to the destrnction of the repablie, for the
Conatitotion onee abolished, thers would ba no
Congress for the exerciss of leglsiatlive powers,
no Executlve to seée thal the laws are faitufally
executed, no} Judieiary to afford to the eltlzens
{wutu-tlon for Jife, limb, and property, Usurpas

ton would 1nevitably follow, and a despolism
be fixed npon the people In violation of their
combined snd expressed wiil,

In conclusion, I fall to percelve any “‘mili.
tary,” “pecunlary,” or “patriotie reagons' why
Lthls order shoald not be carried Into effoct, You
will remember thatl In the frst Instance [ did
not conslder General Bheridan Lhe most salta-
ble officer for the command of the Fifh Mili-
tary District, This bas strengthenad my con-
victions upon’ this point, and has led me to the
conclusion that patriotie considerations de-
mand that he should be superseded by an oflicer
who, while he will faithfolly execate the law,
will at the same time give more general satis-
faotion to the whole people, while and black,
North and South.

travel the Missounrl at  this LI
ol the yenr for pleasure. During the day the
thermometer ranges from ninety-five td one

hundies snd fve degrees In Lthe shade, and
when the sun bhas disuppeared 50 that we can
epjoy a little cool breeze, we are attacked by
milllons of mosquitoes, which render anyitlog
like sleep or comfort an utter tmpossib liey,
Aside from those small annoyances, everyihing
thus far his passed oll pleasantly. The time is
passed 1o reading, writlng, eard playlog, ele.,
and often In the evening the battles of the Iast
war are fought over again by the distingoished
military heroes, of whom we have several in
the party. Last evenlng General Barney enter-
tained an admiring erowd with incldents of his
pumerous Indian fights and experiences with
various chlefs during his long service on tue
froniier.,

Weare now within a few houra' ride of Sloux
City, the Inst place from which we can mail let.
ters until we arrive al the military posts, han-
dreds of miles above, We make about one
bundred miles per day, whleh will brlog us o
Fort Price In avout ten daye, On Friday, the
16th we reached Omalia, nud stopped for a few
hours in order Lo take the Lestimony ol Brevel
Major-General C, U, Augur, commanding the
Department of the Flalte, which embroces
nearly all the country inhablted by the north-
ern hostlle Indians, His report was made in
writing, but many important facts were allolted
by Benntor Henderson during the examinition,

General Augur stated that to make & sUCoEHs-
ful war agninst the Indians it would require a
force of one huundred thousand soldiers, and
then it would take a long time to wipe them
out. He Ix In favor of mnkin* peace with them,
if possible, but if not, of waging a war so vigor-
ously as to make them respect the power of Lhe
Government for all time to come. In réegard to
the causes which have led o the ontbrealk
among the Indians, and the continuance of the
game, he says:—

From all I ean learn the present Increased
state of bostility on the frontler 18 due to the
loeation of the routes of travel—raliroad and
Btage routes — without In the first iostanoce
having made a satisfactory arrangement with
the tri claiming the country through which
they pass. They see, a8 all mustl, that the sags
cessful establishment of all the routes now
clalmed as public routes would entirely unfit
the counlrr for a habitation for Indians, 'L he
country will fill with settlers, and the game be
entirely destroyed or driven away,

Herelofore, when this state of atfalrs existed,
there was, behind the Indian, other country to
which he could fiee and live, Soch Is not now
the case, The pushing out of seitiements from
the Paclfic const eastward cuts off thelr range
beyond the Hocky Mountailns. The various
rn?lroad. stage, and emigrant rontes now lald
out pass through all thelr desirable country Lhis
side, and thoy sce In the successful accomplish-
ment of the latter only their own ruin.

Within this department the most objection-
able routs is the one from the Platie river
country to Montans, This Ils the country they
are fighting for, and which they say they will
never %ve up as lonf as an Indlan lives. They
say if they do give It up it wiil soon involve
thelr destruction as a people, and they might as
well die fighting. Thixs s nndoubtedly the tone
and teeling of the northern Sloux, Thelr suc-
cesses in this country for the past year have
emboldened them, and with thelr present fesl-
ings I doubt If the really influential ohiefs can
bﬁﬁotten in even for negotintion; mueh less
wiil it be possible to Induce them o move lo
another country as a reservation,

For want of treops In this Department this
year milllary operations have n confined
entirely to protecting rallroad, stage, and tele.
grnph lines, and no hostile demonstrations

ave been made agalnst them ex@ept when at-
tacked or to repel depredations; so that this
present hostile sttitude s due entirely to our
oceupation of the Powder river conntry. I
huve never heard of them objecting to the
Union Pueoific Raliroand. As to the causa of
hostility of the southern Oheyennes, I have no
means of knowing, but have heard they do
ol jciul. {o the rallroad along the Smoky Hill
route,

As 1o a plan to pul a stop to Lhis Indian war,
there is no end (o the number suggested, The
ounly objection to most of them 18 that the In-
diaps will not agree to them, and, if the object
is to stop the war, any plan to effect it must of
course have thelr consent., The only plan I see
is o mest the ohiefs and Influsntial men, and
learn what will satisfy them, and then dsler-
mine whether the Government can afford to
zleld to thelr terms, If not they will have to

e whipped luto subjection—an alternative in-
volving much time, much money, and & good
mn;g more men than is now gnsrnlly sup-
posed necessary; for in addition to thalr gens-
ral lnclination and ecapacity for war the;
regard themselves now as in the “‘last (htch. :
and will fight with the tenacity of desperation.

On yestarday (Sunday) afternoon we reached
the first Indian setilement on the Missouri,
situsted about one bundred and seventy milss
above OUmaha, and fifty-five miles below Sionx
Clty. Hers ls located the Omaha Resarvation
and misslon, eatablished some twelve or fours
teen yoars ago by the Government forthis tribe
of Indians, The original grant conslsted of
elghteen by thirty-five ltLuure miles, bulglines
then about one-third has been cut off and glven
to the Winnebagoes, The country is mostly
level prairie, and capabie of enltivation without
Irrigstion, ime slx hundred acres are now
under eunltivation—itwo hundred with corn,

The Cyoaba tribe consists of thirteen bands,
with ten chiefs, They have been peaceful for
many years, and most of thom have become
partially eivillzed and self-supporting,

A largoe portion of the band are now out upon
A bunting excursion for the purpose of laylng
I thelr winter supply of buffala meat, The
bides of buffulo klled at this sesson of the year
they only use for making tents, Late In the
fsll thioy start agatn and kil for the robes, for
trading purposes, They travel on thelr huut
log excumsions many hopdred miles, and are
genernlly acoompanied by thelr aquaws to do
the work.

» Ona bhigh blufl, about a half n mile from the

river, i situnted the mission school. Heres we
saw somae fifiy ohildren betwesn the ages of five
and fificen. All of them could speak English

well, nud most of them ocould rvead as well as
thi: average of while children of the same .
They were all neally drossed, and ap, to
onjoy the visit of the distinguished strangers.
