Death af » Well-known Newspaper Man.
Mr. Putrick Kenn, of Richmond, Va., died
suddenly In that eity on Sunday afternoon lust,
Mr. Kean was probably one of the best known
newspaper reporters iu the SBouth, haviog con-
neeted mmucu with the profession upwards of
twenty years ago, as loeal editor of the Rich-
mond Whig. Subsequently, some years before
the bresking out of the war, he became the
Virginla correspondent of the New York Heraid,
and continucd bis connection with that journal,
with nn interval of the four years of ti.e Rebel-
Jion, 1ill the day of his death, As astenographic
reporter he had but few superiors, and obtained
some celebrily we 1he campaien reporter for
Hon, Jobn M, Botts, Willlam C. Rives, and other
Virginis politiclens. He was a man of grest
physionl endurance, and duriog the three weeks'
pecrot session of the Virginmia Convention of
16860, which passed the ordinance of sccession,
he nccomplished the fest of reporting the whole
proceedings, scarcely sveraging during the time
an hour's sleep to the twenty-four, Mr, Kean
wis nbout forty-two years of uge at the time of
his death,
