try, we exported less than one forwy-sath part,
@ altempt ol the agricultural States thirty
years since to establish the protective policy
and’ promote domestic manufactures was a
struggle to create such a dlyision of labor as
woulg aflord & home market for their products,
no louger in demand abroad, Tuoe markets in
the Bouthwest, now fo important, were then
quite Hmited, As the protective system, conpled
with internal improvements, il successfully ae-
complished, would ineviinbly tend to enhance
th:dplice of agricultural prodacts, while the tree
trade and anti-internsl improvement policy
would ss certalnly reduce their value, the two
£yslems were long considered so antagonistic
that the success of the one would sonnd the
kuoell of the other. SBouthern politicians remained
inflexible, and 1efused to accept any policy
except free trade, to the utter sbandonment
of the priveiples of prowectiou, Hesult-
ing from this, we have from Secretar

A nation oan no more buy
mnore than if sells withou! hecoming deeply in
debt and u!tl'mafc'.:’ bankrupt, than can_an indi-
gidual or famity! * * * ¢ = * There are
no longer slaveliolders in the Bouth wanting
cheap food for their staves, Their capital has
been exhausied 1o resisting the rightful powers
of the Government—ibe arislocratic classes are
impovenshed and the humble classes, both late
slaves and poor whites, have risen to the full
gtature of pisohood. And they of the South are
now proolaiming what their States are going to
do, ey purpose to revolutionize the oonntrr
sud do for themselves what they never would
it the manufacturers ol Awerlea or
o farmers of the North to do for themselves,
or their country~develope all their varied re-
gources, They can ralse wheat in every one of
the Bouthern Btates, It ripens in Texus and
Norihern Louisiana in April, They ire growing
parley, corn, in all their States. They are rais:
ing grain tllnlln year to compele with the North-
wesl. Investigntions ordered by the Confede-
rate Government show that in uisiana thoy
are richer in salts than any other Suate of the
Union; in Northern Louisiann the iron ore s
an impediment to agriculture, It tells them, of
thelr rich copper deposits, and, above all, that
they ean rafse wheal cheaper or more profitably
thun they can ralse coston, and that New Or-
leans ought to be the great grain city of the
