26, ~The Convention of
ex-United S1ater oflicers, soldjers, and ssilors
was oalled to order at 12 o'clock to-day by Major
L, L. Veuable, Clinirman of the Hxeoative Com-
mittee of the Officers’ nud Soldle s’ Asociation
of Riehmond, Norfolk, Portsmouth, Alexandrin,
Lyuchburg, Petersourg, Charlottesville, sod a
number of countics were represented.

vUn motion, Major Venable was appointed tem-
porary chuirman, aud s secretary was appolnted,
when the ehsirman inbroduccd the v. Mr.
Maul, ex Chuplain of (he 16th New Hampshire
Regiment, who opened the proceedivgs of the
Convention with prayer.

A comnitiee of ive was then appowmnted to ex-
amine credentinle and report whether the dele-
gates pre ent were entitled to seate. Mr. Porter,
of Norfolk, and two ex-enhisted men, one of
whom wus o colored man, were added to the
committee.

The commltiee reported General H. H, Wells,
of Alexandria, for President, and the usual num-
ber of Vice-Presidents and Secretaries,

On taking the chair, General Wells sard:—

filled by Admiral Tegethofl Before Mo«
celving Them—Instruoitions to Gensral
Kacobedo Previous to the Execution,
The following officinl correspondence is taken
from the Mexico Diaro Ofieial of Eeptember 9:

MINLMTER TEJADA TO MESSRE, PALACIO AND DE LA
TORRE,

Mexico, Bepl, 4. —Mewsrs, Mariano Riva Pals-
clo and Rafael Marunez d¢ Ia Torre, who acted
#8 counsel Jor the Arcugure Muximilian of Aus-
irla, presénted themselved yesierday av tals
minlstry and stated that the Viee-Admiral Tege-
thofl, of the Austrian Navy, bad arcived o
Mexico and wished to hold an Interview with
the Minister for Forelgn Affairs, The Viee-Ad.
mirel appeared to-day, accompanied by Messrs,
Palacio and De is Torre, al the hour appointed,

The Vice-Adwiral mukes known that he has
come o Mexico to request of the Government of
the republic permisston to take the moril re-
mains of the Acchdoke Maximilian to Aasiria.
The Minister tor Foreign Allaiis replied that he
would submit enid petition to the President of
the republic. but betore taking it into considera.
tion be would hke that the Vice-Admiral
would be pleased fo state in what cnaracier
he presented himsetf, The Vice-Aamiral
auswered that when bis journey to Mexigo
was decided upon, It was thought that it
would Pirue the Government of the republic
better for him uwot to come with suny offic:al
misslon irom the government ol Austris, batsim-
;:tl(yI with a private commi=sion from the inmily,
who outof atfection and lamily piety nutumu‘y
withied to obtain possession of the Archduke’s
mortal remains, For this reason Le¢ had come
mercly with a private commlission from the
Archanke's mother, and his brother, the Em.

eror of Austria. In reply to the Minster for
*oreign Affairs, he further added that he had
eun?!y received a verbal commission from the
family of the Archduke; but that, if it were
necessary, ho was willing to give a written state-
ment that lie had come for the purposes already
mentioned, The Minister for Forewn Affaire
repeated that he would subinit his request to
the President of the republic, and would be
able to make kpown his determination on the
followling day. 8, Lerpo pE TrrADA.

On the 5th fnst. ViceA-dmiral Tegethoff, ac-
companied by Messrs, Palacio and De la Torre,
returned (o the ministry and recelved the fol
lowing reply:—

MINISTER TEJADA TO ADMIRAL TEGETHOFF,

Baron Lago, who acted as Austrian Charge
d’Admires near the Archduke; Baron Magnas,
who acted as Minister of Prossia, and Dr. Bach,
family physician of the Archduke, some time
ago aske rmiesion to remove thie mortal

ains of Maximilian, The Government re.
plied to all three that it had reasons for not
acceding to their request, This mpl‘v wans given
becanse Government thought that its duty re-
quired that, previong to determiniog whether
permission shall be allowed to remove the Arch-
duke's remains to Aaqstria, either an official
document of the Austrian Government, or
an express authority from the Arch-
duke’s family requesting the Repubtican
Government to dellver the remaius, should be
submitted to the consideration of Government,

