It conld not
oosl less than two or threes milllon doliars In
ship-houses, dry-docks, aud other structures
now In the old yard, which would have to be
abandoned. Thus the gift of the Lland wounld be
dear, and séill dearer $2,000,000 were aedded to
the gift towards filling i for use, Most of the
lhlr carpenters smployad In the yard now
reside In Kenslnfmn. nearly eight miles dis-
tant from the Island, where they would son-
tinue, as Government work ls not safllelently
regular or remnnerative Lo Induce a permanent
removal.

I am nas earnost as any Phila-
delphian in the desire of the loeatlon of a flrst-
cinss yard, but 1t 18 my daty, impelled by the
same feelings which you have, Lo state Lo you,
a8 a poblie man, 1t will cost at least four million
aollars to fit Leagune Island for the least effi-
clency as compnred with the present yard, If
you add foundrles, eto., that will be an addi-
tional expense, which I will not underiake to
eslimale,

The present yard may be extended for about tivo
hundred and fifty thowsand dollars, and provide
all the ground necessury now and hereafler with
oul disturbanee or delay. 1 am ready to give fur-
