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THE LAST COUNCIL-BOARD IN THE
SOUIHERN CONFELERACY.

It bas been: genernlly writien aud conslderad
that the Hontﬁrm Confederacy perished in n
very uninteresting manner; that it was no drea-
matio catasrrophe such as i genvratly supposed
o termingate the grent games of war and em-
pire. Itis true, there was no fnil =cene of arms
commensurate wiith the spaco and action ol the
war=uo great and multitudinooas bettle to mark
and Mumioate the end of o empire tha' more
than half a million bayouets had ouee borne on
thelr croet of steel, It was the Hat conclusion,
the termination alwost without interest or
dignity of a great contesly the inspiration
and ‘vitality ol whien, on one side, had bean
apont long betore the tinai stroke of arms
revealed the emptioess of the suracturve wwl
Prought 1t to the dusy, The conclusion, indeel, |s
the most curlous part of the history of whe Inte
war, Al avingle nflnir on the Pesersbarg line:,
that took plnee iu the hours of a spring moin
ing, the casunlies ol which were counted by
hundreds, the whele struetore of the Southern
Confederacy gave way—the great decorons pil-
inr of Virginia, wreathed with victories, lell,
and then the broad and grand mililary sections,
one by one; the gepartment ol the Oprolinag
and Georgin, commanded by Johuston, the
Bouthwesters States, commanded by Tavlor, the
Traps-Mississippl, commanded by Smith, thoss
last almost without » teial ol armid, or & single
iocident of real and determined condlict, A
mighty empire passed awany ns the baseless tabrie
of a dteawm, The gates of Richmond, in the
approaches to which more than hull a million
men had strogeled, in sipht ol which baules ol
bloodiest volume had beéen foueht, until the very

and about it had been kpeaded with buman
mh. at Just were pen Lo the enemy, without
¢éven & sentingl to challenge the insolent iu-
waders., Forty Mussnchuseris cavaleyuen, with
out let or hindrance, rode into its slreeis, and
planted thelr galdons on the capitol, 1t was
as the end of that empire which tue bistoriin
Gibbon has described us quickly snd geandiy
founded Dr Riengi, “‘the last of the Romun
Tribunes;” which ascended wnd lucreused to
the astonished guaze of masukind uutil tue vidn
inflated Tribune brandished his sword to the
four parts of the world, exelaiming, *“This, too,
1s miney” but which, at last, enecrvated by mis-
government and debauched by purty, perisbed
miserably as in a night, *‘at the head of one
hundred and tfty soldiers, the Count of Minor-
bloo introduced himsell into Rowe, barricaded
the quarter of the Colouna, and loaud the eu-
terprise aa ensy as it had seewed lmpossible.
From the first alnrm the bell of the Capitol in-
cessantly tolled; but, instead of repmicing to the
well-known sound, the people were gilent nud
insctive; and the pusilianiwous Rienzi, deplor-
ing their ingratitude with sighs and tears, abdi-
t:l{cd the government and palace of the re-
public.”

The fall of Richmond was the fatal evon! of
the Confederuoy. The black banuer which the
smoke from its conflagration set in the sky
signalled from the Polomuc to the Mississippm
the end of the war, the despair and submission
of the Bouth. It was under thatsign that the

of General Lee commenced 1t: tollsome
retreat, and the train of officials set out to find
gome theatre of the war beyond Virginla, some
remnant of a governwment, the anoibiluvion of
which they had oot yet tully realized. We
have sald that in these last painfol days of the
Confederacy there was bat ltule of dramatic
scene to beighien nod adorn the last act of tne
tragedy. No grand eatustrophe mounted the
stage., A ftatiered and travel-stwined army
moved through the woods nod on blind romds,
with stragehing, distressed traios, 118 marcu
dotted with dead aod famished soldiers, until
broken dowu by tou and hunger, it quietly surs
rondered, and, with & mere instrament of
writing, laid down its "arms at Appomittox
Court House. Richmond Lad been deser od
without & conlercuce; there hud been no tanl
gcone at the couneil board, no high debate, no
official apeech or ingpirntion tast could pro-
perly mark the great historicsl anterest of e
event. It was & vulzar tumult in which the
Contederate capital had been abandoned, Tame
and unworthy weie the lust duys of un empire
whose prowess bad once challenged the adwi-
ration of the world, whose nrms biad twiee
enotrated the enemy’s territory, whose two
undred eannon bad beliowed for peace on the
heights of Geujyeburg, whosa enmp-tires hmd
mote than once heen highted in the vecy lore-
ground of Washiugion.

