These reactioniats are
ptout admivers of the New York HNerald. Ben-
nett s their prophet, their organ, their mouth-
plecs. They are accustomed to feel his pulse
with muol anxiety; and when it beats high,
they endeavor to lash themselves into a fary.
Now to this numerons olass of voters
we have a few words to say by way of
advice. They shonld know that thay stand in
great danger of proving themselvee false to
their oherished theory of reactions. California
reacted most amazingly, but it was in conse-
quenoce of the corrnption which had crept into
the connsels of the Republican party of that
Btate, whereby thousands of voters had no
ohoice save between the Demooratio candidates
and professed Unionists who were resking
with the spoils of the lobby. Between the two
borns of this dilemma they chose to remain
away from the polls, the Democrats, in conse-
quenos, oarrying the election by default, to
the nltimate benefit and profit of the Repub-
lican party of the State.
