by the Senate. Such & prooweding wonld be
unconstitutional, unprecedentsd, and fall of
peril to the futore of the republio. It would
establish a precedent by which a political
party, dominant lor the moment in Congress

could always get rid of an obunoxions Exsou-
tive, aud upon #ll the patroonge and
power which helong to that office.

ut the House of Representativea has a
right to impeach the President, and Cong:
has the power, by a two-thirds majority, to
pass a luw suspending him from office.  That
right and that power, if exercised in aceord-
ance with constitutional forms, will be sus-
tained. That law, il thus passed, will be
obsyed. It may nol be constitutional —in our
indgwent it wonld not be—Dbul the President
has no authority (o regist it on that acoount.
The Exeoutive is not the tribunal to whioh the
right of annulling Inws that may bs wneonsti-
tutional liss been confided., It may be incon
venient—it may be of great detriment to the
public welfare to submit to the law until it
can be brought befors the propsr tribunul for
revision—hut that caunot be helpad. Vary
many of the forms required by the Constitu-
Lion involve more or legs of inconvenignoe
and of damage to fmportant interests: bot
they involve loss than would be incurred by
their violation.

The experience of the lust war ought to have
made it elear to everybody, that the prople of
this country will not tolerate an appeal to
force againit law in auy case, or us 4 remedy
for any wrong. The South especially onght to
understand this thoroughly. Thay tried it,
under the most favorable olronmstances, with
the most powerful support they can ever hope
for, with greater unity of sentiment and of
aotion than they can aver again expect, with
the moral support, at the oulset, of the party
at the North which had controlled the Goyvern
ment for twenty years, aided by the sympathy
of all the great foreign powers, and thus en.
abled to ralge monsy and keep great armies in

enthusiasm, men., By this time the insgy-
gents have no deonbt been so dtrongly ra-
inforced that the Roman Government will
hesitate to renew the attack. For it iz not
only in Viterbio that it is menaced. The rova-
ltion 18 ready to bredk forth in Civita Ve
chida, In Velletri, in Frosinone, [t
thronghout the Mope's dominions, aud iz no
wlhere more powerful than in Rome itsalf,
The parrison cannot be concentrated in Viterho
withont wenkoning the defenses of
Halnets, and in the capital the presenoy
of an army 15 indispensable.
