wanis of the people torgencrutions o come,

The sluggishness of the sleenin gave an oppor-
luuil.g for all objectionable wntiers to setile 1o
the bottom, while the Inrge quantitios of sal-
phuric acid irom the winlug districte, mising
with the waler coming from n limestona rogion,
rendered the water exgoeding! ; pure, The re-
port. alter giving the guanuty of water an-
pually furnlehed by the rivor, the numper of
inlnbitants to be supplicd sl present, and the
probable number for the nexi /Ly yeArs, recoms-
mends the buliding of more reservoirs for the
slorage of water 1o bu wsed in seasons of great-
est demmud, and m the avent of aeoidents to the
works: also, the extendion ol the Park to the
Wisuhilckon, 20 a» 1o prevent the ereotion of
munulactories, eie., wlowe tie stream of the
river, from the Wissshickon 10 some point bolow
Falrmount dam.  The report was nocepted, and
it will be laid belors Counciis.

Mr. Theodore Cuyler, chuivamn of the Com-
mittee on Plans, niso submbited u valuable re-
port, staling that “the procervation of the purity
of ithe water supply of the city of Philadelphin
18 declared in the act of Assombly to be one of
the chief objects of the Park” The ground
proposed to be embraced in (s Park the Com
misgion think absolutely necessary to earry out
the objects of the wct of Assemibly, aud also
give 1o the citizens of Philudelphia a Park not
ouly noble in s proporiions, but pecalincly
adrpted for the purpose, and can be embellishet
ol a far less cost than that of any other great
I'mrk of which the Commissiou hinve any know-
edge. The Park proposed will contaln over
twelve hundred acres, Ineluding the water sur-
fuce, nud over six buudred ncres of it slremdly
belongs to the city, A broad carringe road on
both sides of the river, as fur up as the Wissn-
bickon, s also one of the propositions contained
in the report,
