It is not the first time

that the Head of the Church has been driven
from Lis seat om the Beven Hills, but it is the

Jirst time that he has been exiled by the action of
the people. Kings before now have driven him
away, but the ochange of a dynasty has
restored him; but the organizationof a republio
at Rome, suoch as is now contemplated, will pre-
olude sternally all chance of his restoration, The
great power of the Church is founded on
ita traditions. There lingers around the Vicar
of Christ, seated in the palace in which his
predecessors have sat for eighteen hundred
yoars, & halo of traditional sanctity well calou-
Iated to impress both the learned and the igno-
rant, The power of the Church is to a great
extent based on this traditional grandeuar of
the Holy See. If the charm be broken mow,
and the head of all that jmpressive system be
driven an exile from his palace, the whole
faith and power of the people will be shaken.

And It seems as though his days of power
were numbered. If we can rely on accounts
furnished ns, the armies of the people are
closing in on the city, and its capture is not
improbable. For this the Pope must to a great
extent thank himself. The provinces of the Sse
have for years been the worst governed of any
Europe. Theautoorat of Russia exercises a mild
sway when compared with that of all the car-
dinals and priests in the Pontifical States. The
result is natural, and the popular dissatisfac-
tion closes against Pio Nono all hope of help at
home, while France seems willing to see him
flee from the Vatican. The lesson is instruotive.
It was Clovis, Pepin, and Charlemagne who
made Stephen II and Innoceunt III, and it is
their successor who now lets Pins IX be

Reconstruction and the Right of Sufirage
SoME persons seem lo supposs that the S
grossional plan of recomstruction, which s
now worked oud with suoh favorsbls
restlts in the late Rebel communities, ls in-
consistent with the ides of allowing each Btate
to regulate the subjeot of suffrage for tself.
We hear and resd & great deal of vapid de-
of Congress for forcing negro suf-
upon the Rebel States. All this is very
wide of the truth. The Congressional plan of
reconstruotion is not in the slightest degree
inoonsistent with allowing each State to regu-
late the suffrage for itself, as it may see fit.
Congress, in the work of reconstruotion, is
not dealing with States. 1t is dealing with com-
munities whioh were once States, but which
lost their Governments through revolution. It
ia enabling the people of those communitiea o
reorganize themsslves into States. To do this it
is necessary, as a starting point, to determine
what persons in each community shall take a
part in the proposed work, or, in other words,
who shall exerolse the right of suffrage. Now,
what rule shall Congress go byt All the
native-born or naturslized people of thesé com-
munities are oitizens of the United States.
How shall Congress disoriminate between
them ! By what right ahall it select one and
exclude another?! By what right shall it
exolude any oitizen? If it select a por-
tion of the people, and commit to them the
politioal power in organizing the new State, to
the exclusion of others, it poisons the very
fountain-head of the State with the pollution
of oligarchy, It is manifest there is but one
equitable and safe rule to go by, and that is to
admit to the ballot-box every citizen of the
United Btates. Congress has no more right to
exclude the blacks than it wounld have to ex-
clude the whites, It can know neither black
nor white, The Constitation knows no such
distinotions, It can only recogmize citizens.
Any one oan gee that this ia not forcing either
negro suffrage or white suffrage upon States.
It is merely establishing the political com.
munity, in its earliest stages, according to
the only constitutional and equitasble role by
which Congress can act. How these commau.
nities, after they shall have organized them-
salves into States and shall have been admitted
into the Union, will regulate the matter of
suffrage, is altogether unknown. That i8 a
matter beyond the purview of Congress, and
with which it does not attempt to interfere.
When, therefore, Congress is charged with
forcing negro suffrage upon Stafes, the charge
is false. When it {s charged with interfering
with the right of suffrage in the States, the
charge is also false. Congress is enabling the
people of the BSouthern communities to
organize themselves into States, and in so
doing it adopta the only constitutional rule of
suffrage it could adopt to regulate their
action until they become States. After that,
Congress does mot attempt to interfere with

Emperor Napoleon, it iz said, has molved1
to Intervene immediately for the
ment of the Roman question, bul without
acting any longer in comjunction with the
Italian Government; while the Yaris Monitewr, |
the organ of the French Government, violently
assalls the Italians, charging them with viola- |
ting the laws of nations, disregarding treaties, ‘
and fostering a dangerous spirit of republi-
canism in Italy.

Thege are evidently Intended as premoni-
tory symptoms of what the Government o
Fraunoe desires, and are rather a feeling of the
pational pulse than any express declaration
of upalterable determination. Thereis more
than ome party, however, to be consulted
before the decision of the French Emperor ¢an |
bo of any weight. It remains to be seen
whether the Itallan Government will
submit to be unceremoniously set aside in
the fina) settloment of this Roman question.
The sentiment of the [tallan people is so
unanimously in favor of taking possession of
Rome, that the Government of Victor Emanuel
will fiud it a difficult matter to avoid a con-
test. It remains, too, to be seen what course
Prussia will take. When Italy lately signi-
fled her degire to be relieved from the Beptem-
ber treaties, Prossia was sald to favor her
wishes. It hardly admits of doubt that a
georet treaty exista between Italy and Pros-
sin, and that Pruszsia, if the hour of trial
comes, will not fail to powerfully support her
recent ally In the great war with Austria.

