On con.-
demsing the vapor of this air, and submitting
it to microscoplc examination, he found it
with bacteria (B. terma), vibriones,
and monads, the latter belng of the form of
a pointed oval. He then examined the vapor
collected from the onter atmosphere and kept
for forty-eight hours, and though it presented
a few bacteria and vibriones, it contained no
monads.
