The stroggle has boen
arduons, sud the result doubtful; for the
wealth and sovial power of the Siste wers
noarly all againgt ng, The press was agalost
U, pitterly,  furiously, venomously. Hyen
the Richmond 1Whiyg, which would be Repub
Hoan i It durst, was coerced iuto supporting
the ‘‘conservative’’ tivkel at last, Probably
pot alx journals in all, and they mainly new
ones, stood nnflinchingly by the Rspublican
colors, whild®ixty or eighty were doing thsir
ntmost 1o defeat a Conventlon and to alect
ifgonporvatives’’ thereto.  The leading organ
of the reaction ecalled lustily on those whites
who employéd blagks to discharge every one
who shonld vote the radicsl tickuet; yet ninety-
nige in every bundred oolored voters would
vota no other, and nineteen of every twenty
would not be deterred from voting, And thas
gvery district which had & majority of colored
volers on ite registry, with aeveral others, has
chiosen radlenls w the Convention, giving us
a clear majority of at least twenty delegatas,
aud t‘li”\"“]j; tha Conve ution }I.\' ovar len
thongand—perhaps by twenty thonsand —Re-
publican majority. The white prepounderance
over the blacks in the Htate excesds twenty
tiovsand men, of whom not more than six
thousand are disfrapcbised for cousplonous
tredson by the Reconstruction acts, and thess,
we trugt, will, upon giving evidencs of pre-
sent loyalty, soon be restored to all the rights
of freemen,

It ig instructive to nota that the most radi-
onl counties and districts are those which, in
the times now happily past, wers the strong-
holds of slave-driving Democracy. Halifax,
Brouswick, Mecklenburg, Lonisa, Caroline,
ete. elo, were Democratic Gibraltars, when
none but slavelolders and their white satel-
lites were volers; but now that the laboring
clags also vole, they are oitadels of radicalism,
I\'.c_l-'l(in;:lmn:. Shenundoah, Pags, Warren, eto.,
whioli were Democratic withont being prepon-
derantly slaveholding, constitute the only
notable exceptions to the general rule. We
may joyfully expeot to gee the d stricts hereto-
fore represented iu Congress by Meade, Goode,
Dromgoole, and other vehemently pro-slavery
fanatics, henceforth honoring and blessing the
republic by =ending to her connoils apostles of
liberty snd equal rights for all.

And it wil{ be found that the Convention
fust elected §8 not only radical, but, in the
truest sense, conservative also. We did hope
to zee Governor Plerpont’s name head the ls-
publican ticket in Richmond, for we believe it
would have insured the clioies of that ticket
by a large majority, and would have been a
pledge to the people generslly that libarty for
all would lLe asserted and secured without
giving just cause of alarm to any. Mr. Hun-
nicutt has probably gaid somse of the harsh
things about Rebels that are attributed to him;
but we are confident that, should he sesk to
inaugurate a policy of counfisbation, or any-
thing like it, he would find himsell in & very

small minority.

The Cenvention will strongly assert the
equal rights of men; but it will be moderate
and cauntious In so using the trinmph of
genuine democracy as not to endanger ity

rpetuity. Recoustructed Virginia takes her
place among Republican States, and there she
will remain. Her aristocracy, stimulated by
exaggerated reports of the recent achieve-
ments of its confederates in California, Ohio,
and Pennsylvania, did its very ulmost to re-
tain its ancient power and prestige, bat,
happily, in vain, Henceforth, Virginia, which
em ms the ashes of so many gallant sons
of the Republic, vonsecrates hersell to ths
maintenance of that Liberty and Union which
they laid down their lives to maintain. Long

The Regumption of Specie Payments—
l.otnnl;y MeCulloch's Policy.

