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TnE POETRY OF FACT,

Verhaps there i nothing thal wmore as-
tomiehies the student of modern litdrature than
to find, on the one hand, many of thoss things
whioh he had esteemed mers fictiona of the
fanoy, to have had thelr origin in historieal
fact; and, on the other, that many others,
whick were and are yonlly the products of the

poetlc fmagination, have Dbeen in the
present, and  will be in  the fubure,
actualised by the ingenuity ol sclenee,

or the progress of soclsty, Even the fairies
have beon Wraced to a spectile birthplacs, and
an actual race of dwarllish beings Linving a
laoal habitation and & vame, A shrewd ob
gerver bas tronoed all the distinguishiog marks
Ly which they are desoribed to the settlements
of the Lnpps. These, like what we are told
of the fairies, live in green mounds, pop up
thelr heads when disturbed by people treading
on their houses, steal children, ave on familiar
terms with the people about them when they
treat them well, and puunish them in return
for iil.treatment. A Lapp is a little Nesh-
eating mortal, bhaving control over animals,
gometimes living in & tent, and sleeping out
of doors, wrapped in his deer-skin shirt,
but generally in & green mound, ex-
sotly answering to o fairy retreat. One
sagacious traveller visited such & home on
the most morthern peninsula in  Barops,
1o the east of the North Cape, closs 1o the sen,
in & sandy hollow near a burn. It was round,
abont twelve feet in dinmeter, sunk three fect
in the sand, the roof being made of sticks and
covered with turf, and the whole stroctare, st
a short distance, looking exaotly like a conical
green mound about four feet high, There waa
a famous crop of grass on it, and children and
doge ran ont at the deor, and up to the top
when the visitants approached, as ants run on
an ant-hill when disturbed. Their fire was in
the middle of the floor, and the pot hung over
it from the roof.

A honse in Sonth Ulst, in the sand-hillselose
to the gea, Luilt of loose boulders, circular, and
with recesses in the sides, bears corroborative
testimony. It was covered when fouund, and
full of sand, which, being removed, stons
querns and comba of bones were dateotod min-
gled with ashes, Near the level of the top
there wag a stratum of bones and teeth of
large grass-eating animals, the bonas bain
gplintered and broken, blended with ashes an
shelle, oysters, cookles, and periwinkles,
showing clearly the original level of the
ground, and proving that thiz was a dwalliog
almost the same us & Lapp “Gam' at Hop-
geidet.

These deseriptions tally exactly with onr
fairy tales; and, indeed, »ur traveller's ad-
~ventures read nearly as elvishly, The sesne
is laid at Quickjok, and on Vallespik, Swedish
Lapland, and the Lapps and the desr are the
actors in it, A small wan of Ave-and-twenty
is geen from the opposite side of a river, He
waoars & high bine cap, yet he is go ghort that
both he and his cap conld stand npright
under the arm of the obsorver. A party having
been formed to make betler acqualntance with
the deer, the Lapp took from its hiding-

lace in & fir-tree & long birch pole, whioh
alded him in his pursult, and enabled him
to outstrip his companions. Oupe of these
looked aiter him throngh a glass, and saw, like
a brown speck on the shoulder of Vallespil,
a emall mortal with two dogs driving home
the door, They also visitad a *‘cota,”
which was a permanent dwelling made in the
shape of & sugar-loaf, with birch sticks, and
long flat stonss and turf; it had a door, a
mere narrow 8lit, opening to the west, and a
Liole in the roof to let out the smoke, laside
was o girl of about fifteen, wilth very pretty
eyes, gitting crouched up inacorner, :mr{ look-
ing as poared as ome of her own iawns. A
Priest who attended the party remarked that
f they had not been accommpanied by the
Lappe she would have fainted or run away to
the hills. The mnarrator of the adventurs
began to skeloh her, &8 she sat modestly in har
dark corner, and was refoiciog in the extreme
stilluess of his sitter, when, on looking up
from some careful touch, he found that she

had vanished throngh the doorway.,

Our classical fairles—angh as people Spenser’s

reat postic allegory—are not of this class.
E’hey are of full size, and have spiritual

ainted his “‘Oberon’’ and “*Titania' as minute

ings; rather they have the stature-aud in-
telligence of demi-godd. Bpenger and ooy
dramatist contemplated them through a tele.
scope, which, perhaps, more homble bellovars
had inverted, and thus the giants and fairles
were, after all, but one and the sams Eet of
beings viewed in a different manner. It is
curious that whatever magio art ginnts may
have mustered, they were always, like Old
Nick Wimself inthe [eslandio legends, beaten
in the end by men, though they also are
palnted 85 man.eaters and owners of slaves.
Some lived [n onves, some had honses and cattle,
Like Hercules, they fought with clubs, Are
these lmagined beings men or myths! In
either case, they nre represented as strangs
lubberly beings, whose dealings with men
always end in their own discomfitare. Littls
renl resemiblanos have the welrd sisters in the
tragedy of Mabeth to the thres strangs hings
we meet with in the avnals of Holinshend.
They may have been iutended by the lagend
writer for the fates or valkyries of the
porthern mythology, but the historian doea
pot gay so. With enr great dramutist they
are simply the exponeuts ol Macheth's
gtate of mind, who bad meditated the mur-
der of Duncan before ha had seen the
witchas. The poet nes such materisls, always
crude under the best of circumstanoes, in
accordance with his thema, and, by means of
the most exquisite art, works them into har-
wony with it as illustrations of psyohologioal
motives of whivh e origind! fabolist never
dreamed, 1o such manner, they are refined
and elevated, acd rendersd fit to become fac
tors In o drams designed Lo luy bare Lhe badss
of superstitious bellef; which they show both
in principle and in action. Shale-
ppeare's Mlstera are s superior to the
witches in Holinshed, as Milton's Satan 18 to
ihe Lucifer of Dante, or the Fiend of the

