THE FREEDMEN'S BUREAU.

Sommary of General Howard's
R port (o Congress,

Rts.,, Kte,, Ktc., Kte,, e, Kte,

From Advanced Sheels,

Gonerial Howard, Coramissioner of the Freed-
men's Bureao, has completed his annnal report
nud lald it before the Secretary of War, It is
quite long and unusually interesting. It con.
taing many important tacts, nod likewiso a nonm-
ber of soggestions, not the least of which ins the
recommendution that the Buresn be discon-
tinued ar & scepurnte institubon in July oext,
when the law explres, Hesays no clanges
buve been made in the organization or practical
workivg of the Burenu, except such as have
been caused by the appoiutment of District
Commanders under the Reconstruction aet. The
Commissioner expresses himsell grateful for
the hearty co-operation of the Military Com-
manders, who, by detailing ofticers, huve ensbled
him to muaterially reduce the number of Bureau
ngents, twenty-eight civil agents having been
df-charm-d, and torty-cight volunteers officers
mustered outy, He notices the working ol the
Reconstruction acts, and says their effect has
been good, and that the freedmen, as a people,
are maklog rapid progress in education, sclence,
arts, and all branches of industry, The amount
of sbandoned land in possession of the Burenn
in 216,024 acres, and the number of pieces of
town property is 950, A large part of the abay.
doned land 15 of a swampy character, nod
scarcely any of it yields revenue; the greater
proportion of it is merely in the nominal pos-
session of the Buréau, and would ere this have
been turned over to [ormer owners ander the
law, had they made application therefor. Toe
Commissioner says:—

The business of adjusting ¢lalms o1 colored
eoldiers hos grently Inercased Iu good results,
The totnl number of claims presented daring
the year 18 65356, of which 755 have been Gnully
adjueted, and the bulance sre now waiting
asction in the Treasory Department. The
amount collected and pald claimants has been
$4,494°20, Tne amonnt of certificates received
by the Commissioner and ordered paid under
the act of Congress of March 29, 1867, is
$800,718. Trapsportation has been farnisied 1o
778 refugees and 16,931 freedmen, to enable
them o reach places where they can provide
for themselyes, Teachers and agents have
also been transported. The bospitals heretofore
maintained by the Bureau are being rapidly
closed, and dispensaries substituted as a much
more economical means of glving relief to the
gick, The number of refugees treated by the
medical department during the vear ending
August 81, "i7, was 8853, of whom 191 died, The
vumber of freedmen treated was 135,208, of
whom 4640 died. The number of Commissioners,
medical officers and private physicians employed
by the Burean was 178, of whom 105 were on
duty al the end ol the year, The report states
that but few cases of cholera aud almost noue
of yellow fever have ocourred among freedmen,
and there hae been very litile sudering or mor-
tality from un? disense, Insane freedmen have
not been provided for by clvil aontborities, but
are still cared for by the Bureau. The averaco
cost of medicines nud mediesl attention duriug
the year was $2°73 per patient. Commissary
supplica were lesued to o limlted extent, Hut
every effort has been made and 1s still making to
induce the civil anthorities to support their
poor. The nverage number of rations lssued
during the year ending Ist of September was
11,0668 per day, lnrnished in accordsnce willi
regulntions heretolore governing the Bureaw.
In the lntter purt of the winter the destitution
became so great i some sectlions thal urceut
appeals were made for & more general distribu-
tion of suppHes, and Congress authorized exten-
ston of rellef to ull classes of destitute persons
throughout the Bouth., Under this act halfl a
million of dollars wae set apart as & special reliot
fund, The total amount of supplies furnished
by this fand was 850,400 pounds of bacon anid

pork, and 6,809,300 pounds of corn. I'ne
total number of persons receiving  reliof
I8 reported at 208,372, The average num-
ber was about 08,000, the highest num-
ber belng in July, 82000, Considernwy
moure than bhall the pumber wore whites, Thoe
whole amount expended was $446,0905. That is

nenrly $8 1o ench person for the period of four
montlig, or $2 per month. This speciul relief
was discontiuued in August, the supplivs re-
maining on hiund being reserved for those who
may require help during the coming winter, The
gchools ure considered the most important feld
of operations under thie charge of the Bureau,
The cagerpess of freedmen for education does
not in the least Ane, The amount Is ereater than
ever before, All the normal and training schools
are well attended, and the happlest and most
valuable results are followiong from the efforts of
the Bureau in educational matters, The total
number of day nnd night and industrial schools
réported is 2209, with 2442 teachers, of whom
608 are colored. The number of echolars is

