LOCATION OF TilH SRMINARY,

The Bemivary builoing s o large, substautinl
structure, benuMlully situated, GOftecn milvs
south of Philudelphin, and within half a mile of
the city of Chester, on the Philadelphian snd
Baltimore Railroad.

The site commands an extended view of the
Delaware river on the one hand, und of & fertile
farming district on tle other. The Campus
coniaine iwenty-thrge acres, embracing 4 flue
patural grove, siretching down to the Chester
ereck, The building was originally erected for
& Normal school, It ismow ovcoupled by a mili-
tary school, accommodating two familiea and
about ope hundred students, It is as well
adapted for the purposes of i theologieal semis
nury ae il 1t bad peen speciully erectud for that
purpose.
