Tae PaespyTERIAN Cnorcn—PROCEEDINGS OF
muE Narionan Usiox CoNvermioN YESTERDAY
A¥rEa» 00N AND EVENING.—The Convention was
called to order at 3 o'clock by the President,
The proceedings were opened with prayer by the
Key, J. H, Suydam,

There boing no business before the Conven-
tion, several addresses were maode by the dele-
Entcs,

Rey. Mr. SBawyer, from East Tenunessee, sald
thaut he had come here for the purpose ol seeing
that done which was uslready effected in thae
part of the country Irom which he came—thnt
18, a8 fur as the Rebel element was concerned,
They are doing everythiog to break down our
Iuiyu churches, They are tused in an union,
while we are suflering through divisions. It
this continuss, we will die out. There are eleven
counties there without Presbyterian ministers,
All we want is a little co-operation on the part
of the various brunches of Presbylerians, und
we can po through safely.

Professor Bmith, on the part of the committee
who conveyed the resolution of religious salu-
tation to the Evangelical Kunowledge Bociely,
#aid that that commitiee had waited upon the
ngsemblage of Eplecopal clergymen aud laymen,
and conveyed to them your Christinp sulutution.
The business then beiore them wuas suspended
. order thal we might be recelved, We ex-
pressed to them our cordial tehiel{ution and
salutation. The address was responded to by
the presidiog ofiicer, Blshop Mellvaine, in the
most cordial terms, I wish all had been there
1o bear the eulogy provounced by thut estimmable
wen upen the Presbyterian standards and the
sympathy he expresscd in the movement of re-
unlor. Al Drake a0 spoke in our bheball, 1o
which responkes come from all quarters, und,
on mot'on of Mr. Tyup, # commitice wis up-
pointea to respond pervonally to our resolution
to-morrow mornivg st 10 o'clock, On that com-
wiitve are such men as Bishope Mellvaioe,

Nir Hinchman gracefally announosd the objest
of th meeting, and Introduced BMr, Bhoemnicer,
chairmun of (he Benatorial Committen,

Mr Shoemsaker said that ha ¢ame 1o ask ald in a
matier of vital interest tg the bosiness community
of Prusdelphia, The Sennte of the Siate had ap-
polnied a commities to Investigate the charges
made sagalnel varions rallronds, that they diserim
Inated rgalnet the jnterects of Philadeiphia. The
commities have since visited avery principal town
alopg every railrond live in the State. They pub.
liely ndvertised for all persons having compinints
to mage to appear before them, Buat the commities
feurd themreives with an arduous work upou
thelr shoulders, There are now 41000 miles of rail-
rond in Femnsylvania, each in competion with (he
other Itas therefore the interest of the community
that rome system shall be devieed which shall be
nlike advantngeoun to the shipper and to the sfock-
holdsrs of the various raliroads,

The gregtest cauve of complaint has been (hat
dipcrimination Is made between the Inrge shipper
and the small shipper. The Iatter redsives a large
ndvyantage over the former. Itis for this meetiug
to cousider whether thia in A measare of public
savan'oge. The speaker further adverted to
through freighte Lo the wedt. There diserimina.
ifon is made. The question now is whether this
discrimination ie for (he advantage of both parties,
The spenker, theretors, invited discussion upon
the subjec’, remarking thot the Senate of Penn.
sylvipin was not disposed to not until it had frst
lnllrn counsel with the merchanis of this metro.
polie,

Mr. Busby, at length, discussed the guestion,
laking the ground that a ralirosd onght to be upon
o par wilth a tarnpike, bound to earry uaryuunr
that was cffered (o It, upon equal terms to mil,
Mr. Bogby deprecated the growing power and in-
fluence of 1alivonds. He demonstrited, according
1o bis view, that they were rapidly gaining poliii-
eal power. Every station alopg their lines was o
centre fyom which politieal inflonence went ont,
Ultimately, npless something were done their
power wounld be bayond control.

Ex-Uollector Thomas, when earnestly called
vpon, sald that he wis not prepared to Impart
much lnformation to the assemblags hers presant,
As Lo a free raliroad law, oatside of rallrond com-
panies, there was but one opinion, There can be
no question as to the yalue of aolive competition
among railrondsas of individuals. Rallronds wers
conairncied for the beneflt of the people, and not
for the stookholders; yet thelr whole mnuagement
It divected o the aggrandiz-ment of the stockhold-
ers inetead of the people. These rallroads are not
managed for the inlersats of the people. The facili-
les they extend to the buelness nommunll{ are in
proportion jost to their own. They ought to be
obiijed 10 furnieh cars sufficient to briug the pro-
duce of this State to & market, and to oarry the
£ ds 80l Rere to thelr destination. 1t onght to
be mide n penal offence wot to ranspori nt oncs
goode consigned to a ehipper for delivery. Such
1 gialution would Bave a most salutary eflact,

N r. Thomas argoed that anything shortofa nni-
f.rm :ystem musi of manifestly unjust. We nre
all cltizens of oue common wealth; the laws should
bear ¢ qually npon all, ard the rallrosd company
shonid vot be permitted to digeriminnte to the pre-
judice of the individuonl, The charge s lo distance
mnst be left to regulate Itaelf. 1t does not somuach
aftect the shipper or the rutiroad as it doss the peo-
ple of the neighborbood whenca the freight la
shipped. There enn be no quéstion ns to the jos.
tice of Lhis mitter, for the large shipper can niford
o pay more than the amall one, 1¢ there bs any
cifference, let the Iargs shipper pay more than the
smell one. (Applavse, loeg continged) ' The
spenker hoped to ece the vilne when any party will-
Ing to puy the expeoes hod “damagea' for con-
sttucting n rairond would be permicted to do it,

Cclonel Alfred Day, of tne Oonl Exobnoge, os-
