Their Relations, in Connec-
tion with the Late War.

Dr. Newman Hall's Great Lecture, De-
livered last Kvening, at the

Horticultural Mall
Bte., HNte,, WBto, Nto, Ste, Hie.
The announcement that the Rev., Newman

Hall, b. D, of the Surrey Chapel, Landon,
would deliver a lecture on “‘The I{-'ln"luuslnf
Qreat Britein nad Amerien, In counection with
the lnte War, " draw logether Inst evening alarge
pudietice, (there being scavcely o vacanl saat in
ghe spacsons Horticultural Hall, The sponker
was Imtroduced by ex-Governor Pollock, who
pud s just tribute to the efforts made by the
former to preserve boarmony sud good feoling
between the two nntlons,

When Dr. Hall adeanced to the front of the
platform be wus greeted with lond and hearty
appluuse, Hoe commenced by saying thut his
position was misunderteod by a great muny.
He hatd not evme 10 this country on an 1'incran
lectunng tour, but simply as o private gentle.
man who desired to see the counlry, aad hils
numerons friends in it for his own personal
satisfaction. He bad reeeived a e wo's
come, and hed received so many luvitations 1o
lecture, at large fees that the
them would have enabled him to refarn with o
haudsome fortnue, Orther kind friends had vol-
unteered nnd Insisted upon paviag all kis ex-
pengca duripg his tour, bot thelr genorous oflory
he had rejected. Then At wos proposed by some
of his frionds in New York, and be had lavored
the solieme, that there sbhould be rafecd
by contribution a fund for the erection of a
mewolinl to Abrpabum Liveoln in London.
{Loud applause.) The money, as fast as it was
colleoted, was 10 be placed in the hauds of a
commitice in New York, who were to invest it
in United States bonde, until such time as it
should be needed, Finally, it being known that,
In consequence of the spproaching expiration o!
the lease of ns churelin Lowdon his congreea
tioy would soon be compellod to
ploce of worchip, sl av
Owing to the high prics o
poscd thut he should
this countey, the procecds of which shoold b
devoled towards mecting a porlion ol the cost of
that buildivg. It was in consequence of this
arraogement thal the spenker’s audience had
becn charged for admission to the Hall on this
OCCasI0T.

Dr, Hall then said that e had been engnged
for five years in endenvoriug to remove some of
the misunderatandgs of his own countrymen
vwith regard to Americs, and he thought that
Americans would bear with him if be attempled
to remove some of thor misunderstandings with
regiud to Orent Britulu, Bat before he pro-
cecded with his lecture, be derired the andienee
to unite in sivging one verse of their beautiful
national hymn. Iu complisuce with thisz re.
fuest, some gentiemen upon the platiorm started
the lamilior words:—

“My country, ‘tis of thee,
Bweel land of liheily
Ul whee 1 sing,”
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the vast nudience rising spontancously to (hels
feet und joining heartily 1u the refrain.

Dr, Hall then eame forward and said:—

I venture Lo say that, while you were siuging
these besutitul words, there were some smong
you who thought of “'God siuve the Quecn,”

This intimation was glso acted upon, the audi
ence ngain rising and uniling in singive the
first verze of the national authem of Great Bri-
tain, These musical exerciees over, the speaker
resurwed the floor, and spoke substantinlly as
follows:—

