ganda among the multitudes whom Charles
Dickens has charmed by the marvellous powar
of his works, will feel it to be a memorable era
in their Mves when first they ses and hear the
great magiolan whose wondrons epell called
into being Captain Cutile and Little Nell, Paul
Dombey and Mr. Pickwick, and whoas genina
has wrought scenes of enchantmentin aonlora
that will live and glow while books are read
or human hearts can sorrow or rejoioe! All
who have read his inimitable works will want
£o0 seo him, to Enow what manner of man this
§s who  for 50 many years has held the hearts
of young and old at his command.

Mr, Dickens was Lorn at Portsmouth, Eng-
1and, in 1812, and was educated, by his father's
wish, for the life of an attorney—a fact which
will explain his familiarity with the forms and
taohnicalities of the law, ufamilisrity which
Jo Liaa turned to such good account insomse of
his works as to securs the exteasive modifca-
Lion of many of the most serions lsgal abuses
In England, Bat the profession did not suit
Diokens, whose mind, already forsvasting its
destiny, was turned towards litaralure; and
he beoame first & pewspaper oritic and re-
porter, and aflterwards a wriler of sketohes
and tales, in which his peouliar powers of
mind soon began to revesl themselves. In
1836 these *“‘Sketches of London Life' wers
colleoted and published, The “‘Pickwick
FYapers” followed in 1837; and the thirty yeara
that have since elapsed have bean years of
hard labor, of keen aund careful observation,
and of almost unexampled snovess.

In 1842 Mr. Dickens made & visit of abont
gix months to this country, publishing on his
rotarn his “American Notes'' —a work which
called down upon him the musledictions of
mavy of our oritics, and which wuven yet
oauszes a foolish prejudice against its anthor in
the minds of thousands who have never read
tho book.

It seems soarcely meceasary to oall atten.
tion to the distinotive charnoteristivs of Mr.
Dickena’ writings. No books are mors widely
nown; none have gained a firmer place in the
Tections of the masses. Inimitable in hamor
and pathos, they have slirred to laughter
and to tears many who are not easily moved
by fotitious soenes, and have preparal the
hearts of some fora readier sympathy with their
neighbora’ woes. ' Their power is strictly origi-
mal. The style is unique, that of no other
uthor being traceable in them iu any degree;
and it has been moticed thal they arve almost
or quite free from guotations—ths thought
nd the graphic form in which it is pre-
pented are alike the fruit of the aathor’s
oning, Of this peculisr character are his
‘Pictures of Italy.” Wae wers accustomed
0 the artist's sketches of Italy, to the histo-
n's comments, to the poet's verses; but
Dickens alone visited that land of romance
mply as a hamorist; and as & resolt, he has
ven us & view of avery scene, howaver solamn
sentimental, illnmined by fashes of his
own peculiar and irresistible humor,

In every department Dickens seems at
home. Thackeray portrayed with astomish-
‘ing power the follies of fashionabls life, bat
Diockens has fouud in the tavern and in the
prison oell, as well a8 in the drawing-room
and the office of trust, materials for his facile
Ppen.  Hawthorne painted the quiet seenss of
our own domestic life ns & bagkgromnd on
which to trace some one startling Bgure—
Weird, beantiful, unlike any other; butamong
the hosts of Dickens' characters, who cau Hiy
which are the unimportant ones? And sud-
deuly turning aside from his wonted themes,
Be has given us, in ““The Tale of Two Citles,”
guch scenes from the gloomy terrors of tha
French Revolution as would lead us to say
that historie palnting was his forfe, did we
mot remember the myriad other forms in
whioh his power is displayed.

Bome persons have objected to the works of
Mr. Dickens that they portray too fally the
wioea of soclaty, especially of the lower classes;
that L00 many of his characters are such a8 we
would shun in real life—such as we onght
poarcely to mention to “ears polite.” Buat
£here I8 & virtnons silence in regard to acknow-
Jodged evils which often amounts almost to a
Soleration of vice. If in Mr, Dickens' heroes
or heroines vice was dressed In attractive
m and Nill'dad with fioal Baucais, & very
gorious oharge might, indesd, be bronght
sgainst him; but in the very reverse of this he
%iss one of hifs prominent characteristios aud
an enviable distinotion among the writers of
fiotion. “We mast all adwirs him," ss the
Yord Chief Justice well remarked at the late
Dickens dinner in London; “for the novarying
honeaty of purpose which has never induced
him to pander to vicious tastes, which has
amade him teach us—unoonsciously, perhaps
»—to admire only that which is beantifal und
true, and helped ua to hold up to exeoration
and soorn all that s leathsowe, vile, and base.
fo these works he has kuown how to invest
with intersst, and has ever promoted, those
fealings which bind. mau to man, and tend to
fovelop that catholic, large, and geunerous

homanity which {s the noblest attribute of
human kind."

