There is Do re-
ppousibility, and, as a rule, it is given not
for merit, but political friendskip, Why, then,
should the oily be thas drained 7 It is quite
Uime that this extortion should be stopped.
Al the olerks of our courts get fees which far
excesd the salary of u C ‘abinet Minister,and when
eemparsd with those of the judges of the conrts,
are as the income of & Rothsehild to our own,
The semi-aunual fees of the Clerk of Quarter
Besalons {s equal to the anuual salaries of ail
fhe Judges of the Quarter Sessions Court,
Buch a state of things is-preposterons. What
Is usosasary is that the Legislature should
pither materially reduce or entirsly abellsh
thase foos.

A Field thr Philanthropy.

Ar the meeting of the Boolal Helence Conven-
tion recently, in New York oity, a subleot
wad brosched which has not recelved that
share of attention which philanthropy usually
bemtows upon oharitable demands, Wae rofer
to the condition of the working women in large
oities, and to the ovganization of such socle-
tes as are neoded to secure these most help-
lens members of the community ngainat temp-
tation and sin. In our founding of homea for
children, for the sick, for the aMicted, we
have by some means overlooked granting
aszistance, pr even ndvice, to the young women
who weekly throng ioto our city from the
country, some drawn hither by absolute neces-
sity. Al the Convention Mrs. C. H, Dale
read an essay on the subjeot, which contains a
number of waluable hints, yoi does not oome
up to the requiremesnts of the guestion. Bhe
depioted with great force the propriety of
establishing boarding-houses, kept by respeot-
abla persong, at moderate rates, to which these
new arrivals in onr metropolis could go for the
first few nights, until they had seoured for
themselves proper lodgings.

The need of some such organization is most
urgent. The easo of & conntry girl, coming
Among new soenes, without friends, withont
fortune, without advisers, is a peouliarly hard
one. She comes to thae city, aud fails on the
first day to secure work; night comes on, and
she must sleep somewhere. It may be by
chanoe she is directed to a respectable house.
It is muock more probable that a different des-
tination will be hera if she reliea on the advice

of strangers. If, however, there could
be  established a regidence—we  will
not call it a ‘Home," or any

pame implying Wharily—a residence at which
she conld lodge cheaply and safely, even if it
be only until the first ignorance of her new
life wears off, she would be saved the greatest
dangers to whioh she is subjected. Wa write this
Lecause we hope that soms of our liberal and
charitable citizens will take tlie matier in
hand, and provide a remedy for the wrong
done to the ignoramt. Ivis & sabject whioh
should monopolize the attention of thoss who
are ever eager for the work in the Maater’s

vineyard, and if any such should take the
matter in charge, and perfect what is 8o much
needed, the richest blessings of ths Almighty
would be theirs. ['nto none would the saluta-
tion, “Insomuch as ys have dome it to the
least of these, ye have done it unto ms,”’
come with more fervor,

We understand that there is such an insti-
tution in the city, but its existenceis so little
known, and its sphers of usefulness so limitad,
as to be of little or no value to the ocaunse.
Strangers coming to the oily wounld never hear
of it, or, even if they knew of its being at work,
would be unable to find it. What is needed
is an agsociation whose merits will be known,
whose existence will ba common information,
80 that whenaver the wanderers should ask
for it any one could pul them on their way.
There is no,subject on which philanthropy

conld exert itgelf with greater promise of re-
ward than in founding such a boarding-honse
for needy working women.

The Cotton Tax.

Tauie can be no doubt but that it is the gene-
ral desire of the peogle, both North and South,
to be relieved by Congress from the tax of 2§
cents which is now levied on every pound of
cotton produced in the United States. The
New York Chamber of Commerce, an inflaen-
tial body which reflects, in great measure, the
commercial sentiment of the country, has
earnestly pronounced in favor of the repeal of
the law; and the movement has gained the
support of Speaker Colfax, Senator Wilson,
and other prominent Republican statesmen,
while it is claimed by the Washington ¢orres-
pondents that the President will make &
recommendation to that effect in his forth-
coming message, if Congress does not abolish
the tax during-the November session. On
Wednesday afternoon a meeting of cotton and
woollen manufacturers was held in this city,
and they likewise declired emphatically in
favor of abolishing the tax.

But the most earnest demand for this legis-
lation comes from the cotlon-flelds of the
South, where the tax is felt to be one of the
greatest hindrances to the snccessful oultiva-
tion of the staple, To enable the South to
recover from the depression in all braunches of
industry which bas been the inevitable result
of the war, our national legislation should be
moulded in a spirit of substansial proteoction
to thelr commerclal intereats. Whatever may
be the true solution of the great political pro-
blem of reconstruction, and the social qnes-
tion of the relative status of the two races, the
people of the South, white as well as black,
must live; and that segtion must either be
made self-sustaining, or its support must be
entailed npon the peopls and indusiry of the
North for yeara to vome.

If it were possille, in view of the fearful
amount of corruption which now prevails in
the ranks of those who are oharged with the
colleotion of our internal revenue, to turn
every dollur assessed upon the raw staple into
the nationsl Treasury, the highest estimate of
the result bas been placed at 230,000,000,
But it is scarcely an open question as to
whether this large sum would not be- of infl-
nitely greater service to the country if leftlin
the hands of the planters and thelr employ6s.
Land {8 sbundant and the labor market over-
#tocked, the sole reguisite for a resuscitation
of industry being capital. When the Govern-
ment, in this state of affairs, demands from
the Bouth the enormous sum of $30,000,000 as
& direct and special tax on a single preduct,
depression and bankruptoy are almost inevi-
tablo resmits. Moreover, the evils which have
followed in the wake of the cofton tax are
equally distributed, whites and blacks alike

It is to be hoped that
the Cleveland Convention will bhe able to shed
some light upon the saubject. Hundreds of
millions of capital will doubtless be repre-
gented in it, and its recommendations will be
entitled to grave congideration.
