CLOAKS.
There is a new and novel cloak, whioh is re-

versible, one side being a handsome cloth
bound with fur, and the other a fur cloak. It
can be worn with either side out, as suits the
fancy, and Is no more expensive than the seal-
skin jacket, which la lined with heavy silk,
finely quilted, and costs one hundred and fifty
dollars.

A new style is cut narrow upon the back and
is straight at the bottom. The sides are much
shorter, but the front is long and straight, to
correspond with the back.

The new style of "pelisse" Is rapidly winning
favor. It Is nearly as long as the upper skirt of
a walking suit, and Is shaped to the figure, but
fits loosely, and Is tied at the back with a scarf.

Those made up in white, for opera wear, are
embroidered with gold thread, and the edge is
trimmed with gold and white fringe. It is made
in duiker cloths for carriage wear.

TUG EXPLOSION.

One 91 an Severely and Two OthersSlightly Injured.

Jacob Gilbert and Henry Gillespie,
two young men who were on the Williams' Dock,
were not so tortunate. a large piece ot tne ran.
which was thrown a distance of over a block.
struck them both, breaking Mr. Gillespie's leg
In two places, besides producing a severe wound
on the bead. It is also feared that bis spinal
column is inlurcd.

Mr. Gilbert was also struck on the thigh, and
cut on the temple and lace in several places.

Another young man named Alexander Cbis-hol- m

was also struck on the leg and ankle by a
piece of timber.

A enrgeon was called and the wounds were
dressed, after which Mr. Gillespie was conveyed
to his home on Hudson street, near Cottaere,
where his mother is dangerously ill. Trouble
never comes single.

The cause of the explosion is said to have been
a want of water in the boiler. The craft sunk
shortly after the accident.

The great wonder is that no more persons
were Injured by the explosion, as there were
several hundred persons lu the immediate
vicinity of the tug at the time ot the explosion.

- The Oldest Man.
The Wooster (Ohio) Democra says:- -

. ''There is residing at this time in tbe village
of Jefferson, Plain Township, Wayne county,
Ohio, five miles west of Wooster, the oldest man
in the State ol Ohio, and probably In the United
Slates. His name in John Folgate. He was
boin in lbanon county, Pennsylvania, in the
mouth of February, 1750, making him one hun-
dred aud eight years. He emigrated to Ohio in
1829, aud has lived since that time an industri-
ous, quiet, unobtrusive life In Jefferson. He
was consequently seventy years of age when he
settled In that village having already attained
the period in life designated in Holy Writ as the
usual limit of human existence, and at which
most men, under the burden of many years, die.
Physically, he is rather small probably under
medium but exhibits a compact form, and a

d body, which, no doubt, eighty
years ago, was one of physical excellence
and muscular perfection. He was married,
at the age of thirty, to Miss Elizabeth
Wolgamott the very nientiou of whose
name starts bitter tears In those old eyes that
have led him upwards through the darkness
and labyrinths oi a century. His wife was born
in Lancaster county, Pennsylvania, three years
before the batrte of Lexington, and three years
alter the birth of the great Bouaparte. She has
often seen and spoken to Washington. Her
death occurred January 29, 1849, lu her seventy- -

eighth year. Au only ctiild was their wedded
inheritance, and tne old man wno carries upon
his back tbe weight of well niiih a million hours,
weeps and wonders that tha son, aged titty
years, should be dead, aud the father here. He
was a teamster in his early years, about Haiti
more, Marj land, and in Pennsylvania, but for
the tast sixty or seventy years has beeu engaged
in mechanical labor. He was drafted in the
war of 1812, shouldered his musket, but was
discharged on account of his old aee so that
tiltv-flv- e vears ago he was too fur advanced in
life to be a soldier. At tbe time he was drafted
ii was keening a tavern at a place called
"Sporting Hill," near Baltimore. Iu politics be
was an old-lin-e Whig, but in political as well as
social life, while he had stem convictions, he
bad but lew prejudices.

