The Trial Postponed Until the First
Wednesday in March.

Ricmuoxn, Va,, Nov, 26,—The Court opened
st 1l o'clock, sand was soon densely crowied,
principally with white people, and many ladies.
At 11-00 Judge Underwood called the Court Lo
order, The Grand Jury answerad to thelr names.
They comprise elghteen white and six colored
men, all radicals, The oath prescribed by the
net of Congress June 17, 1862, excluding all
persons from serving on a jury who have aided
or been concerved fu the Rebellion, was admin-
iastered (o the membera of the Grand Jury,

Judge Untderwood eanld that all who hud con-
sclentions soruples against taking an oath
ghould inform the Court. Nouve apswered. In
being sworn, whites and blacks took the Bible
together, which caused & smile throughont the
Court-room,

Judge Underwood thenm charged the Grand
Jury, delining treasou and {ts punishment
upder the laws of Congress.

He snid:—If it Is brought to your knowledge
that avy citizen of the Uuited States has been
eugaged in leyying war, against them, it will be
your duty to find an indictment for treason
sgninst the offender, unless it be also brought to
your knowledge that such offender has racelved
8 syecinl pardoir, or I included in some general

act of amnesty. You are to be abso
lutely Imwpartinl, Al personal favor and
disfuvor must be rigorously excluded

from your room, . No parly utid no class biss
or prejudice must be allowed the slightest influ-
ence upon your decisions., The charge was
brief, moderate in tone, and the authorship of it
Is attiibuted to Hon, Salmon P, Chase. It also
touched upon violations of the Internal Revenue
and Postal laws soud Reconstruction acts, which
will be brought betore the Court, The Grand
Jury then retired for deliberation,

At 12°30 Mr. Hvarte, on the part of the Gov-
ernment, said it was intended to proeeed with
the trinl of Davis at some period during this
term, but the publie dutles of Chief Justice
Chase prevented his attendanes, and he would
name a day after Judge Chase's official duties
in the supreme Court had been concluded: and
proposed that the tirst Wedunesday In March be
assigoed for the trial.

Mr, ("Conor for the defense assented to this,
but sald it would cause the defendant inconve-
nicnce and boped the Government would arrange
it positively for the day named. He preforred
to renew Davis’ recognizances for trial in May,
when Mr. Chace would ceriainly attend, but
withdrew this and agreel to the day named, but
hoped Mr. Davis would be called on previously

Mr. Evarits anticipated no difficulty in the
trial coming ofl in March, as Mr, Chase would
undoubtedly be present them. Judge Under-
wood sssented, as it was desirable to have two
Judges present In & case of such import
sunce, and it was due to the defendant
aud he directed an order fixing the day named,
Mr, Davis was not present during the proceed.
