Our National Thanksgiving.
To-monrow witnegses the recurrence of the
anniversary which s peculiar to the Amerioan
people. It dates back to the advent of the
Pilgrim Fathers nupon the soil of New England,
and had its origin in their antipathy to the
Christmas holidays, which they regarded as
an invention of Papal Roms, without any
foundaMon or warrant In Holy Writ. Still,
these slern, uncompromising religionists
decmed It proper and becoming that a certain
dlay should be #et apart as an ocoasion for ren-
dering special thanks to the Almighty for the
nfalling mercies and Dblessings whioch had

wowned the year. Thapksgiving-Day in this
yay beoame an established inatitution of the
New England creed, and by their descendants
was transplanted in every Northern State,
At the ontset, the festival was striotly a reli-
plons one, and as & matter of courde was ob-
served by our Puaritan forefathers with the
austerity and gelf-denial by which they were
50 eminently charncterized. Bat the spirit of
cheerfulness, in the course of time, made an
Inroad upon the long faces of that early period,
and Thanksgiving-Day was gradually moulded
into its present aspect of earnest devotion
oommingled with hearty enjoyment, In each
of the New England States, and in the greater
number of the Central and Northern States,
the day has in this mavner been regnlarly ob-
ferved, usnally by proclamation and request
of the reapective Governors, although in some
of the New England States its inatitution has
Dbean formally provided for by statute.

With the outbreak of the Rebellion came
Ahe universal obvervanoce of the day throngh-
out the length and breadth of the land, by
virtue of the proclamation of the President of
ihe United Btates. But even this National
Thanksgiviog dates back to the Revolutionary
period, the first occasion of the kind on record
being the 18th of December, 1777, which was
got apart by the Continental Cougress as “a
day for thanksgiving for the signal suocess
Intely obtained over the enemies of these
Tnited States.’” On geveral ocoasions there-
after, Congress interposed in a similar way,
and February 19, 1760, was set apart by Pre-
gident Washington, in honor of the suppres-
gion of the Whisky Rebellion in the western
part of this Btate. With the exception of a
National Thanksgiving, in pursuance of FPre-
pident Madison’s proclamation, immediately
mfter the olose of the lnst war with Great Bri-
Rain, the custom fell into desuetude, until it
was revived by Me. Lincoln, who decreed on
the 10th of April, 1862, that the Sunday fol-

20w ing the receipt of Nis proclamation shoald
E_' characterized by fw thanks for the

ring, Fert Donelson, Pitts-
burg Landing, and F ige—the flrst sub-
Miantisl fruits of the struggle for national lo-
tegrity. Bince that day we have frequently
been called npon by the national Executive to
observe the day, and the great civic Sabbath
may now be regarded as an established insti-
tution of the eouniry for all time to come.

The proclamation of Governor Geary, bear-
ing the date of October 81, is so eloguent that
we give place to the material portion of it, as

follows:—

“Afded by the dictates Of cullivated rauson
nnd ga tenchings of Divine Revelution, we are
taught o recogniee ln he Bupreme 'Ruler a
Heavenly Falher, to whoin we are lodgblad for
existence and nil the b esslngs we enjoy, and
10 whom we owe constant and fervant thaulks
giving apd pralse.

tloment this afternoon, and we are gind to say
that there is Jittle doubt but that the decision
will be in favor of giving the Iatler chardoter
to our greal thoroughfare. The members of
Select Council have been in communication
with thelr constitnents, and are vow Tamiliar
with their views. With a knowledge of what the
people wanl, will come leglslation to meet
the popular wish. Thers can be no gnestion
a8 o the earnest desire of the masses to have
the Mayor’'s veto overridden by the vote of
Councils. During a walk fu Broad street
yosterday we overhieard a vonverantion batween
two mechanios on their way homs, which well
exprogsed the feeling of all the largs class of
laborers and pedestrians generally:—*'It is an
infamous shame,'" sald one, "that the Mayor
should try to give up this street forever to
faast drivers, Why should they have nine-
tenths and we have hardly room to orowd
along 1" “Oh,” sald the other, ‘‘it was only
done to please the oohiraoctors; but I rather
think the people have got ahead of them this
time.” Here, in homealy language, being ver-
batim what was eaid, is the whole question In a
nutshell, The [reason why such a schems is
desired by certain parties is to enrich the con-
tractors; tbe effect will be to cheat the psople
permanently ont of their favorite walk. Batl
we agres with the mechanio, “‘we rather think
the people have got ahead of them this time."

