Fatal Shooting Affair. Iaaao tdelett. aged
21 yenrs, and living in (Jarpeuter Street below
Ninth, was Instantly killed under the following
circumstances:

The Coroner was notified
of the occurrence. .

An affair happened on
Wednesday afternoon which may probably
r suit fatally to one of the persons connected
with It. A gentleman named Barlow went to
a cotton mill located on Norrls street, below
Frankford road, on that afternoon, to transact
some business. While tbere a dispute arose
between himself and a watchman named Rey-
nolds. The letter being of an exoltable tem-
perament, picked npabar of Iron and struok
Harlow two fearful blows noon the bead, ma-
king two frightful gashes. Barlow was carried
home In a senseless condition, and lies now In
a critical condition. HU residence Is at Frank-
ford road and Hart lane. Reynolds was ar-
rested by a constable and Officer Gray, of the
Eleventh Distrlot, who went Into his house at
Frankford road and Norrls street, jerked him
out of bed, and arrested him. Alderman Slaex
committed him In default of 12500 bail.

In the alley . I went lu and' saw' Mr.
Erwln about to shoot; before I conld go
five feet, he fired, and she . turned round
and fell; she was In the yard, and ths gate was shut;
when I first saw Mr. Jrwlu he wai at tne front of tne
alley; there waa ust the gate between my wile aud
tbe dog: the gate Is lower than tbe fence; when my
wife waa striking at the dog she leaned over tbe gate;
tbe ball passed through the gate about a foot from the
ground. -
. Dr. bbaplelgh sworn Corroborated the testimony
of Dr. Helller. He stated that he saw tbe groove
made In the floor of the alley; It seemed aa If the bul-
let had run along the plank, struck a knot, aud
glanced upwards.

Francis J. Ward sworn 1 was present when Mrs.
Wltimali r was killed; I beard the cry of mad dog aud
went out to my trout door; I saw Mr. Krwln ana an-
other man, wlib sons, standing on tbe curb In front of
Mr. Wlllmaler's front gale, r.ght In front of the alley;
I Just saw the smoke (Jlng up from tbe gun Mr.
Erwln held; I walked to tue alley and looked In, and
saw Mrs. Wlttmaler down, and Mr.Wlumaler leaning
over her: sbe waa lu the rear of this little alley gate.

The alley Is covered with Inch
boar dp; the bullet made a groove In the floor, struck a
knot, and glanced upwards, aud that Is the only way
loan explain Its striking Mrs. Wlttmaler. I think
from where Krwln stood, one could see Mr j. Witt
niaier leaning over the gate.

Henry Klianewood sworn That morning I saw Mr.
Krwln shoot up the alley; I did not see up the alley; 1
then heard a woman cry; I then saw Mr. Erwlu drep
the gun: the dog then came running out of the alley:
before Mr. Erwln shot 1 heaid the cry "mad dog"
wore than once.

John Keed sworn That morning some one came
to where I waa working, aud saliT tbere was a mad
dog: I went eut and found the dog In Wlttmaler's
alley; Mr. Erwln tben came over with a gun; the
dog started to run out or tbe alley, aud Mr, Erwlu
tired; tbe ball struck the plank floor, glanced up-
ward, aud struck the gate: It struck right near the
dog; the gate was on the same side of the curb tbat
Erwin was; he aimed at tbe dog, struck the pave-
ment at the centre of the alley, aud then glanced off
In an angle, and struck tbe gate.

Here the Commonwealth closed.
Mr. Dwlght stated to tbe Jury that It was lawful to

kill a mad dog: and this man was excusable lu firing
a gun at a dog he believed to be mad, whether Iuo
dog waa or was not mad. But a man must In such
caaes use bis weapon with care and skill, lie thought
tbat, ao far as one oouid junge from tne eviuence, tins
man bad ued reaaonnble skill. Therefore acoordlug
lo bis views, be had doue a lawful act In a lawful
manner, and If the Court would sustain nnu be would
hand the bill to the Jury and ask thetu to return a
veraict or not guilty.

The Court did sustain this upright view; and In-

structed the Jury tbat ike defendant at tbe time waa
engaged In a lawful andoommendahleaot: and though
tbe luiliclment charted Involuntary manxlaugh M). It
was only excusable homlolde; aud. therefore, the
Court was ot opinion that the verdict should have
been one ol acquittal.
