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Washington—The Legisinture—And the
Fresident's Houase,

Wo left Philadelplila by steambonat at 6 o'clock
one very cold moraing, and turned our [aces
towards Washington.

In the eourse of this day's joutney, as on aub
srquent ocensions, we encountered some Eng.
lishmen (small farmors, perhaps, or country
publicans at home), who were settied in Ame-
rica, and were travelling on their own allairs,
Of all grades and kinds of meu that jostle one in
the public conveysooes of the Sistes, thess nre
olten the most intolerable sod the most insuflfor
nble compapions, United lo cvery disngreeable
ohuracteristio that the worst kind of Amerl-
oinn teavellers possess, these countrymen of ours
display an amonnt of insolent coneelt and cool
sssumption o! superiority quite monsirous to
behold, In the coarse familiarity of their ap-
prosch, and the ellrontery of thelr inquisitive-
ness (which they arc ln great haste to assert, as
il they panted 10 revenge themselves upon the
decent old restruints of home), they surpass
any native specimens that came within my
range of observation; and 1 often grew so patri-
olic when 1 heard them, that 1 would cheer-
l'ullf have submitted to a ressonable the i1 |
could bave given auy other country in the
whole world the bonor of claimiug them for its
children,

As Washinglon may be called the head-
quarters of tobacco tinetured ealive, the
time 15 come when I must confess, without
any disgoise, that ihe prevalence of (hose
iwo odious practices of chewing and expecto-
1ating began about this time to be anything but
agreeable, and soon became most offensive and
glckening., In all the public places of America
this filthy oustom is recognized, In the courts
of Inw the judge bas his spittoon, the crier his,
the wituess his, and the prisoner his; while the
Jjurymen snd speclators are provided for, as so
many men who in the course of nature must
desire to apit Inceszantly, Iu the hospituls the
students ol medicme are requested, by notices
upon the wall, to eject their tobucco julee into
ihe boxes provided for thut purpose, and not to
diecolor the swairs. In public buildings, visitors
#re implored, through the snme agency, to squirt
the essence of thelr gulds, or “plugs,” as I have
Leard them called by genllemen learped in this
kind of sweetmeat, uto the national spit.
toovs, and vot about the bases of the mar:
ble columus. But in some parts this custom is
inseporably mixed up with every meal and
mornlnn call, and with all the transactions of
social Iife, The strapger who follows in the
track I took mysell will Gnd it in its full bloom
and glory, luxurinnt in all it alarming reckless-
nes#, ut Washington, And let him not persuade
himsell (as I once did, to my shame), that pre-
viows tourlsts have exaggeraied 1ts extent. The
thing itsell is an exaggeration of nastiness which
canuot be outdone,

On board fthis steamboat there were two
young gentlemen, with shirt<collars reversed as
uspal, and armed with very big walking-
sticks, who planted two seats in the wmiddle
of the deck, at a distauce of some four puces
spart, took out their robacco boxes, aud sat
down opposite each olber to chew. In less
thun s quarler ol an hoar's time, these hopelul
youths had shed sbout them on the cleun
boards u coplous shower of yellow vain; clear-
ing, by that means, & kind of magic circle,

within whose llmits no intraders dare to come, |
and which ey never failed to refresh and re- |

refresh befors a spol was dry. This, being
before breakfast, rather dispoeed me, I confess,
to nausen: but lookivg sttentlvely at one of the
expectorators, I plainly saw that he was youug
in chewlog, and falt mwardly uoensy in him.
sell. A glow of delight came over me at this
discovery; and as | marked his face turn paler
and paler,and saw the ball of tebacco ln his
left cheek quiver with his suppressed agony,
while yet he spat and chewed and spat sgain, 1o
emulation of his older friend, 1 could have
fallen on his neck, and implored him (o go on
for hours,

We all sai down to a comfortable breakfast in
the subin below, where there was no more
hurry or confusion than 4t such a medl ln Eng-
land, and where there was certuinly grenter
polifecess exhibited than st most of cur stage-
cosch banquets. At about nine o'vlock we
arrived st the rullroad ststion, and went on by
the cars. Al noon we turncd out agaln to cross
a wide river in another steambost; landed at a
continustion of the rallroad ou the epposite
shore, and went on by other cars; in which, in
the course of.the next honr or 80, we crossed
by wooden bridges, cach a mile in length, two
creeks onlled respectively Great and Little Gun-
powder, The water in both was blackeued
with flights of canvas-backed ducks, wuich are
most delicious eating, and abound hersabouts
at that season of the year.