Although Vice-Admiral Tegethoff, by reason
of his socinl poesition in Austria and his personal
merlts, is deservine of conslderation on the part
of the Mexican Government, the latter caynot
declde to grant him permission to remove the
Archduke’s remains, sesing that he has brought
with him no credential fuldlling either of the
above two requisites deemed imperative in the
case, The President of the B.eKuhllc has autho-
rized the Mmister for Forelgn Affalrs to inform
Vice-Admiral Tegethofl that when elther of sald
requigites shull be satisfied, whetler by an
official document from the Austrian Govern-
ment or 0y an express authority from the family
requesting the Archdoke’s remaing, the Goyern
ment of the Republic will be dispo-ed to permit
their removal to Austria out of a due regard to
the natural senfiments of piety that prompt
such & request, The Government, out of the
sume sentiments of piety, has, in the iaterim,
ordered that the remains be embalmed, en-
tombed, and cared for with all the decorom due
to a departed being, B, Lesno ve TEIADA.
ORIGINAL INSTRUCTIONS OF THE MEXIOAN GOVERN~

The following are the fustructions that were
forwarded to General Fscobedo, wn regard to
the remains of Muaximiliun, Mirasmon, and
Meja—

gax Luis Porosr, June 18, 1867.—Generml
Mariano Escobedo, Queretaro: —Permission has
been asked of the Government lo remove. the
remains of Maxinnlian to Europe, atler the exe-
cation. This has not been granted; but en
acconpt of smid petition the Premdent of the
republic haé ordered thut you be governed by
the following instructions:~

First. Alter the execution, £hould any of the
relatived of Don Migoel Mizdmon or Don Tomas
Mejin request their remuins, you &hall at once
allow them to takegpossession of thdm.

Second, You slone sghall take the praper
mensures regarding the remains of Maxfioiliau,
and .0t allow any one else to take any measures
in relatidn thereto,

Third. You sbhall¢ake the precaution to haye
coftin® of zine and wood made to contain the
remulns of Maximilian, and also of Don M.
Miramon and Don T, Mt:_ha. in Gase the relatives
of these last do pot clalm them,

ourth. Should any'onerequest permlission to
euibalm or inject the remiins of Maximilian, or
do AnyLthing*®lse that you may deem proper, jou
shall réfuse them permission; but in euch case
ou ehall take measures to-have it done yourself
n due time, having care that it be done by
sxloans on whom you can rely, and that all
things be done fin & decorou: manner for we-
count of the Government. You shall not refase
Joretgners permission to bo present.
« JFifth, %r the execution you shall take eare
of Maxiniflian, and of the others also, If their
relntives do vot claim them, everything being
done with that decornm due after justice hus
been sutisfied. )

Hixth. You shall have the remnins of Maxi-
milian deposited in o becomiog and safe place,
under guard of the aulhorities,

Seventh, At the entombment of the remains
of Maximllian, aud of the others, in case their
relatives do not ¢lalw them, you shall see Lhuy
the customary religious ceremoulss be per
formed, 8, Lenoo pi Trsava.

THE INDIAN WAR.

Bpeech of General Sherman—The Indinns
Threatensd with Death if They do Not
Moke Penco—Disgust of a Savage Chilef
—Memarks of Senntor Heanderson—He-
plies of the lndians,

Noxra Prarrs, bept. 20.—The second pow
wow with the Swoux Indians bas just breen con-
cluced, lasting several hours, sud witnessed by
a large crowd ol inlerested specialors,

As the specohes of General Sherman and
Senator Henderson are directly to the point-in
queetion and cover the whole grouad, I have
given them 1o tull, as well as the replies of the
principal chiels. They scemed great!y impressed
with the words spoken 10 them, and were appa-
reatly satisfied 1o wdopt the wishes of the Com-
missioners, Geoeral Sherman opened the coan-
cil as follows:—

GENERAL SHE"MAN'S APEROH,

Friende:—We have hearidl your words, and have
thonght of them ull night, and now give you our ao-
SWerk, You tell us thst the vullding of ths rallrosd up
the Smoky HIl and the wagon 1oad by Powder river
are the prioncipal causes of ne prosent irouble. The
governinent soappo-es the Smoky HIL rond
agreed on by the Cheyennes and Arnpalices,
did own that country more than four years sgo,
and it has been travelied by stages and Wagons ever
since, Military posts and mell  stalioos  wera
bulit there more Lian two years ago, sud this
wus nol Lben connidered a canse of war. Toe Govern-
meut thought tbe bullding of an lron romd thera to
you would be pothiog more, but to us I muoch more
conveolent and rupld, aoud it Is very necesaary for
our people who live In New Meslcoaud Cn prado,
apd it will be bullt, We are o mest the Cheyennes
next month on the Arkaoses, and 1t we learn that
they ure dawaged py whis rallroad we will makae
them compeussiion; ont the rosd must be bullt, and
you muust pot Interfers with It Tohe Powder river
rond we establisbied lasi year for the purpose of haal-
g flour, coffee, and sugar to our people who sre
d:nlng kold In Moniuns, No while settlements
have been made wiong the road, nor does the
truvel there disturb the bulfalo, nor does (b de-
stroy the elk and antelopes. The Indiaus were

eriniited to huut them aa usual, Toeo Great Urand-