But in this poverty ol sconery and ipeident in
which the Boutliern Conloderuey pecished, there
was yel one remarkuple intrview or counol
which bhas herctolore been lost Lo the carcent
and popular histories ol the wav—aseens whieh,
thoueh takmg place on a small sod obscore
theutre, veiled romn public knowledge, s of -
tense diamatic interest, and 14 lkely yet to fue-
nish the last illowinsted page to some artiitic
histonian of the war, wbo, like Macaulay, shall
produce the very imuges of the past slung with
the record of events, It was the last interylew,
the last conference of Jeffereon Davis and his
officers. It took place in o little town in South
Caroling: it was known only to the few men
who assenibled there with thelr fugitive clial;
yot it was properly the last seepe of the war's
great drowa. At bad o gigoliy that bad oot yet
appearad iu the doul chapter of misfortans, and
it is memorable alike for 8 arlistic eifects and
its historical mportatico,

The ex-President of the Confederacy hLad
lgencd b Dunville, Virginia, an ingentous and
sanguine proclnmation, which possibly might
have aroused his counuymen to further alforts
in the war, had uot the effusion becn cnecked
by the news of General Lee's surrender. This
eveut appeared to delermine the lust bopes of
the Foushern people, 10 conviuoe them that
further prosecution ol the war was useless, and
even oﬂuﬂnnl in & frofless consumption of
buman life. Not =0 with Mr, Davis, He was
remarkable for & sanguine temperament; he
had thst disposition, &t ouce imperioos and

» Which, demunding that all things must
be a» it wishes, believes them so; sud what the
world thought the swollen bousts of u desperate
and falling leader were really the glncere llo-
#lons of w proud man who never, indeed, fully
reahzed the extremity of his cause until “the
fron entered bis soul” in the casemates of For-
tress Momree. In bis strungely deliberate and
letsurely retzeat through the Carolipas, he had
not appeared for a moment to realize that he
wis & fugltive, and he looked with complaceney
upon the disordered fragmenta of the ariny that
had gathered on the line of bis fight, sod that
pursued it with & vague and uncertain deglen,

An officer who wis constunily in hls company
in what might be thought days of snguish and
despair 1o the fallen ehiel, teatifies: —“Mr, Davis
was apparently untouched by any of the de-
morahezation which pravailed—he was affable,
d}?med, and looked the wery personifieation
of high and updsunted cournge.” He yel
alstod that the cause was not lost, althoaeh Les,
bad surrendered, ulthough Johnston had foried
his banpore without & battle, and slthough ail
thil was vlsible of the ereal armies thar hal
ﬂw from Rlchimond to Augusta, on the doml-
n lines of tho war, were the less than one
thousand aoldiers, lingments of brigades, thal
assembled around hiw ul Abveville, Soath Caro-
lina, when be peused there for o fual council
with his generals,

this delusion, yet admirable and sublime, The
ex- at retused (o read the word **fuilurs,”
which the publie bad prouounced against him,
and which he might Linve seed written o the
faces of the elouched nud dispirited soldiors wiho

yet attended him. His glitlering eye was not
yot quenclied; hiv eluckened nerves were strung
up with & new resolation and hope; he wiw

practising thut most difficuit art of lie, which
maintaios even manners in sudden ndversily,
and with the tralped gambier's steady chalienge,
coolly aud deliberutely trica the last resouree o
fortabe. But even that Jast regource was denled

1t wns
4 plain, vpantwons jodement; the war could
not succoed, and should not be prolonged; thoy
conld not nsk their men o sirugele neainst o
fute which wus inevitable, and forfeil all nopes
ol re toratlon to thelr booies aud elends: bob
they would Insist that their hopor was inyolved
My srenuring the eseape of Mr, Davig, and for the
uecomyp ishment of this object they would risg

“No'! no!” exclmmed the unhappy chief, in
sesionate acccnis; 1 will bear of vo plan
which has for its object only my safety.” Then
spenking slowly ana bitterly, with a deep and
teariul ehange scttling on his countenance, he
gutd;—*All bopeis gone! Alas | that I should
gou the day wheu all the (riends of the Ssuth
are prepared to consent to herdepradation.” He
faltered, and sat down In silenca; every one in
the room respected bim oo much to reply.

Presently, without even a gesture of conrteous
retivement, without any acknowledgment of the
compnny whatever, e rose o leave tho room;
tind 1t was obeerved thut he had Jost his erect
cartinge und detinnt ports. A welght of years
appeared 1o have suddenly fallen on the stricken
sullerer. The eves were uneasy in the pale,
pinched face; and so unoertain and totering
was his step that General Breckioridge moved
to Liis side, and, giving him his arm, supported
bim from the room. Not 4 siugle wora wus
spoken.