The desire of Frauce just now is peace;
and rather than eacrifice pesace in an un-
popular oause, and bring about a war with
Europe, the wily Bmperor will let Ilig Holiness
geek, in muy other quarter of the globe, a
refuge from his enemies. Whether France
really intends anything depends on Prussia,

A Matter of Great Moment.

Tur lordly metropolitans of New York are
much given to sneering at the lack of enter-
prise which Philadelphia displays in mauny
spheres of social and commercial life. And
although these sneers proceed from a very
manifest and very improper iil-feeling and
lack of sympathy, they have some justifioa-
If the people of our city could
be made to realize this last fact fully, we are
guite sure that they would set themselves
earnestly to the task of applying the onmly
effective remedy—a thorough and immediate
reformation. On many points, however, New
York stands mute in our presence. When
the subject of population is broached, she has
nothing to say, for it is an inocontestable fact
that in this respect the Quaker City is the first
on the continent. In the department of manu-
faoctures, likewise, we are clearly and incon-
testably in the advance, and are exoeeded only
by the marvellons whirl of London, Acsord-
ing to the latest and most acourate figures at
our command, the gross earnings of our dif
ferent manufacturers amount annually to the
enormous sum of §136,000,000, In thirtean
leading branches of manufactures, there.is
pow invested in this city a oapital of
$12,692,108, while New York has invested in
the same branches only #3,362,470. In the
following table is given a comparison batwaen
the two clties:—

All this is greatly to our credit, and a matter
of legilimate congratulation. But we ghould
not allow the truthful atory told by the figures
to go uo further in our behall; and we cannot
attempt to conceal the fact that, as soon as Wwe
get beyond the limits of manufactures, we
encounter nothing that is satisfactory. In the
itemn of foreign and constwise commerce We
cannot, of course, expect to rival the oity of
New York, whose peouliar geographical posi-
tion will render it the great central mart of
the country for centuries to come. But in
this respect we should hold our own, and keep
pace with the rapid strides which we have
taken in population, and thiz we have not
done, as the fgures incontestably prove. Thus,
the total value of our foreign exports during
the year 1860 amounted to but #17,013,901;
and wlthough this showed a gratifying increase
of mearly fity per ocent. on the ex-

28,010,872, During the two deoades from
1880 to 1800, our exports had munk to a very
insignificant igure, ranging betwoen $3,354,043
In 1643, and $8,544,501 in 1847, In the matter
of foreign imports, we can exhibit & muoh
betler record in « The first yoar
reported ia that of 1821, whén the amount was
#5,168,022. In 1820 the total imports had in-
oreased to $106,041,707, and the amount con-
tinued for many years to exeeed £10,000,000,
but in 1843 had fallen as low as $2,760,630.
From that date to 1854 there was a steady im-
provement, the forsign imports of the latter
yonr amounting to 21,350,306, Then fol-
lowed a gradual decrense, the amount fall-
ing to §6,280,680 in 1863; aftsr which
oame & gteady improvement, the amount
of last year, $13,605, 605, showing an increase
of over fifty per cent. on the previous year.
These figures, although they have been
bronght before the public 80 often, are atill of
the greatest posaible intereat to our people,
and should be continually borne in mind,
that they may be excited to an earnest effort
at maintaining the honor and prosperity of
our oity. Bat, although we canunot reasona-
bly bope to vie with our neighboring rival in
the matter of forelgn exports and imports,
our geographical position is such that we
ghould approach it, at least, in the branch of
coastwise commerce. For one thing, Phila-
delphia should be one of the great grain cen-
tres of the continent, our fucilities by rall and
waler for success in this department of snter-
prigse being unexcelled even by those of New
York. And yet we are obliged to eonfess the
mortifying fact that nol one pound of the large
wheat orop which was harvestad in the South-
ern seaboard States during the past summer
found its way to Philadelphia. We were in
ample and uninterrapted communioation with
both Charleston and Savannah, by water as
well as by railroad; but the wheat which
found its way into the latter city as its ship.
ping point had been purchased ina mass by
the agenta of New York merchants, long
before any effort was made by us to
gooure & single bushel. This is but a
single instance of the apathy which is exhi-
bited by our commercial community, and
similar instances could be multiplied until our
very shame would bid ns pause. At this mo-
ment, the entire South is overrnn with mes-
gengers from the great honses of New York
and Baltimore, engaged in an earnest and
commendable rivalry to secure the first fruits
of a restoration of peace and industry. The
harvest will, indeed, be rich, and well worthy
of their most zealous garnering. But we
greatly fear that Philadelphia is not doing her
whole duty to herself by presenting claims to
commercial intercourse with this section of
the conntry which are certainly equal to, if
they do not excel, those of Baltimore and New

The Sunday Liquor Law that Fernando
Wood Signed,

Tne Democrals endeavoring to make partisan
capital out of the Sunday Liquor law in New
York city, the friends of temperance and good
order have called attention to the fact that
Sunday traffic in"intoxicating liquors has been
prohibited by State and municipal laws for
more than two hundred years, and that in
18556 such a law received the signature of
Fernando Wood, Mayor. The following is the