Secretary McCulloch makes it no secret that
he will assume the same gronnd regarding the
resumption of spocie payments in his forth-
ooming Treasury report that he has main-
tained for the last two years, and which he
firat et forth in kis celebrated Fort Wayne
gpeech, and reiterated at length in his Boston
letter. That is to say, he will favor the re-
sumption of a specie basis just as soon as the
slate of the pationd] finances mukes it practi
cable. He Las avowedly and consistently
purtned this end under all clroumstances
during his administration; and Lé has re-.

peatedly exprasged his opinion of its rapid
nrpmnch ot times when things looked infi-
pitely less hopeful for it than they do now.
As the Presidentthoyronghly ludorses the views
of the Beoretary on this point, the subjeet will
presently be brought before the copntry in
the Apnual Message im such 4 way as Lo com-
mand universal attention,

He will certaiuly, on this oocasion, be abla
to make out & case vastly better than sny it
has ever Lefore been in his power lo present
to.the country. Though he is mot likely to
put forth views quite assanguine a8 are enter-
tained by those who think resumption may ba
effected by the time the Seven-thirty bonds
are all funded—that is, in six or piglit months
from now—yet there ia no duoger of his over-
lookivg the importance of that time and cir-
onmatance; for then our financial condition
will reach a point of compactuess snd order
beyond avything in the past, snd which may
well form a pew starting point for the goal
which the nation must reach befors its alfairs
osn be pluced on & basis of enduring pros-
perity.

Bacrotary McCulloch, however, la a very con
servatlve nancler;, and it may be taken ag ss-
gured that he will do wothing rash!

There are some business people;, Aind not a

faw gpecnlators, who are mlarmed at the pros-
wit of the resumiption of gpécle paymunts,
I'bay argue that it will nosettle valuos, bosi-
uess apnd induostry, that it will comne herd on
the deblor class, and damage the chauee of
maoking money by the rlie snd fall in pold.
From the way these people speak, it would
geern that it will be forever dangerous to re-
gume, and that we must either alwnrs Reap
up'the present state of things, or, al most,
lst Aliere be n change of one or two pointa a
year, until, towards the close of the century,
we are able cautlonsly to bring matlers
out right. We Lold that these fears are
chimerical, and (thal, instead of pro-
ducing any serious unsettling of wousy
matters, the return to gpecie payments will
give frvedom, lorce and assurance to thy en-
terprise of the country, and will be followed
by an éra of solid prosperity, which will
speedily extend its benefloont intlnenca to all
clasges of the people, When, in the period
of a few monthe, gold fell from 2585 to 125, the
buginess of the conntry was not shaken nor
its interests damaged. When it goes down 40
points more, and the national eurrency iz ex-
chavgeable tor it, dollar with dollar, there will
be no moré commotion, unless it be that of
universal exhilaration.

And if it be in Secretary MceCulloch’s power
to adopt guch a policy as bids fair te bring thia
abouf in a reasonable lims, we promise him
an amount of populafity it to satisly soy
human ambition,

The Democratic Party annd the Senate.
Fyom the IV, ¥. Times,

The Senate is just now a formidable obstacla
in the path of the Democratio party. Flashed
with greatly exaggeraled sncosss, they have
bagun to count this months which mugt elapse
before they return to power. They caloulite
confidently on the possession of the next Pra-
sident and the House of Representatives in the
next Congress. And they talk patronizingly
of their authority over the reconstruction

question, and propose compromises of which
they and the Southern Rebels, with Prosident
Johnson to aid them, ghall dictate the terms,
One difficulty alome seems to trouble them.
The House they hope to manage, but the
Senate is beyond their reach. Do what thuy
may, win what they may, for years to come
the Senate will be controlled by a Republican
majority. The fact is awkward and cannot be
explained away. Draggadosio and buncombe
are nvavailiog against it. It is there—fixed,
immovable.