slonally acted, and the Christmas pantomime
burlesque presenta a pew and enlarged edi-
tion of gome anclent legend, which, while re-
thining its name, has changed Loth form and
fubitance, withont apparently injarivg fts
identity by the alterations superinduced, some
ol them inevitable,

ln various ways, the old spirit of popnlar
giuance hns revived; nor would a judictons
well-wisher of hia race desire IL to be exor-
vised as an evil spirit, whatever bigoted per-
gong may do. Rather let us accept it as a good
genlng o be conmcilinted and v!i:;'nj.'.'l" for
good purposes as one of the promotsrs of
popnlar education. “Sarely," oxclnims n
lover of these traditions, ‘“‘stories in which

a mother's Vlessing, well earned, lsads
Lo sueccess —in which the poor rise to
be privees, and the weak and conrageous

overcome giants; in which wisdom excels brute
force—surely even such frivolities ave bettep
pastinie thun a golitary whisky-bottle, or gluep,
or prim sllence; for that seems the choloe of
amusements if tales are forbidden, and Gaelic
books are not provided for men who know no
other langusge, and who, as men, mugt Lo
proused now and then,”

Detter? Ay, far better! Even when the
bottle is provided, amusement fs expadient.
If the ofgar and the glasgs had sufficed of them-
selves, would speculators on the public purss
have added the Music Hall and the Saloon ?
Musie, ballet, and thes aorobat have been needed
to envourage people to drink; and so ALY ara
2utisfied with the former without ths latter, that
the average of drinking and smoking together,
even on an especinl oceasion with a crowded
audience, averages only sixpeuce a head.
Such is the account cheerfully rendersd of
the Albambra, even by the landlord Limsalf,
whom much drinking wonld largely benefit,
Busides, these places have their kistory in the
past, which they show signs of repeating in
the present. The musical or dramatio enter-
tainment gradually supersedes the bibulous
altogether. Thus at the Girevian, onee a saloon,
aud one of the earliest places at which music
and eivging were added a8 Inducaments,
the theatre bacame a greater attraction
than the platform, though dancing there
was permitted as  well drinking. In
like manner, the propristor of Highbary
Barn has fonud ft his iaterest to provide a
theatre for his onstomers. The little play-
house of Sadler's Wells, whicl has finally be-
come 80 fimons as the home of legitimate
dramn, was once a place of entertsinment
where gympaste performed their feats, profes-
slonuls sapg, and entertaluers performed, as
well as the "lhil’:['\f soul” peceived refreah-
ment. The flne point of the wedge was thos
inserted, and in time the antire ‘t‘rf‘ﬁ;l' obtained
aplace, The finer portions of such amuse-
ments gradoally gain the ascendanoy, and the
grosser diznppear, The Music Halls even now
are undergoing a change. It is reported that
their populurity I8 on the decling, and is
likely to e more so, a5, in order to dscrease

ns

their expenses, they bhave ceased to give
the higher olags music, and have reduced
the entertginment to mers comic singing.

Many, therefore, propoge to substitate drama,
or something avalogons thereto, as likely to
be more attraotive, or (o command the attend-
ance of larger numbers. Meanwhile, at the
Agricnltural Hall, Islington, tens of thousands
nightly are gathered to listen to Instruomental
and other music, including songs. Its inte-
rior, also, hios been devorated snd illuwminated
in the most EOrgenns manner, 80 as to antitla
it Lo be ealled what it is now named on the
bills, a *Fairy Palace,” Nor should we bs
surprised if, at no digtant pl"riml. some nstate
speculator sbould conirive soms species of
dramatic entertainment which should bring the
million withinthe area of thils immenss hallding,
Such is the necessity, in this hard-working
world, for amusement, that places, like this
Iall, originally intended for purposes of utility,
in wo long time gel converted into palaces of
pleasure, im which the laboring classes of all
kinds may find recreation in the sujoyment of
gome art-invention morg or less perlecily ex-
hibited.

And as the past hag realised itsell in higher
types in the 7 ogent, and the rade tradition
taken & heantiful shape in poetry, so have
those poetic forms found a still higher and
more startlibg exposition in actnsl society.
Chaucer’s imagination created a orystal
palace in one of his poems, and the modern
world has furnished Itgell with more than
one snch palace far exceeding his de-
geription  or even conceplion, Boienvs
has made & poetry of iteé own; it e
on the wings of the lightning, and has sub-
dued the elements of fire and water; devalop-
ivg the powers of steam and gas and elsctri-
city, making cach and all sabgervient to the
advantage of man. Some people have 4 notion
that the poetic nges have gone, and that we
now live in a dull, progale nge of utility. No
opinion can be mors erroneous. Falton, Ark-
wright, Watt, Talford, and Stephenson Laye
een our poets, who, lilke Dante, have made
them=elves the beross of their own posma, the
aotors in the biograplilés of their discoveries
and iuventions, Sonovel and extraordinary