110,736, being an incrense of 40,000 since the last |

annual report of the schools, Ten thousand and
finty-six arce maintained wholly or lu part by
freedmen, and they have 391 school buildiogs,
The sverage amount of tuitlon patd per mounth
by frecdmen was $£14,565605.

The Commissioner shows, under the hoad of
finunce, that sppropristions to the Burcean for
the year ending July 1, 1867, smounted to
$8,8386,500, and expenditures for eleven months,
ending the 318t of August, amounted to §3,607,.
397+66, The principal items of exponditore nre
the tolluwing:—For schools and scliool build-
ings, $5660.916; subslstence stores including
special relief under the act of last March,
$1,460 026 transportation, $227 766; salaries of
apents, clorks, ote,, $621,420; medlenl depart-
ment, $381,000; quarters, fuel, ete, $105,100;
clothing, !\llli,ﬂh'h!. The surplug from unex-
pended appropristions for this yenr will be snf-
ficlent for the puorposes of the Buresu during
the present fisonl yenr, ending next July.

The Commiseioner sayk that ln addition to
the expenditures of the Burean proper, the dis-
bursisg officer has pald back to colored sol-
diere or their bhelrs retalned State bountles
$41,721, nnd under the jolnt resolution of March
26, 1807, has pald claims to colored soldiere to
the awount of $550,870,

The Commissloner then glves, ot considerable
length, u résume of the operations of the Burean
in the sepatate Distriots, as exhibited by the re-
ports of the Assletant Commissionor. These de-
tails ure very iuteresting, snd contain much
valusble information, but are of too great lengtlh
for thus abstract,

Iu coneluding his repor’, the Commissioner
siates that the expenditure of the Bureau for
the past year has fullen conslderably bolow that
of the original gatimates, and he therefore neks
for no further appropristion of funds.

He anticipales & continued reduction of ex-
penditures from the present lime to the terming-
tion of the Baresu, next July. As the Burean
will expire then, unless extended br act of Con-
gress, he makes no estimates for the next suc-
cecding fiscal year, He laalso of the opwmion
thut it wonld be best to discontinue the relief
afforded by the Freedmen’s Burean, If possible,
when the term of the Buresu ut?u-u. except In
eduentional work aud in the settlement of such
oluims for back pay and bounty to colored wol-
dlere an moy remsin &t that tmo uoseltled.

ments be first made with the sevoral States
lnteresied to take charge of the indigent claees
which are now recelviog more or less assistance
from the general Goveroment.