Although you may have your own opluion of
a monarchical forma of government, Americuns
cannot but admire and respect Queen Vieloris
{Hearty cheers,) When you sing your own
words to the tuue we huve jJust heard, you can-
pot bul remember that 1t s an Eugish tune,
Judved, there nre many things iu this country
which remind me of my own, Were it pot jor
the aosence of muny dear rends whom [ value
more then I do mysell, I suoold oiten forget
that 1 am not in Uld Eogland, aud that e
broad Atlantic lies belween me and my home,
We have wany things in common, Tue other
day, when I stood on Bunker il and wos
tendered a public reception by the Mayor and a
vast assemblage, | rememberéd thut Englishmen
rejolced fn the event which toat noble mona-
ment is intended to celchrale, as well as
Americans,  There s no true English-
man, irom the highest to the lowest, who 1s not
proud of Buuker Hill. (Applause.) It was not
America that lought Englund theu; but it was
old England sand America thut togelher fought
sgainst stupidity, bigotry, snd gross tyranny.
Eo, when 1 stood on Plymoutn Rock, I remem-
bered that Evglishmen, as well as Americans,
fhad reaped the benedils of the course pursued by
the Pilgrim Fsthers. You received them, but
we nourithed them. Bo, when | looked on the
mwist which rises above Nugarn Falle, like tho
Pilar of Cloud by day and the Pllur of Fire in
the lunar light, T thought it never so beautitul
#& when spavned by o rainbow which rested
on American  and  Brtish  soil, Just
above, the stream divided, but it soon
reunited below, & type of the harmony which
should prevall between the two nations on
whom the cause of eivilization throughout
the world depends. I now come to s consldera:

that every dollar justly claimed ghsll be paid.
(Applugre,) When'the war broke out it was
well understood in my eountry that it would
not he seitled in nivety dnys, The diffienlty In
Evglond was that the prople did not anderstand
Your Copstitation—uot an cusy matter 1 we nre
to Judee of it by the Southern con=trnction of
it  Weonly knew that the Goverument ol the
Upited States was composed of a comblinatin
ol seprrale nutions, eneh with its own Jaws and
Ingtitutions, each nutlon having surrendered o
cerinin number of their soverélgn rights, und
thut the regulation of these maiters thus spr-
rendered were v the havds of Conerers and the
Presldent, nand that the Government had no
power over those rights resorved by the Separale
nations, If the priveiple of the GGovernment
nnd the Constitution had been understood the
peoplo of Grest bLrltain wonld not have re-
prosched the United States for s wctioniong pro-
cerdinge in the sevoral Suntes which, sccording
to e Constitution, the Government had no
power 1o wterlore with, So we saw that
althongh slavery existed iy the Southern States,
the Government of the United States, s such,

wius 'not respounsible for the iostitution of
elavery, Wesaw in my counntry, however, thnt
thicre were principles at work which would

eventually destroy the syslem of slavery which
the Constitution never did eanction or approve,
We read that Wastingion cmancipatad his
slaves; we resd that Jellerson sald, I tremble
for my country when 1 consider that God is
lust" we saw the contivual coutest between the
States on the question of slavery: we suw that
glavery In the territory north™ of the Ohio
was prohibited, the Missouri Compromise,
the Fugitive Blave law, and we saw
the centlict that was goiug on between
the sluve power and the advooutes ol freedom,
Then cume the publication of that buok, the
truth ot which has been vindieated, and which
done =0 much in cresting pablie sentiment, and
in bringing about the prest results in which &l)
tgjolee. Then came the Dred Beolt degision—
that terrible dictum—which declarad that the
black man had no rights which the white man
was bound torespect, And we marked Lhe g
tatlon which shook the land, We marked how
llerce was the ebrupele in Kansss betweon the
fieesollers snd Lhe slnye party, We also, witch-
log the course of events, telt that the condem:
vatlon of th«t old man, John Brown, to death,
was the knell ot sluvery, And when that gen-
tenoe of death was passed, the South lHitle
thovght that, o fo short a period of tlme afler-
wirds, twoenly thousund colored troops would be
sert wwarchiog throngh their priucipal cities,
ginging the now popular song:—

“John Tirown's body 1lies mauldering in the grave,

But bls soul goen marching on.'”