Mr. Dickens has been a trua reformor, Alike
ou almaes in the Government, in the ocourts,
in social life, in gohools, and in benevolent
institations, have fallon his unepariog blows,
Overseers and trustees, parish officers and
pedagogues, prison-keepers and judges of
courts, have had reason to guail " befors hia
pen; while many of the victims of their
abuses have had equal reason to thauk the
champion whose soul hated oppression and
whote geniug held it up to the vxeoration of n
world, We never think, without a new thrill
of amusement and satisfaotion, of the story
that, after the publication of “ Nicholas
Nickleby,” a whole room-full of irats school-
miusters from different parts of Bogland walted
upon Mr. Dickens, each in & frenzy of rage at
the thought that Ads portrail had been given
to the public in the person of the celebrated
Bqueers, of Dotheboys Hall. Probably it waas
a less plensing incldent to the hundreds of
boys throughout the kingdom who were duf-
fering the privations and persecution: over
whose story alone we have so often waxzed
indignant,

Since Mr. Dickens visited us the first time
“a vast and entirely new generation,' to use
bis own worde, 'has arisen in the United
States,”” During that period many of his bast
works have been written, and millions of
readers have made his scguaintance. With
reference to his meeting these, Lord Lytton
vlognently eaid, in his farewell spesch to
Dickens: —

“1 enonotbul think that wherever onr Ame*
tieun Kipsfolk welcome Lhial presence or hang
rpell-b uud ou that volee, they will irresistibly
feel how much Lhere is of fellowship and unison
between the heurts of Amerion and Eoglaod,
Ho thal when our countryman quits their
shores he will leave bebind bim muny A new
friepd to that od futherlund wuleh greeta them
Lurough him so cordially, i Lthe secents of the
molber longue. Apd o tbose aceents what o
#imse ofF priceless abligation, persoually to hilm,
but through bim 1o the laosd bhe repressuls,
must sleas over bis American listeners! How
muny hourd la which pale and slekness have
chaugid Juto ehve faiuess and mirch bonesti
the wapnd of his enchuntment! How many &
hardy combutant, Bealen dow 1o the Dattis of
Ie—nnd nowhere on Wnds cari is the halile of
Mie Eherper than In the Commouwealth of
Amerien—has inkén hope and eonreg « feom Lthe
muenly legions of Lhis upobtrusive lescher!
No wonder the rising generitlon ol thosa who
Lavo lenrued (o feel wnd think 1o oar IRngaags
should eagerly desire 1o see Mmoo W fMos Lo
mun o whose genlas, from thelr very ehlid-
Liwod, they have turped for warmih and llght
as fnstiuotively w8 youog piann s lurn lo the
sun !"

Mr. Dickens has not come among ug an-
bheralded. The creations of his own genins
have prepared the way before him. For the
sake of these—of little Florencs and Aunt
Betsy Trotwood, of Oliver and Mra, Perry-
bingle—we will bid him wslocome, hoping that
with new eyes he may look npon our renewsd
country, so lately baptized in blood, and con-
gecrated forever, as we trust, to those great
principles of civil and religivus liberty which
are the glory and hope of both Esgliod and
America,

W. Wall, of New Jorsey, in reply to an edi-

torial which we publizhed a few days ainee in

Tun Kviine Tevranarn, which will be found

on our vighth page.

In replying to the ex-United States
Senator, we desire to avoid disoussion as
ninch a8 poseible, and will, therefors, grant
that Mr, Vallandigham i# porsopally moral,
that he has eloguence and edoostion, and will
take Mr. Wall's word for it that he (s a
“highly o urteous genbleman,'’ although we
have never had the honor of judging by sxpe-
rience. We will also pass by withont com
went the slar on the “immaculate Linocoln,'
aud come down to that portion of the lstter
which Lreatls of the legal right of the Sanate
to reject an applioant for admission. Wa muat,
however, first take exceplion to the statement
that Mr. Vallandigham is “‘the idol of a ma-
jority of the people of Obio.'"

The reverse of snch a position wonld place
the Henate in a subordivate attitnde to a State
Court.

Wedid not write the
paragraph favoring hls exolusion from the
Sennte, Il elected, In any passion or without
forethonght, We expressed our dellberate
conviotion that Mr. Vallandigham was a
traitor, and in that conviotion we think a large
proportion of our readsrs will coincide. We
‘say so frankly, and would say so even {f his
f‘oalm, honest syes were looking into onrs."