HORRIBLE DEATH IN A GARRET.
A Woman Cuts Her Throat with Her

Husband's Itttor, Ktc.
Last Saturday night, shortly after 8 o'clock, a

voman about thirty-liv- e years of age, named
Christiana M. Peterson, committed suicide in
the Diebold Block, at the corner of Commercial
and Canal streets, by cutting her throat with a
razor. Sbe was tbe wife of a respectable sailor,
but it is said that recently she had been diibk-in- g

to excess, squandering her husband's money
during bis absence. The particulars of the hor-
rible affair and perhaps the exciting cause may
be found In the following condensed statement
ol facts given by the unfortunate husband:

Mr. Peler C. Peterson, the husbaud, Is a sailor,
and through the past season has been engaged
on the lakes, being sbsent from ten to twouty
days on each trip, leaving plenty of money to
pay the rent aud support his wife and two chil-
dren, the older a girl ten years of age and the
younger, also a girl, of eight months.

When Peterson went upstairs his wife was
absent, and the little girl said she had gone
after some wood, aud be went to find her, ex-
tending his search into the streets, but she was
not to be scon. Tbe girl was questioned again
closely, and said her mother had taken some-
thing from the bureau before she went out.
An examination cf the drawers revealed tbe
fact that the "something" was a keen, sharp
razor.

The horrible ruspicion that she had com-
mitted suicide entered Peterson's mind, and
taking a lamp in bis hand he commenced to
examine the hails, when a woman living on the
(bird floor with them met him in the cntrr, and
stated that she had heard s.tme one moving in
the garret.

Upon entering the door the man's heart was
almost forced into his mouth by tbe sight of bis
wile lying in one corner with her throat cut
from ear to ear. She was not dead, and made a
mighty effort to speak, but the trachea was
severed, and of course articulation was impossi-
ble. A wet towel was placed around tbe gash
and a physician called, but she was beyond
mortal help, and died about fifteen minutes after
she was discovered by her husband. The place
selected by the unfortunate woman for com-
mitting the fearful deed was directly over her
own kitchen, where her two little girls were
playing in blissful ignorance of their mother's
awful eriine.

A Remarkable Story.
DOW A CUlLLOriNB HANIA CAUSED A MAN'S

DBATH.
The following story is told by the Paris cor-

respondent of a London paper:
"Louis Francois Gosler has just died at Doeb-lin- g,

Austria, at the age of eighty-seve- n, from a
guiltotine furore. He was the son of a servant
ot tbe unfortunate Louis XVI, and was born at
1'aris. 1 ne ite volution burst out when be was
only ten years old; his father was beheaded, but
his mother succeeded in reaching Germany with
her son. Luckily enough, she also succeeded in
saving a part of her fortune, and she was thus
enabled to give a good education to ber son. In
a very short time he was appointed private
secretary to an eminent Austrian personage,
and he published in French a 'History of the
French Revolution.'
h "His patrimony allowed him to live comfort-
ably; he purchased at Doebling a house, from
which he never went out since 1831. Only two
friends of his were received in his house, and
through them his eccentricities were known.
His house consisted of five rooms. He had de-
voted the largest one to the perfection of the
guillotine; that room was full of beams, ropes,
and head choppers. Every time he Improved the
deadly instrument to his satisfaction he bade his
friends bring him cats and dogs, which tie be-
headed with his machine. During these trials he
was so incited to kill that Once be threw him-
self on one of bis friends, with the intention to cut
bis bead off; tbat friend escaped, thauks to his
superior strength. He used to wallow in the blood
of animals, and he looked more like a cannibal
than a civilized man. He left his bed only
during two hours daily, from 3 to 6 In the. after-
noon. Those two hours he devoted to his ex-
periments. As soon as 5 struck he went to bed
again. He ate, read, and wrote In bed. On
Friday last he was making some experiments
with his guillotine, when he felt ill; he ran? the
bell, but when his servant maid came in he was
a corpse. He bad been struck by an attack of
apoplexy. He always used to say, 'My father
would not navesunerea at an bad ne been he- -

headed by my own guillotine.' What do you
say of that retrospective filial affection?"