This morning the organ of the Mayor, the
North American, gives a column on the sub-
jeet, in which an attemapt iz made to defend
the action of his Honor, mot by out-arguing
the opponents, but by dismissing all the ques-
tion with n remark net unlike that of De
Maupras, when dunned by a tradesman, ‘‘You
trouble me, sir.”’ The Mayor quiotly remarks,
‘"We have failed to discern a single plansible,
much less suflicieng reason for this step back-
wards.”’ But pone of the weak arguments
nsed are refated in the North American. The
fallacy of giving the mass of the people a
broad pavement on which to walk is not
pointed out. The inherent weakness of the
argument that it is not” fair to de-
vole nine-tenths of a street o fast drivers, to
the discomfort of the hundred times greater
number of pedestrians, is not sat forth at
large. The palpable absurdity of supposing
that the property-owners on Broad street
would not consent to what would mutilate
the street, is not refuted. Nor is that silly
statement that it is nujust to inconvenience
the many to accommodate the fdw held forth
in the ridiculous light in which it must be
certain the Mayor could expose it. His Hovor
contents himsell by denying to any one of our
foolish statements “‘evenm plausibility,”” and,
of conrse, would not consent to argue what is
20 weak.

Yet, strange as it may seem, we think the |

article in the North American would have been
much etropger had the author opened his
batleries of logic and utterly demolished the
fallacies of those who favor the broad puve-
mwent. Some deluded citizens are so wedded
to their errors as to think there is something
in the argmments adduced in support of the
bill, and are, mirabile dictu! 8o obstinate and
stopid as to hold to their errors even if they
are mot “plaugible.” ‘What may be still
more ourious is that we are among this nar-
row-minded throng, and think that the
school-girl's reason against anything, ‘‘’canse
it ain’t,” is hardly satisfactory when coming
from a Muyor.

As itis, we think that the ten thousand
pedestrians should be considersd in the laws;
that when there is still plenty of room for oar-
risges, we ought not to unnecessarily incom-
mode the orowd which has to walk; that the
property-owners are tolerably good judges as
{o what is nesded for the benefit of the street;
and that somebody else ought to be consulted
besides the oontractors, and those who
haye a substantial, if not a nominal, interest in
the Nicolson pavement. TFor these reasons we
earnestly hope that Select Counecil will, this
afternoon, pass the bill over the veto of the
Mayor. Our space will not allow ns
to repeat the argnments we have already
used in favor of the reform. We wounld merely
add that with the widened pavement the street
will still be within three foet as wide as Mar-
ket streat. This of itself is an answer 1o the
talk abont incommoding the carriages in the
future. We do not propose to legislate for the
fudure at the expepse of comfort for the
pext twenty years, It may be very well for
the Mayor to call us ‘‘short-sighted"” and
“gelfish," and remark that the friends of the
bill have adduced no arguments “worthy of
the name;” but we are still of the opinion
that the dim possibility that in the fature
gomething may be required should not deter
ug from doing what is already certainly de-

manded for the popular good. The Mnyor'l
takes great paing to “‘make up his record.” |

It is already made up, and will not be for-
golten, The people look with searching
anxiely to see which members of Beleot Coun-

vil favor them, and which favor the won-
tractors. They waloh for the vote on the veto.