These bridges are of wood, have no parapet,
and are only just wide enough for the passuge
of the \rains, which, in the event of theamauliest
accident, wounld jnevitably be plunged into the
riyer. ']."he_r,' are startling contrivances, and are
most agrezable when passed,

We stopped to dine at Ballimore. and, being
now in Marylund, were walled ou for the frst
timie by slaves. The sengation of exaciing any
gervice from humen creatures whe ars bought
nud rold, and being, for the time, & party as it
were to their conldition, {5 not an enviable oue.
The iostitution exists, perbhaps, in s lenst ro-
pulsive and most mitiguted form in such a town
a6 this; but it 48 stavery; and though I was, with
respect to 1, an tnnocent man, its presence filled
me with & sense of shame and sellt-reproach.

After dinner we woent down to the rallroad
sgain, and took our seats iu the cars for Wash-
ington. Belug rather enrly, those men find boys
who happened to have nothing particular to do,
and were curious in forelgners, came (according
to custom) around the curringe in which | sat:
let down all the windows; thrast in their heads
und shoulders; hooked themselves on conveni-
ently by thelr olbows; and fell to compariug
notes on the subject of my persoual apprar-
ance, with s much indiiferenee as if I were s
stuffed figure. I never galned s0 much nucom.
promusing infdrmation with reference tumy own
nose and eyes, the various lmpressions wrought
ty my mouth snd chiu on diiferent minds, wnd
how my bead looks when 1t is viewed from oe
hind,s# on Lhese occisions, Some gentlemen were

only sutisfled by exercising thelr sense of tonch;
and the boys (who are surprislugly precocious
in Amarlen), were seldom satiafied even by that,
but would return to the churge over-and over
again, Many 4 budding Presidest has walked
iuio my room, with lus cap on his head and his
honds in his pockels, aud siared at me for two
whole hours; occastonully retreshing himsell
with & twenk at bis nose, or & dranght from the
waler-ug; or by walking to the windows and
inviting other boys iu the @reet below to come
u ang do Hkewlie: erying, “Here he ig!"
'Eumc on!"” “Bring all your brothers!” with
other hospitable enireatics of that nature, .

We resched Wushington at about half
pust Bix that evening, avd had upon the
wiy & besuliful wew of the Gnqlltol. which
is & e buildiog of the Cgrinthian order,

lased upon s noble and communding omi-
g.n&. Arrived st the botel, 1 saw no more of
the place that night, being vory tired, and glad
10 got o bed,

Breakfast over rext mornineg, I walk about the
iMriats for un hour or two, and, coming home.
throw up the window in the front and back, and
lvok owt, Here is Washipglon, fresah iu my
mind snd under my eye.

Take the woist parts of the City rosd and
Pentonville, or the stragghing outsk irts of Paris
where the houses are smaliest, preserving all
their oddities, but especlally the smail shops
sud dwelllngs, oocupied in Peatonville (but not
in Washington) by furniture-brokers, keepers ol
poor eating honses, and fanaiers of birds. Burn
the whole down: build it up again in wood
und plaster: widem it a little; throw in
yart of Bt. John's Wood; put green bliudas
outside ull the private bouses, with & red our-
tuin and @ white one in every window; piouch
up 6ll the roads;: plant a grent deal of cosrse
torf in every place where it ought mot to bes
crect three haudsome buildings m stoae and
murble anywhere, but the more entirely out of
everybody's way the better: onll one the Post
(flice, one the Patent Office, and one the Troa-
sury; mike it seorching hot tu the moruing, aud
freezing cold In the alternoon, with an ocea-
stonnl tornado of wind aud dugt: leave a brick
field whihout the bricks, in all centrsl places
wherem sireet ay naturally be expecied: and
thnt'"s Washington,