The Democratic game, therefors, now {5 to
break down the Benate. The World, in a re-
cent paragraph on Mexican affuirs, pronounced
againgt & second Chamber in rmepublican gov-
vroment.  Its remark that Ythe tyraunnioal
powers exercised by m Hepublican Benate in
the United States have served to warn intelli-
gent men, even in Mexico, of tha probable ra-
sults of retstablishing in that country * *
this branch of the National Congress’'—adwits
of no other construction, It is an afirmation
of Bentham’s dootrine in favor of a single
legiglative body. Governor Beymour, in his
address to the Albany Convention, did not ex-
plivitly announce his adhesion to the same
view, but his attagk upon the organic nature
of the United States Senate, and his denuncia-
tiom of the principle of representation by
States instead of numbers, pointed unmistaka-
bly to war upon the conservative brauch of the
National Government,

In his Brooklyn spesoch on Thursday even-
ing, Governor Seymour returned to the sub-
ject with & warmith that showed how fully he
realizes the difficulty which the Senate inter-
pozes 1o the acoomplishment of Demooratic
purpores. His argument professedly rests
ppon the influencg which the blacks will ex-
ercise under the Reconstruction acts in Boath-
arn politics, He points the moral of his tale
by dwelling upon white disfranchisement and
negro supremacy. But the principle he thus
propounds is not affected by considerations of
color. Hia objeotion is, that the ten Southern
States will send twenty Senators to Washiog-
ton, while nine Northern Btates; contalving
balf the po%:}lation of the country, ssud only
eighteen. hether the Southern volers be
white or black, Rabel or radical, makes no
differenca in the argunment. It is & condemna-
tiom of the fundaniental Pederal priogiple by
which thd Btates, as States, are sscured an
equality of Benatorial representation; aud the
objeot of Governor Seymonur iy to revolutioniza
the Constitution of the Government in this
respect, His appeal hag thia significanocs, or it
is altogether maaningless.

Therp is nothing in the policy of the ultra
radicals which aims more direolly al the in-
dividual anthority of the States thap this
pewly-invented ory of States-right Damoorats.
By assailing the organization of the Hennte,
and denouncing as a grievance the principla
it incorporates into the Government, Governor
Beymour strikes at the root of all sesuvity for
the South or for minorities anywhers, With-
out avowing himsell a discipla of the World's
version of Henthamisni, he does all he oan to
promote it, TFor there will be ne advantage
in the possession of a second Chamber, if ity
organization in regard to repressntation be
identical with that of the other Honge, Deut-
bham's theory of republivin goverumenl was
aguivalent 10 & centrulized Democracy, with
no respect for the rights of minorities and no
provigion for the xi,ﬁns of States. Jeffarson is
10 be discarded, then, from ths mnew gospsl pf
var New York Domocrats.

The nllegations of the World tondhiug *‘tha
tyrannionl powers exercised’" by the pressnt
Henste are as much at variance with et as
Gtovernor Seymour’'s arguments are with old-
fashioned American privoiple.

Domingo, Sondan, and Central Afrien, Here
we were laboring to establish all that was
lofty in civilization, We were making brain
power the standard of the man; we were dri-
ving on our car of progress ata page that
threatened to leave Burope far in the rear. In
the midst of all thiz we stoop to Afriva, and
voluntarily force into existence a barbaria
power worse than any that ever flooded Eu-
rope.  Hurope had an invasion of fresh and
vigorons bryaing from the north; ours is of
brains cooked to acrisp nnder more than forty
centuries of African sunshine. No folly in the
whole progress of givilizalion equnals this one.
Not in the range of all history can be jound an
instance where a nation voluntarily receded
in civilizntion. Nor can we believe that our
people, by endorsing the action of the radicala,
are abont to retrace their steps and lapse into
barbarizim.

The eitnation as il now presents itgell has
nothing to do with the Rebellion.