Wilth regard (o the aducational division of the
Bureau, which the Commissloner says is boyond
mensure important, be recommends ita transier
to the Department of Edncation or to somn
other prominent United Buates ageocy, which
sball have nmple power to sustain and cxtend
the present ayétem, and also the transfer to
such agenoy of all buresu funds which whall re-
main unexpended next July, Respecting the
uneettled clalme for back puy and bouvuty, the
Commisioner recommends the continuance of
the divislon in eonnection with the War Depart-
ment a5 Jong a8 1t shall be deemed necessary by
the Seeretiry of War for the completion of the
work committed to its charge, In this conuner.
tion Genera* Howsrd remarks that It may
seem hazordour to withdraw this buresn
agency so poon. It may appear, he says,
like eurvendering the freed people to the
direction of thote whoe bave not ehown
themeelver particuinrly friendly to thelr inte-
rests, but buees this recommendation on the
belief that each of the several Biates where the
burcun ealsis ox has existed will be completely
reconsiructed by next July, and the freedmen,
baving all the rights of citigenship, can protect
themsolves with soeh aid as the l*ultt‘ll Stntes
military forees may be able to reuder, the only
bar to this result bemng the fgnorance of thoie
who have not yet beeou reached by the infloence
of ecduention. This ignorance will be remedied
gindunily by the Stutes catablishing thorough
systoms ol common schinols, the Department
ol Edneation or speglal ngency referred to aboye
recelving the sehool buildings already erected,
nopd the general supervision of schools of
Ligher grude will supplement the efforts of
the people themsgelyes, and encoucnge and
extend the work of education in mach the
tame way that the Buresu bhas  been
fible to do. Farther, the new agency should
vot be limited to refugees and freedmen, so that
what is undertaken will be nppll:-ubfu to all
classes of people, The Commissioner belleves
au investment of lunds for the parposes of eda-
cation the best that can be made in the Stites
with which he baos had to do, He also recom-
mends the immediate trunsfer of buldings
erected for schiools for refugees and freedmen,
npon land purchased by rezularly incorporated
institutions of learning, to the severul corporate
bodies hnviog the iustitutions in charge, upon
condition that they shinll continne the work of
cducation therein, aod never exclude nny per-
son on aceount of calor.

Geoerll Howard then makes several vory sen-
sIble sugpestions with reference to the iudigent
freedmen in this Digtriet. He says that for a
few yeurs past appropriations have been made
for the reliel of cerialn classes, such as the
dgud, the young children, the maimed, the in-
suue, ele,

Ip addition there 1= a laree cluss of people,
colored snd white, who ure very poor, who
have families to support, und who are aecus-
tomed to receive aid, either directly or indi-
rectly, from this relief fund. The Commis-
sloner says it soeme to him the best plan that
could be proposed, instead of lurge relief appro-
priations, to ssk Congress to open up ulr the
avenues and improve the public grounds as fur
a8 the city has extended, making the necessary
sppropriations therefor, This would give n
great dwal ot work through which the mesaas of
sustinining the families of the poor would be
derived, and at the same time 1t would earry on
to completion the necessary improvements to
be gulm]de by the General Governsmient at the
cnpital,

¢ adds that it seems to him a wise provision
that Congress has reserved the avenues as well
i the necessary public grounds under Its own
immediate clinrge. The Cowmmissioner also
thinke that n reformatory institution for chil-
dren without distinction of ruce, similar tothose
in New York and Boston, i& much needed in this
Districts. Onpe is already in existence, but are
confined to those couvicted of erime A large
clas: of mischievous brrrt who are a positive
iujury to the schools, and who are falling luta
idle and viclous habits, could be recluimed aud
rendered a blessing to themselves and society
by being sent to oue of these well conducted
echools, He recommende this subject for the
consideration of Congress,

The report concludes with an expression of
high appreciation of the labore of the Assistant
Commligsioners, nod other officers und ngents of
the Bureaun who have labored with assidaity
and fidelity to perform the delicote and trying
duties committed to their charee. They have

dene what \bey could to relleve the shock of

tiavsition from slavery to fircedom, and have
wided our loyal people not & little in realizing
the substantinl fnauguration of tree lubor, free
schools, aud loyal governments,

Garibaldl’s hewdquarters position in the field
i« placed at n point fMacing Rome nnd in 1ull
view of the Eternal City.

There ure no Papal troops between us and
Roume, ug the soldiers of the Pope, who have
been gradually aud steadily falling back for
som e days past, have retreated within the lhine
of the fortifications of the city,

Before their retirement from the geld they
burned all the bridges ever the river.

The Roman pessents residing in the neigh-
borhood of the contending forces take no
interest, at least evince none, io the progress of
aflairs, They nre engaged at the plough and
tending to their flocks in the plain just as usual,

Garibaldi’s men do not interfere with them
and respect their property. They do not take
away sheep or oxen, or any of the agricultural
goods or chattels 1 the vicinity of the camp or
on the roads Jesding hereto, with the excoption
of the wood of the deld fenecs, which is required
for warmth snd purposes ot cooking thelr food.