Aud wo raw how Lhe ladies of the South dis-
graced thelr mex by thelr unchristinn feelings;
aud we saw, also, What Lthe turning point of the
war was slavery or freedom,. We saw that the
gecession of the Souh wos all In the cause ol
sluvery, wind thet the proglumation of the State
of South Curoling declured thal slavery wus the
cormersitone of bl new dmplre. And having
studied the gquestion, we enw that the question
wins luw vorsus puarchy, the Constitution versus
aligarchy, Iveedom yverans slnye ry. l,Applu:;w,]
Allow me 10 say two loogs (0 prove the fact
that the grest majority of thoke who, in my
judement, orposcd American policy, were nol
opposed 10 the Americpu people. These were
not opposed to you [vom antipathy to you, but
beeause they misunderaood the question at
isve, I admit 1pere were some opposed Lo you
who really did not like you s& a people, aud
who did not ke vour Government, Some were
Jenlous of sou—thore who seemed to think that
Ureat Brivun must always rule tho seas, snd
who cannot bear (o ree & rival to her in com-
werelyl muer. Some, too, (hought that it
would be & woad thiog (or America (o be broken
UP Iuto diilvrens nations, 80 that her grotnoss
Creat Brii,tountey should pot overshadow

0. The aristooraoy was opposed 1o

you, but the gieat manses of fhe peoplo had
nlways & troe henet 1o

: you, Then those men
who assooiated themselyey with those who

cxtent hostile 1o you, mot becauwse they

nlotsles of the others, but simply because
ihey misunderstood 1he natiooal sentiment,
Theee men a that because the United
biates reeeded trom Great Britain, the Boothern
Btates hiad a right to secede from the [injon.
Toese men did not spprove of Soutbern slavery;
thiat question, in thelr mind, had nothing to
do with the right of the seupie of the Bouth io
governed ms they desired, snd the oft-
repested srpument wevt roand, why hay not
the Bouth the same right lo secede from the
United Staies as the United Stetes had 1o secede
from Great Brituin?  These and others fur her
confended thal your own Constliation pave to
the Fouthern Biates the 1nberent right 10 secede
whenever they should pleuse to do so. This
waos Abe grovud of their sympathy; the States
batving voluntarily united, they thought they
mIEht volunturily sceede. Thin fecling largely
prevailed, Aund, thetelore, another focling was
presalent, thal in view of this supposed inhorent
Hght of the Southern Biates to secede, the
Notth was acting tyranically \u compelling the
Sonihh to wiay o the Union agsinst thelr
will. Many mrn whe did not gy mpathize
in the msutoetion of slpvory sympathized with

lbem as men o naeertlie aod, i iu:-:i'llll-.
nehieving their natroval independence, They
avl not examine the gaestlon; W they