The Olds-To- d Case.
The celebrated suit of Martyr Olds against

Governor Tod, for damages for false imprison-
ment, baa been revived within a few days. It
will be remembered that in 1862, Edson B. Olds,
a virulent Copperhead of the Yallandigham
school, was arrested bv Governor Tod for trea-
sonable opposition to tbe war. and confined for
a tew months in f ort Katayette, where ne sar-fer-ed

untold hardships from being deprived of
his Bible and necessary waste paper, wnen re-
leased be sought recompense for his sufferings,
bodily and mental, In a suit for damages against
the Governor and others concerned In his arrest.
Under the act of Corgresathe case was removed
from the Fairfield County Court of Common
1'leas, In which it was originally Drangbt, to tne
United states District tourt, wnere it nas slept
tranquilly until within the last fortnight. Toe
Democratic election triumphs this fall have
warmed up the snakes, aud Copperheads are
now wriggling and squirming in a lively manner.
With a Democratic legislature at his back,
Martyr Olds has a sort of vague idea that he can
compel the Governor to transfer to him a part
of the proceeds of the Brier Hill mines and
Youbgstown blast furnaces.

The Shipwrecked Officers of the Steamer
Sacramento How They Kacaped,

Tbe Providence Journal of 8aturday has the
following interesting account:

"We are glad to announce the arrival in Pro-
vidence, yesterday, of Lieutenant Henry A.
Bartlett, Lieutenant-Commande- r Walter Abbot,
and Midshipman Hufus Waterman, Jr., of the
United States steam sloop Sacramento, which
ship, our readers will remember, was totally
lott on the Coromandel Coast, Bay ot Bengal,
India, in June last. The particulars which we
subsequently gave are briefly these: The ship
was on her way lrom Madras to Calcutta, and
when wlthinsome twenty-liv- e miles of Cocouada,
Where she was bound for coal, struck on a new
and unknown sand-ba- r, which had made out
from one of the numerous mouths of the Goda-ver- y

river. Most of the officers and crew on
boats and rafts succeeded with great difficulty
in reaching the shore througn terrific breakers.
One of the rafts.'on which were thirty officers
and men, among the former Lieutenant Bart-
lett, was caught by the receding tide and swept
out to sea. Every man was lashed to the raft.
They labored hard with rough paddles made
from portions of the raft, to reach the land ;

but, after striving for hours and making no
headway, but drifting still further to sea, the
officers toid the men to save what strength they
had left and cease their efforts that their only
chance of being saved was to be picked up by
some passing vessel.

"The raft now floated about at the mercy of
the wind and waveB; during the day the party
were under an Intense hot sun. The waves con-
stantly broke over them, for the raft was nearly
two feet under water much of the time.

"One night it rained in torrents, accompanied
by a fierce hail-storm- . Thus these devoted men
floated about forty-tw- o hours, without a drop of
water to moisten their parched lips, or a morsel
Of food. We should add that they bad tasted
no food for some fifteen hours before leaving
the wreck, making - fifty-seve- n hours without
anything to eat or drink. At length the rait
was seen, near eveniner. by the British India
Bteam Navigation Company's steamer Arabia,
Commander Ballantine, on her voyage from
Calcutta to Madras, which took the party to
cocouaaa, wnere mey were put on board an
American vessel. Two davs after thev ioined
their companions.

"Officers were sent to Madras and Calcutta to
secure a conveyance home In case no orders
were received rrom tne wavy Department at
Washineton. After waiting two months, and
receiving no orders, Captain Collins chartered
the British ship General Caultield, of six hun-
dred and forty seven tons, and ou the 17th of
August, left toconada lor New xorir. xtie pas- -
sace proved an unusuauy iavoraoie one, tne
ship reaching New York in ninety-tw- o sading
days, the shortest passage, it is said, that has
been made by any ship for many years. We
are glad to hear that our young officers, not-
withstanding their hardships, are in excellent
heBltb.

"During the two months the party were in
India they were most hospitably entertained by
the British residents. Lord Napier, the Governor-G-

eneral of India, gave orders by telegraph
to furnish the shipwrecked party with every-
thing they desired."

Boclety of the New Sohool Presbyterian
Church, $5000; to be expended In the
education of young men for the ministry
by the Permanent Committee on Education of
the New Bohool Presbyterian Church, $5000; to
the Church Erection Fund of the New Hotiool
Presbyterian Church, $'2000. The amount be-

queathed by Mr. Clarke in bequests to distant
relatives and to charitable purposes Is 8(15,000.

The remainder of the eslate goes In equal parts
to bis two surviving children. Mr. Wood's will
is dated January 1, 1861. lilsestate is estimated
at $10 010,000, including property in St. Louis
valued at between three aud four millions.