The hotel i which we
of snall bouses fronting
opening sl the hack upon & common yard,
i which hupes a great trianele. hen-
EYer n servant 18 wanied, somebody beatls on
this trinngle from one stroke up to seveu,
aceording o the number of the house in which
his presence is requlred; and ns all the servants
are always belug wanted, and pone of them evar
come, this enliveming engine is in full perform-
ance the whole day through. Clothes are dry-
ing in this same yard; female slaves, with cot-
ton hendkerohiefs twisted round their heads,
ure runming o snd froon the hotel business:
black waiters cross and recross with dishes iy
thoir hands; two great dogs are playing npon n
mound of loose bricks in the centre of the little
square: a pig is turnloe vp his stomach to the
sun, and gronting, “That's comforiable! aui
neither the men nor the women wor the dog
uor the-ple nor nony created creature takes the
smpllest notice of the triangle, which i tlugling
madly ull the time, '

I walk 1o the front window, and look across
the roud upon & long, strugeling row of hunses,
one story high, terminating vearly opposite, but
4 little 10 the left, in & melaucholy plece of
whste groond with frowzy grass, whioh looks
like n small plece of country that has taken to
drinking, and bas quite lost itself. Standing
anybhow nud all wrong, upon this open space,
like somethiog meteoric that has fallen Jdown
from the moon, is au odd, lop-sided, one.eyed
kind of wooden building, that looks like n
church, with a fagstasI ns long me itsell,
sticking out of a steeple something larger
than a tea-chest, Under the window is &
small stand of cosches, whose slave-drivers
are sunining themsclves on the steps of our

Hve s o long row
on the street, and

aoor, and talking idly together. The thres
most obirosive hooses pear a! hand are
the three meanest. On one—u shop, which

never has anythivg in the window, and never
has the door open—is palnted, In large charic
ters, "The City Luncb.” At snother, which
looks like the back way to somewhere else, bat
is wn independent building in itself, oysters are
procurable In every style. At the third, which
is #t very, very little tullor's shop, panis are ixed
10 order; or, In other words, pantaloous ure
made to mensure, And that s our street in
Washinglon.

It is sowetimes called the City of Magnidcent
Distances, but it might with grester propricty
oe termed the City of Magoiticent Intentions:
for itis only on wnking a bird's-ese view of it
from the top of the Capitol that one can at all
comprehend the vastdesigns of its projector, an
aspiring Frenchman, Spucicus avenues, that be-
o in nothing, aud lead nowhere; sireets, mile
long, that only want houces, ronds, and Inhubi-
tants; publie buildings that need but a public
to be complete; and orbaments of great
thoroughtares, which only lnck great thorongh-
fares Lo oroament, are I8 leading features, One

might faney the season over, and most of the
houses gone out of town forever with thelr mas-
toers, To the admirers of cities it is u Barmecide
Feust: a pleasant field fur the Imaginution to
rove fn: & monument raised to a deceased pro-
jecr, with not even a legivle inscriptlion to
record its departed greatoess,

Such us it I8 it is hkely to remain, 1t was
originully chosen for the seat of povernment us
w mesns of ayerting the conflicting jealoosies
and intereste of the diferent =States; nnd

very  probably, 1too, &8s being remole
rem mobs—ga consideration not to
be slighted, even m America, It

bhng no trade or ecmmeree of its own, having
little or no population beyoud the President and
Lis establishment, the members of the leglsla-
ture who reside there during the session, the
governwent clerks and officers employed in the
various departments, the keepers of the hotels
and bourding bouses, and the tradesmen who
supply thelr tables, It is very unhealthy, Few
people would live in Washiongton, I take {t, who
are not obliged to reside there; and the tides of
emierntion and speculation, those rapid and re.

. gardless currents, are little likely to fow &t any

time towards such dull and sluggish water,
The principal features of the Capitol are,

of course, the two Hounees of Assembly.
Bat there i#, besides, In the centre of the
building a ftine rotonda, ninety-six feet in

dinmeter, und ninety-six high, whose gircular
wail Is  divided into compartments, oros-
mented by historieal pictures, Four of these
have for thelr subjeots prominent events in the
Revolutionary struggle, They were painted by
Colone! Trumbull himeelf, s member ot Wash
meton's staff ut the time of thelr occurrence:
from which circamstaace they derive a peculisr
interest of their own., In this same hall Mr.
Greenough's large statue of Washingion has
been lately placed, It has great merits, of
course, but it strock us as belog rather Strained
and violent for its subject. 1 could wish, how-
ever, to have seen it in & better light than it
can ever be viewed In where It stands,