I, therefore; the object of trying
Mr, Davis ig to find out whether Chief Justice
Chase thinks a State can legally exempl ita
citizens from the penalties of treason, nothing
could be more idly superfluons,

It is of no practical importance to decids the
question whether a State may shield its citi-
zeng from the penalties of treason ngainst the
United States. “In respect to Mr. Davis him-
gell it is confessedly of no practical conse.
guence, since there is no intention to hang
Lim. It signifles equally little in rezpect to
cazes that may arlse in future rebellions, The
utter fatility of any judicial decision on a
question g0 purely theoretical, will be appa-
reut us soon as we consider the provisions of
the Constitutizn in regpect to eriminal trials,
They must in all cases ba before a jury of the
State in which the crime has besn committed,
But if the orime has been commandad by the
Government of thut BState, a majority of its
people are accomplices; the State Govern-
ment being merely the organ throngh which
the majority of the people exscuts their will.
In guch a State, the majority of every jury
will consist of accomplices of the person on
frial, and any one juryman of the whole
twelve can prevent a conviction. The theo-
retieal question whether the BStale can riglht-
fully protect its citizens from the penalties of
treason 18 therefore trivial. If a State con-
gigted merely of its officers, the guestion
might be of some jmportance; but inasmuch
as a State consists of it people, it iz idle
to Inguire whether they can absolve them-
selves from the penalties of trenson, when
conviction i3 possible only by the nnanimons
vla:rdiut of twelve jurymen drawn from amonyg
them.

The charge of Chief Justice Chass, if he de-
livars one, will decide nothing respectin
future punichments for tréason; nor wonl
an adjudication by the Supreme Court decida
anything. lvery future trial will be bofore
a gaparate jury, aud whethier the prisoner is
punished will depentl upon the consent of the
whole twelve and not upon the charge of the
presiding judge. The question of Btate pro-
teotion cannot arise except in onses where a
majority of the citizens from whom the jury-
men are drawn wera accomplices in the allegud
crime; and let the judge in each trial charge
as he will, it is still for each juryman to form
his own judgment, and any one of the twelve
can gave the prisoner.

Chief Justiea Chase of course knowa per-
fecllﬁ; well that the proposed trial of Jeffarson
Davis is asolemn humbug. [He has fought
ghy of it as long as he uou'fd, and he would
keep aloof from it altogether if he were not a
oandidate for President, It is the ocant of the
so-called Conservative Republicans that drives
him to dip the tip of his judicial fingers in
this farcical business. He is understood to
belong, like his admirer, Mr. Greeley, to the
“‘universdl ampesty, universal suflrage’ wing
of the party. Their opponenta pelt them with
cant about the awful crime of treason which
they are unwilling to have punished; and
gither from moral cowardice or political ex-
pediency, Mr. Chase permits himself to be
canted into participation in a judicial farce,
The chorus of howls raised against Mr. Groeelay
when Le signed the bail bond, warns this Chief
Justioe that he must mnot seem slnok: and
he consents to preside at Richmond from
the same motives that led him to make stump
gpecches to the Southern negroes two years
aﬁo But he 18 planning to shirk the trial
while profesduii a willinguess to conduact it.
He consents to be present at its opeuing, but
declines to remain till its cloge. Tha offer to
be present on the 13fh of November is a da-
ceitfnl dodge, for he knows that the trial can-
not be briel. Many days, perBaps many weeks,
will be spent in gelling & jury., Muoch time
will be consumed in examining and oross-
exnmining witnesses. Befors the trialia con-
cluded, the Supreme Court will sit at Washing-
ton, and the Chief Jastice declares that lLe
cannot be absent. The consequence will be

that the charge to the jury, the chief
thimir for which he i3 wantad, will
develve on Judge Underwood, and Chiaf

Justice Chase will escape the responsibility
of giviog suy opinion except on matters
merely preliminary or Incidental, The pre-
tenss that he oanuot be abssnt from the open:
ing of the Bupreme Court is a subiterfuge. A
majority of the judges wonld suflice to hold the
Supreme Court, which has more than ouce
opened and advanved fur into its term without
the prefance of & Chisf Justice, Not Oﬂly ia
the proposed trial itself a humbuog and a farce,
but {he mansgement of the Chisf Justive to
evines a simulated willingness to preside at
it, and to slip oul on u feigned necassity at the
vritival stage of submmitting the case to the
jury, is & more pitiful beeauss a smaller and
wore tricky humbug than ths rest.