had they would have recu thnt the SBonth hsd
no grievance 1o complain of, and that, in facl,
the Constitutlon eave them no inherent right to
secede, There were some pmonie us who thatght
thit tbe melotensace of the Union wotld be the
worst thing that conld nnppen to the slave,
Ihere was mn argument used which was very
urflicult 1o snswer, 1 ecould answer: but jost as
8 lawyer knows the strong points acd the weak
points of his e8¢, »0 | know this was a weak
point, It was represented to us that your Gove
ernment wore willing to retuin all the old slave
Inwe of Lhe South if they wouid only eome back
and be united, We wore evan told that nt
great nationel convention M was recommponded
that laws should be pussed not o1 ly {o perpetu-
ale tlavery but to extend It. 5o I4 was thought
i the Upion wus rosintalned, a slave, 1o gain his
freedom, would hive to cross the whole United
Stntes to Caundn, but i theseparnlion taok
place there would only be a lloe on a small tiver
to cross and they woall be free; sod s would
be the denth-blow of slavery. %o honestly and
bruly many people in Great Britaio, who renlly
desired tbe ireedom of the slave, desired thi
geparalion of the North from the South, o long
a6 tue North seemed 1o desire the continuance
of the Fugitive Bluve Jaw, It used to be sald,
and I bave sa'd it mwysell, that better for the
Union to be broken futo ten thousand fragments
then retain the Fugitive slave law. But | said,
this will not be. This Kebellion will be pat
down, and elavery will be put down too. Yet [
thivk you can understand how theie misunder-
einudings occurred; for. with regard to this
emancipition proclamniton, wue 1t pot snid
that when Mr, Liveolu eould liberate the slaves
—that i=, in the loynl States—he did nol, und
where he could pot liberate the slaves, thers ho
prachaiimed tbeir independence? You must
numit this wes a diflicult dilemmna, Tuere weri
N0 many persons who were opposed to the war
on olher grounds, The Antl sluvery 2ovlety
I8 vomposed Jargely of Quukers, who, of coursd,
are oppoted 1o all warse, There were others
whao spid, for the rake of the Northt it Is better
the South chould suceced at ouce. In all hie-
fory there is no cosé of o conpiry o exlensive
us the Bouth rebelling, with the whole
people  earnest  im the  cause, und of
thnt rebellion being put down., The North
caprot  de‘est them, or if 1t does,
itcannot subjugate them, It {8 a ernel war,
myolyving an immense sacriice of bhuman life
atd money. For the eake of the North iwsell,
thereiore, before the Norih is thoroughly ex-
Linusted, 1118 better (o recopnize the South at
ouce. When you conmder ali \hese things you
can well 2ce how well-mesning individuels may
bave boen intiuenced by rome of these couside-
rotlons, without beivg actuuted by i1l leeling
townrds Amerion, to rezard mistakes as crimes,
Agreal many persous in bis country were gov
¢rned by fashion. 1t was nol the fashion to call
Evglund a republic, but be might call it & re
pubilicun monarcly, There were people In every
coun'ry governed by fashion, In pliace of gsk-
g what waes irne and conventent, they were
w:klug whint was In taehion. And how aid ke
aristocracy etand on this question? It was amnd
that Dritons shonld gever be elaves, but there
were many persous whio were utierly the slaves
ol fmehion, If o Ilndy wanted o bonnpet she
would not ask what wag nsgoful, but “how can
vou dyess me " That custom prevailed in B 2~
lapd; perhaps it did not prevall here, Two
hundred women doring (the lust four years lost
thelr hves from 1he foolish custom of wearing
orinoliues, which were hideous machines, He
bad ro wear a bat; sometimes they called hats
ventilators; when he |‘:ul on one of those ha's it
pinched his hewd, and when the wind blew off
went the hat and off went Hille boys alter it, In
this country be wore o wlde-awake, but if he
went to church in England on Suuday mornine
with anythiog on bis nend but his hat he might
be thovght dangerous {n his religious views,
(Laughter.) When the question was not one of
prineiple, he thought they should do as thei
velghbors did; bud he was sorry to say that o
great ciass of people préevailed lo Eugland whe
took up their politieal as well s their relizious
opinions beeause Lhey were fashlonable. In
=some of fhe pupers opinions were exprossed (o
fuvor of the Bouth snd the cause in which the
Bouth waus engaged, In fushionabie pupers,
when iU beeame fashionable to speak of the
Boutl, opinlons on that side were takeu up
And if it bad been fashionable when the strog-
gle between the North and South was going on
to express fn Engluod ovinlons in favor of the
Noril, msny persons would have taken up thi
opinioen that was fashionable, He (the lecturer)
taid that in order to ubate u misappreheusion,
and in mitigation of punishment. He respected
Mr. Lincoln. e had presched a funeral sermon
on the acension of bis lamented death It wis
£ald thut Mr, Lincoln had stated that he was in
faver of ihe restoration of the Union with or
wilbout slavery, There opinions had besn ex
pressed in Eoglieh newspapers, He was weapnt
6t # moeting in New York the other uleght, and
he there beard expressed sentiments of biatred
towarde England, and a determination to keep
the negro ruce down, He had never heard auv;l
sentiments expressed in his own COUntry ngnyst
England as he had beard at the meeting in
question, Lot them remember that the:e ex-
reesions were made use of in thewr own city,
Nol ene In s hundred fn England knew the dli-
ference between s Copperhend und n Republi-
cnp.  Ameriowns would not like (o CXPIAsK Op-
position 1o their own covuniry, and when it i=
remembered that opinion bad been expressed In
Eveland hostile to Amerien, it should also be