There s o very pleasant and commodious
lbrary in the Capitol; and from a balcony in
front the bird's-cye view of which I have just
spoken muay be bad, together with & beantiful
prospect of the adjacent country, In one of
the ornsmeutal portions of the bullding there is
a fgure of Justice, whereunto the guide-book
siyE, "The artl=t at frst contemplated giving
more of nudity, but he was warned that the
public pentiment in this couniry would wnot
admit of 1, and 1o Lis cantion he hss gone,
perhape, Into the opposhie extreme.” Poor
Justice ! she bhas been made o wear much
stranger garments In America than ®hoee she
pines in in the Capitol, Let us hope that she has
changed her dressmaker since they were (ash-
joned, aud that the pablic sentiment of the

country did mot out out the clothes she biodes
ter lovely tigure in just now,
The House of Represenlatives 15 n hepnti-

ful wod- spaclous ball of semicivcular shape,
supporied by handsome pilars.  Oune part
of the galleries 15 appropriated to the lagies,
and there they sat in frout rows, and come ln
and go out, s 8t & play or concert, The chair
« canopled, sud ralsed considerably above the
floor of the bouse; apd every member has wn
ensy-chair and o writing-desk to blmsell; which
i8 denounced by some people oat of doors as a
inost unfortunate and injudiclons arrangement,
tending to long sittings and prosaic speeches,
It ie no elegant chamber to look at, but & stnen-

lurly bad one for all purposcs of hearineg, The
Senate, whioh s amalier, \s feee from (his objeo:
tlon, aod i exceedingly well ndaptad 10 the
usen for which it is designed. The sittings, [
peed hardly ndd, thke place in the day; wod the
puiliamentary forms nre modelled on those of
the old couniry.

I was sometimes atked, in my progress
through other places, whether [ had not
been very much impressed by the aecads ot
ihe lawmakers at Washingloni meaning not
thelr chiefs pod leaders, but Inerally their in-
dividusl and personal heads, whereon thelr hair
grew, and whereby the phrenologicsl charncter
of each legislator was expressed: gud I almost
a8 often siruck my questioner dumb with in-
dignant copsternation by answering, “No, that
1 didn't remember being at all overcome,
As | must, st whotover hazerd, ropest the
avowal bere, I will lullow it up by relnling wy
impressions on this sabject in ns tow words ws

possible.

It was not a month sinee this same body
bind #at calwly by, and heard a mno, one of
themwselves, with oaths which begears in
their drinzk reject, threatem to cut another's
throat from ear 1o ear. There he sal among
theni: not crushed by the general feeling
of the assembly, but as good o man as any,

There wns but & week to come, and another
ol that body, tor doing his duty to those who
geul bim there; for claimivg in & republic the
liberty and freedom of expressing their senti-
wents, and making known their prayer; would
be tried, found guilty, aud have strange censure
passed upon him by the rest. His was a grave
oflen=e indecd; tor years before, he had risen up
and sald, “A gang of male aond femals slaves for
sale, warranted to breed like cattle, linked to
cach other by iron fetters, ure passing now along
the open street benesth the windows of yoor
Femple of Fquality ! Look!"™ Buat there aro
many kinds ol hunters engaged in the pursalt of
happiness, and they go variously armed, It Ja
the innlenable right of zome among them to
take the feld atter their bappiness, equipped
with cat and cart-whip, stocks and iron collar,
and to shout their view hallon! (always in pra se
of hiberty) to the mpsic of clauking chans wnd
bloody st pes.

Where sat the mauy legislators of coarse
threats; of words and blows such as coul-heavers
deal upon each other wheu they foreet their
breeding ! On every side. Every session hal
its apecdotes of that kiud, and the actors wera
all there,

Did I recoguize in this sstembly o body of
men whe, applymg themselves in a new world
to cortect some of the (alseboods and vices of
the old, purified the avenues to publie life, paved
the dirty ways o place and power, debated and
made laws lor the common good, aud had no
party but their country ?