from that oration, which wound ap with n de-
cluristion that “never should the flag of Eng-
land be holsted on the #lde of lyranoy and
oppreselon,” (Cheers.) He Ead the privilege
ol goiog through England while the war wais
waglog m Americn, and of dellvering lectures
nnd gpcechos o referenec to the contest and
its caueca, He bad never Leard of wny person
In Girent Britain, who wae in favor of the North,
recolving a penny for working in the carrsing
on o of the ngitation, Many persans went about
the country fof the purpose of upholding the
cause of the North on thelr owvn responstlity,
I hand been oiton out of pocket for ex-
s, and eo 1L was with s SreiL many olthers
e conuntry. At fhe tme of the Alabama,
he also delivered some lectures, In Livergpool
there wits o gront meeting 1o fnvor of the North
Scme meen to the gallery sald they ware io favor
el the Houth; but when he expressed strong
tentimenie agninst the slave trade they were
recelved with wpplange. Fe gqooted (rom
another gpecah, dellvered Ocloter 20, 1562, In
this gpeech the South apd e institotions were
feverely ol nded to. The extract read by the
gpeaker contalned stinging references to “the
whip," “diabolical tenching,” and soforth. The
exiract closed with these words:—*"We cannol
bave sywputhy with slaveholders, They are
{rimpling onthe gospel they have the audacity
lo projesi, Evngland may slienate the North,
but he ¢an never cmbrace the South." (Cheers, )
An empire founded ou wrong was rotten through
and throvgh, He bad uot been deputed by nny
person or bhody as n mismonary lo come to
this country, He came here ass privale gen-
Heman (o visit Ameriea snd see his Irlends, He
trusted thal he conld vetu banks to Ameériea,
Ina few years he would have to bulld a chareh
they were geipg to do i1, They wauted thirty
thousund ponnds, and they could got it. It
would be & good thiug if they could put up a
movument to Lincoln venr that eliurch: it would
be a capitil 1dea to show the Union that existed
between Amerien aod Euglaud, Some friends
liad taken the matter up, He bad not asked
any ivdiviaval (o subseribe to it; he merely men-
tioned it to bis friends that they might know i1,
Huving etoted that fbe hud received some sub-
gcriptions, he ndded-—1 have not received 4 cent

day with Mr. Robert Litcoln, and be told me
the remson why the Queen’s letier to
Mrs. Liotolu, on her bereavement, had never
been publiched, was because it wis 8o pre-emi-
nently the cutpouring of one woman to another,
wis 20 [ull and so outspoken, that it would be
fndelicnte to make it publie. On this decinrn-
thon T ikink T um entitled to elaim Queen Vie-
lorin_ so & friend of America. Among other
iriends the speaker went on Lo notice Barl Rus-
gcil, who, though he had erved, had hind the
gruce to ackuowledge his crror; ird Amber-
ley, Earl Russell’s son; Gladstone, Milner Gib-
son, sud the Duke of Argyle, all mewbers of the
Goverument iv power during the American
war. Amoug members of Parllament he men-
tioned Peler Tavlor, Mr. Glipin, Ed ward Baines,
of the Leeds Merowry, aud John Bright, (The
mention of Mr, Bright's name was the signal for
& tumulinous burst of cheering, which lasted
some Lime.)

encmy of America? Whom did they csl! the
people!  Those who gave large dinuer
parties and a1o0de o earrlages? Surely
this could not be the opinion of Americs,
where s minn who was honest and Indusirioys,
though he earned only five hundred dollnrs a
yesr, and did not know bis own grandiather,
wne regarded o8 Just as good & man as he whose
income was five willions n year. The poople of
England, who stood side by side with Cromwell;
the people from whom the Pilgrim Puthers
Fprung; the people who broke snsunder the fei-