I saw 10 them the whee!s that move the wean-
est perversion of virtuous political machinery
that the worst tools ever wrought., Despicable
trickery at eleetions; underhanded tamiperings
with  public officers; cownardly attacks
upon opponents, with sCUrrilons newspapers
forshields, and hired pens for daggers; sname-
ful trucklings to mercenary knaves, whose claim
to be considered 1is, that every day and week
they sow new crops of ruln with their veual
types, which are the dragon’s teeth of yore, in
evarything but sharpness; sldings and abettings
of every bad inclination in the populur mind,
and artiul suppressions of sl it good influsnces;
such things as these, and, in & word, Dishonest
Faction in its most aepraved and mcosl unblosh-
ing form, siared out trom every corner of the
crowded hall,

Did [ see smong them the intelligruce and
refluement, the true, honest, patriotic heart of
Ameriea? Here and there were drops of its
blood und life, but they scarcely colored the
stieam of desperate adventurers which sets
that way for profit nnd for pay., Itis the game
ol the:e men, and of their profligate organs,
to make the sorile of politics o0 terce and
brutsl, and so destructive of all self-respect in
worthy men, that sensitive and delicate-minded
persons shall be kepl sloof, and they, and such
= they, be left to pattle ont thelr seltish views
nnchecked. And thus this lowest of all serame-
bling fights goes on, aud they who in other
countries would, from their inteligence and
staticp, most aspire to wake the laws, do here
recol) the furthest from that degradation,

That there are among the representatives of
ihe people in both Houses, aud among all
partics, some men of high charsoter and
preat abilities, I need not say. The foremost
among those politiclans who are known in
Kurope have been already described, and I
cee no regson to depart from the rule ] Lave
lnid down for my pguldaoce, of abstuining
from all mention of individuals. It will be
sufficient to add, that to the most fuvorable ac-
counts thal have been written of Lhem I more
then fully ard most heartlly subscribe; and that
peisonal iutercourse and Irge commimication
bave bred within me, nos the result predicted in
the very doublful proverb, but increased admi-
ration sod respect. They are striking meu to
ook at, hard o deceive, prompt to aet, lons in
energy, Crighlons In varied accomplishments,
Indinns in fire of eye and gesture, Americans {n
strong and generous impulse: nud they us well
represent the honor and wisdom of their coun-
1y at home as the distinguisbed gentleman who
15 now its minwster ut the British Court sustains
its mgheat charnoter abroad,

1 wisited both Houses npearly every day
duriug my stay in Washinglon. On my
initintory visit to the House of Representu-
taves, they divided against s decision ot the
enalr: but the ocbair won, The second time |
wene, the member who was speaking, being
intersupted by a laugh, mimicked IL, as one
ehlld wounld in quarrelling with another, and
added, “thut be would make honorablo geotle-
men opposite sing out ltule more on the other
side of their mouths presently.,” Bot interrup-
tions are rare; Lthe speaker being usnnlly heard
In s1lence. There are more qusrrels than with
s, and more threatening than gentlemen are
necustomed 10 exchange in any olvilized society
ol which we nave recora; but farm-yard lmita-
tions have not as yet been imported trom the
Parliament of the Uwnited Kingdom, The fea-
ture in orstory which appoars w be the most
practized and most relished is the constant
repetition of the same lden or shadow of au
wlea in ffesh words; apd the lnguiry out of
doors Is pot, “‘What did he say® but, “How
long dld bhe speak?”’ These, however, ure but
enlargements of & principle which prevalls else-
where,

The Senute lsa dignlfed and decorous bady,
and \te proceedings are conducted with muc
grivity and order. Both Hopses are hand-
somely onrpeted; bot the stato to whioh these
carpefs are reduced oy the universal disregard
of the spittoon with which every honorable
member (s accommodated, and the extraordl-
nary improvements cn the pattern which aro
rquirted and davbled upon it in every direction,
do not admst of being desoribed, 1 will merely
observe, that 1 strongly recommend all siran:
gers 1ot 1o look ut the floor; and If they hap-
prn o drop anyihing, though it be thele purse,
"not to plek it up with an aogloved band on uny
nocount.

tue whole of the previous collection having
veen destroyed by fite, The elegant strueture in
which tbey are arranged 18 one ol design rather
than cxecotion, for there is but one side ereoted
out of four, though the works ure stopped, The
Post Office 1s a very compaet and very beaatifal
butlding, In one of the departiments, ntwong a
collection of rare and curious articles, aro depo-
sited the presents which bhave been wade from
lime to e to the American ambassadors ut
forelgn courts by (be varlons potentates to
whom they were the aceredited ageals of the
re public—gifts which, by the law, they are not
permitied 10 retain, 1 confesuthat [ looked apon
this u4 a very paintul exhibition, and oune by no
meang flattering to the national standard of
uot esty and houor. That can scarcely be a
nieh sate of woral feeling which Imacines
a gentleman of 1epote nnd station likely 1o be
cosvupied, in the oiscbarge of bis duty, by the
present of n snufl-box, or a itebly mounted
sword, or an Eastero shawl; and surely the
nition who reposes confidence in her appoloted
servents 1a hkely to be better served thau she
who makes them the subject of sueh voery mean
and paltry suspicions,

At Georgetown, in the saburbe, there is a
Jesvit College delightiully sttuated, and so far
a2 1 had an opportunity of secing, well man-
aged. Many persons who are not members of
the Romish Chureh avail themselves, 1 ballove,
of these institutions, and of the advantsgeous
opportanities they afford lor the education of
their children. The heghts in this nelghbor-
hiood, sbove the Polomae river, are very pletu-
resque, and are free, I should concelve, from
some of the fusalubrities of Washiogton. The
nir, at that clevatlon, was quite cool and re-
freghing, when in the city it was burning hot,

The President's maension is more ke un Kog-
lith ¢lub-houns=e, both within and withont, than
any other kind of establishment with which I can
compare it, The ornumental ground about it
bas been Tuid out Ju garden walks, They are
preity, and agreeable to the eve, though they
hayve that uncomforiable air of having been
wade yesterday which is iar from fuvorable to
the display of such beautics,

My #irst visit to this house was on the morn-
ing after my arrival, when [ was carried thither
by an official gentleman, who was so kind us to
charge himself with my presentation to the
President.

We eotered o large ball, and, baving
twice or thrice rung u bell which nobody
npswered, walked without further ceremouny
through the rooms on the ground floor, as
divers other gentlemen (mestly with their hats
on, and their kands in their pockets) were
doing very leisurely. Some of these had indies
w.ih them, to whom they were showing the
premises; others were lodngiog on the chalrs
and solas; others, n a perfect siata af avhaos
tion frem listlessuess, were yawning drearily.
The greater portion of this assemblage were
rather usserting their supremacy than doluF
soything clee, a8 they bad no particular busi-
ress Lhere that anybody knew of. A few were
closely aseing the movables, as i o make quite
sure tgnt the President (who was far from uru-
lar) bad npot made awny with any of the
furniture, or scld the fxtures for Lis owu pri-
vate benefin

After glomeing at these loungers, who were
scattered over w pretly drawing-room, npvninﬁ
upon & terrice which commanded a besutifo
prospect of the river and the adincent country,
and who were sauntering, too, about a larger
state-room culled the Eastern Drawing-room,
we went up stairs into apother chamber, where
were certaln visitors walting for andiences, At
sight ol my conductor, # black, in plain clothes
aod yellow slippers, wbho was gfldlut.{ noiselesaly
aboul, and whispering messages in the ear of
the more impatient, made a sign of recognition,
and glided off to announce him,

We bad previously looked Into avother
chamber filted all round with & great bare
wooden desk or counter, wherecon lay tiles
of newspapers, to which sundry gentlemen
were referring,  But there were no  such
means of beguiliing the time in thws apart-
ment, which was as onpromising and tiresome
u# any walting-room in oue of our public est -
blishments, or &y ph{slcun'- dining-room dur-
ing hie hours of consultation al home.

There were some fifteen or twenty persons in
the room, Umne, » tall, wiry, muscular old man
from the West, sunburnt and swarthy, with a
brown-white hat on bhis knees, and & giant um-
brella reaiingl between his legs, who sat bolt
upright in his chair, frowning steadily st the
carpet, and twitching the hurd lines about his
mouth, a5 if he had made up his miud *‘to Ax"
the President on what he had to say, and
wouldpt bate him a grain. Awunother, a Ken-
tucky tarmer, six feet six in helght, with his
hat on, and his bands apder s coat-talls, who
lesned sgainst the wall and kicked the Aoor
with his beel, as though he bhad Time's head
under hus shoe, and were liternlly “killing™ him.
A third, an oval-faced, bilious-looking man,
with sleek black bair cropped close, and whis-
kers and beard shaved down to bloe dots, who
sucked the head of a thick stick, and from time
o Hme took it outof s mouth to ses how it
was getting on. A fourth did nothing but whis-
tle, A fiith did nothing but spif.  And indeed
all these gentlemen were =0 very persovering
and energetic io this latter particular, and be-
stoned thelr favors #0o abunduatly upon the
carpet, that 1 take it for granted the Preslden.
tial housemalds have high wages, or, 10 spesk
more genteelly, an ample amonut of “‘compen-
sation,” which s the American word for salary,
in the case of all pablic servauts,

We had not waited fn this room many
minutes before the black moesseager re-
turned, and conducted us into another of smaller
dimensions, where, at & business-like table
covered with papers, gatl the President himeelf,
He looked somewhalt worn and aoxlous—and
well he might, being at war with everybody—
but the cxpression of hik face wis mid and
pleasant, and his mavner was remarkably un-
affected, gentlemnnly, and agreeable. | thought
thid in his whole cbhbaracter and demeanor he
becsme his station remarkably well,

Belogr advised that the sensible etiquette of the
republican court admitted of u traveller like
myselfdeclining, withont any impropriety, an
mvitation 1o dinper which dld not reach we
untll 1 had concluded my arrsugemonts for
leaving Washington some days betore that to
which it referred, 1 only returnod to this house
once, It was on the occaslon of one of those
general assemblies which are held on ceriain
nlghta between the hours of nine and twelve
a'tlock, and sre called, rathor oddly, lovees,

I went with my wife ot about ten, There was
a pretty dense orowd of carriages snd people in
the court-yard, snd, 8o fur 44 I could make out,
there were no very elear regulations for the
taking up or setting dowa of company. Thers
wore cerialnly no pollcemen to sooihe startled
horses, elther by sawing at their bridles or
flourishing truncbeons ju thelr eves; aud I an
ready to make onth that wo mofensive personk
were kpooked violently on the head, or poked
acutely ju their bscks or stomachs, or brought

10 n stendsiill by sny such gentle means, and

then trnkon into cusiedy for nol moving on,
But here wae po conlusion or duorder, Ouot
carringe resched the poreh in tis turn, withont
uny blustering, awearing, shouting, vscking, or
other dwturbance, and we dismounted with as
woch ense and comtort a thovgh we bad boon
eseorted by the whole Meuupolitan Foroe om
A to Z inolusive.

Ihe sulte of rooms on the ground lloor were
ighted up, nnd a military band was playing in
the hall. In the emaller drawingroom, the
ecnlre of nolrole of compuny, were the Presi-
dent and hus davg hter-in-inw, who soted as the
Indy of the mansion: und a very mieresting,
graceiul, and pecomplished ludy, too, One gen-
tleman who stood among this group anpeared
to lnke upon bimeelt the lunctlons of w moster
of the ceremontex. 1 saw no otber officers or
attendants, and sone were needed,

Tbe great deawing-room, which 1 haye
ulresdy meptloned, nod the other chambors
on the ground-foor, wote crowded to axcess,
[he company was not, in our sense of the term,
sulect, for It comprebended persons of very
wany grades und olasies; por was there any
erent display of costly aitire; indeed, some of
the costumes may bave been, for aught | know
grotesque  enough. But the decotum anc
vropriety of benavior which provalled were
unbroken by any rude or disagreeable incident;
and eyery man, even among the miscellansons
crowd in the ball who were admitted, witaont
fny ordere or tickels, to look on, appesred to
feel that he was & part of (he institution, aud
was responsible for its preserving a becoming
eharucter, and appearmg to the best advan-
tage,

hat these visitors, too, whatever thair
alallon, wero mnot without some reline-
ment of tuste and appreciation of intel-
lectuni gifts, and gratitude 0 those men
who by the peaceful exercise of great anili-
les shed new charms snd asscelations upon the
bomes of their countrymen, awud elevate their
churucter In other lands, was most earnestly
testitied by thelr recepon of Washington [rying,
my dear Iriend, who bad recently beon ap-
pointed Minister at the Court of Spain, and who
was among them thet night in his new charae
ter for the frst and last time before going
nbroad.

The term wi had gs<igued for the duration of
our #fay In Washingiin was now sl an end, and
we were to begin Lo travel; for the rallrond dis-
tances we had traversed yet, in journeying
among these older towng, are on that great con-
tinent looked upon ns nothing.
