I oconformity with constitutional provisions,
Mr. Johmson transmitted his Annnal Message
to Congress this morning. It will be found in
fall in our paper. If there was anything
wanted after the experience of the past four
yoars—aftor the 224 of Pebruary, tha 4th of
March, sud tho Western tour—to convince us
that all the feslings and instinots of the Presi-
dent wore those of a demagogue, his Massage
would, supply any proof not previously far-
pished. It is essentially the labored argn-
ment of one who, by specions paragraphs and
the misconstruction of facts, seeka to gain the
good-will of the bedy of the people at the
oxpense of truth. It is & most shameless and
reokless disregard of the spirit of that Consti
tution which he #o earnestly pretends to adora
and, while reiterating the empty platitudes so
often heard before, is in reality pubverting the
will of the people and sexking to maks it infe.
rior to his own, Let us look at the dooument
in detail.

The greater portion of the thirty pamphlst
pages which it covers is given up to an attack
on the Comgresslonal system of Reconstrac
lion and the Tenure of Ofce bill, the part

the Message which refers to those subjeots
pcoupying twenty pages, or Lwo-thirds of the
Message. The weighty subjects of flnance, of
Jhe tariff, of the progress of the nation, and
of the requirements of the national faith, with
the dozen kindred of topics of importance
whioh shounld merit Executive advice, are
crowded into the remanining ten pages.
Everything must give way while Mr. Johnaon
indulgea in a species of Dacchanalian revel
over the late elections. Without any prepa-
ration, with none of the usual returning of
thanks to Almighty God for the blessings
whiok have crowned the year, he bursts into
the subject of Recomstruction with ‘‘the con-
tinued disorganization of the Union is yet a
subject- of profound and patriotic concern,”
The old, old argument is again gone over; the
ordinances of secession; the status of the
States; the wmots of the Supreme
Court; the unconstitutionality and tyranny
of Congress, are all dilated upon with infinite
unction and at infinite length. In a dozen
different places does he attack the representa-
tives of the people. ©nce he says:—‘‘The
mere naked will of one of the branches of
Government is the only obstacle that exists to
a perfect union of all the States.” And again:
""The nots of Congreas in question are not only
objeotionable for their nssumption of cobpera-
tive power, but many of their provisions are
in confliot with the direot prohibitions of the
Constitution.” The same declarations ooccnr
on every page. But it is idle to point ont all
of them.

In disougsing the question of negro suffrags,
we find apecnliarity of views which from their
‘Moses'’ does not come with that propristy
which we wounld wish for, He gives his views
on the blacks in the following concilistory
gentenoe:—*‘‘The blacks of the South are én-
titled to be well and humanely governwl, and to
have the proteotion of just laws for all their
rights of peraon and property.” It does not
gnter the Executive brain that they
ghonld have any part in the Govern-
ment.  They are to be “governed,’” with
no prospect held out to them of ever
having & voice in the formatiun of the power
which rales them. It will be a new pheno-
menon in history if a people, without any
means of redress of wrong, put in a commu-
nity only “‘to be governed," can continue long
to be treated "“well apd bumanely.” The
abaurd project of sending thetm off to a land of
their own, or of giving them a separate gov-
ernment in our midst, appears to be received
with considerable favor, if it was but practi-
cable—an exploded theory, long gince sent to
rest with the cLimeras of the past. The settle-
ment of the negro question must be effected in
our midst and by our action, The inherent
demsgoguism of the Mezsage MMAeéxhibited
when Ke says:—* /It is not proposed merely that
they shall govern themselves, but that they
shall rule the white race, make and administer
Biate laws, elect Fresidents snd members of
Congress, and sway, to a greater or less axtent.
the futnre destiny of the whole country.” It
stump oratory does not here shine forth, then
we know not where to look for it. We have
proved that in all of the Southern States, with
one exoeption, the whites can defeat the blacks
in point of numerical strength, 8ven ir the
widest sweep of the Reconstruction laws are
allowed. The idea of the blacks electing 8 Pro-
sident and ruling the white race, is one of the
favorite phantoms raised for polll,luul effect
by the opposition.

A sort of Te Deum Is sung over the Jate eleo-
tions, and Congress is assured that it is vain
to th.ink of opposing it with snythiog shorl of
legal aunthority, batked by overwhelming
force;" smd, with sarcasm, he adds: —*It gives
me pleasure to add that the appeal to our
common constituents was not taken in valn,
aud that my confidence in thelr wisdom and
virtue seems not to have been misplaced.”

Having thus impressed Congress with a sense
of Lis popularity and their spprosching doom,
he procesds to disouss how far he would be
justified in carrying & law into execation
which he dsams unconstitutional, and states

that “a faithful and gonsolentious magistrate

will conceda much to hongst error,” It is B con-
cearion for the Bxeoutive to garry out the laws
of Congress. It lis duty, aud one whioh if

he failed to perform wonld subject him to im-
poachment. Te m ol concemion 8 Lo wisnbs
words. Besides, tha ldea of the Executive
sitting In judgment on the aots of two-thirds
of the representatives of the peopls, and de-
oiding whether they are In “‘error,"” Ia an ab.
surdity. Is & Judlofal as well &8 an exeonfva
power vested in the Preaident ! By what #ight
does the Kxeoutive decide on the legality of a
law? Is he the Buprems Court? While
aoousing Congresa of passing over its jua'

own!? “Physician, heal thyself "'

Buot we pass over the reconstruotion portion
of the Message, and with it we almost olois a
review of the dooument, = The finances are not
considered with any depth. An attack is made
on the legal-tender notes and national bank
notes, which, in our opinion, is unwarrauted,
as no adequate remedy for the evil is proposed.
Agoin, the demagogue is apparent when he
oppofies the payment of the Interest of the
gold-bearing bonds in gold, or rather he gloats
over the injustice supposed to be done to
others by our following the clear terma ol our
contract. This is, to our minds, & little farther
than any have gone yet, Rither a speocle
bagis must be at once resnmod—an ultimatum
impossible at present—or else the payment of
interest in gold ia unjust to the people. Again
Brulus panders to the worst passions sf the
lowest classes. Yet no remedy is proposed.
He seeks to inflame the passions, but does not
desire to assnage them by a reform.

That part of the Message which refers to the
corruption in the internal revenne—it is but a
paragraph of a few lines—meets our heartiest
approval.

A short compilation of the Department re-
ports, & line on the Paris Exhibition, another

.line on the Alabama claims, and a statement
that the Government has entered into a treaty
with Denmark for the purchase of the island
of 8t. Thomas, closes the Message. Taken alto-
gether, it affords a singular proof of how the
highest office cannot elevats its oconpant, and
how the mind, after flowing in one ochannel for
years, will at length refuse to entertain new
ideas, but run on forever in its eatablished
route. The Messsge will give but lttle satis-
faction to any but the fow personal admirers
of the President.

How American Cities Are Taxed.
Tus city of New York is just now convulsed
on the subjeot of the Mayoralty elaction.
There are three candidates in the fleld—Wil-
liam A. Darling, radical Republioan, whose
chances of election are not worth considering;
John T, Hoffman, present Mayor, Demoorat;
and Fernando Wood, ex-Mayor, Demoorat;
and between these two the contest lies. As
the most experienced politicians of the Empire
City cannot venture to predict whose cohanoes
are the best, we certainly cannot tell, Bat
the contest is rendered decidedly spioy by
Fernando Wood coming out in favor of a re-
duction of the expenses of the city, and of his
acouping Mayor Hoffman of inordinate extrava-
gonce., In reply to this, Mr. Hoffman and his
organ, the New York World, attempt to prove
that in reality New York city is not over-
taxed; in faot, that we of Philadelphia pay
almost a8 much in proportion. as do our
brothers of New York, and that Baltimore in
reality pays most of all. So far ag the Monu-
ment City is concerned, she can speak for
Liergelf; but it strikep us that, unless we make
& most grievous error, New York pays aunu-
ally exaotly twice as much as we do. DBat we
will let Mayor Hoffman present his theory:—

“In 1800 the tnxes assessed in New York for
elly and counly purposes were $7.049.876; In
1564 they were §15,600,506. In Boslon théy were
inerensed during thesame perlod from §2,204,558

From 1860 to 1806 the whole taxstion per beid—
eity, State, and national, nol to speak of indi-
recl taxes—was incressed in New York from
$12:12 to §39-13: 1n Boston from $1552 to $384%; In
Fhiiudelphia from $0 68 to $28 3l in Olnoinnau
from $11'256 to §25'84; In Clm:s;o from §6°18 Lo
$§21 0. The avernge for these five olliss was
about ten dollara & head In wm and about
twenty-slx dollars a head in 1866,

From this, it would appear that in Philadel,
phia the rate of taxation has in six years in-
creased four times, whils New York it has in-
creased but two and a half. On this exhibit
the Mayor dwells with pecnliar unction, But
wo are at a loss to ses what satisfaction can be
derived from that naked fact, The relative
addition of taxation in New York depends en-
tirely on the relative size of the rates of the
two cities In 1800, If at that time New York

d 82 to our %1, then, by the Mayor's
own story, New York would be to-day paying
§5 to our 84, As his Honor oarefully avoids
giving us the data of 1860, we are nnable to
tell whether this proportion is correct or not;
but we are certain that at that time the rate
there was much greater than it was here. It
will be moticed that Mr. Hofman shows the
total county tax in 1860 in both ocitles; but
when be makes up his estimate of the per-
cemtage he disoreetly adds, “‘the whole taxa-
tion, city, State, and national"—go that the
figures given do not authorize a comparison
from the relative proportion. No inference as
to the relative burdens can be drawn.

But in another part of his speech the Mayor
gives us some figures, which enable us to
make up a little trial balance of our own.
He says:—''During the year 1866 the total
taxes of the oity of New York waere
#16,900,767-80." Now, although It may be
very well for Mr. Hoffman to #ay that the
taxes of Philadelphia have increased at a
much greater rate than those of New York,
yet the actual amount of taxes shows &
balance decldedly In favor of Philadelphia.
The taxes of the city of Philadelphia for
1600 amounted to #7602 203; that is to say,
the aotual amount paid by Philadelphia was
less thon half ss muok as that sotually paid
by Now York. My, Hoffman, by soms abstruss
process, shows that the rate per oapita in New
York 15 3313, whileio¥hiladelphisitis $2830.

1o New Yark oity st
thie last eleotion 112,000 volea were polled, or an
average of $151 54 to ench voter. Thi#hverage
is based on the Talrest means of oomparison
wo have at hand, and, we think, the fairest
that can be possibiy secured. By it it will be
seen that in New York each man istacad axactly
twice as much in proportion to support the city
government as he is in Philadvlphia,

We do not think that the menber of persons
taxed is a fair ground on which to eatimats
the weight of the public burdens. Had we
commenced the ocomparison, we would have
tsken the amount of property, not the number
of ocitizens, But it was commenced by Mr,
Hoffman. He selected the population as the
basis of comparison, and we have only followed
his path, We suppose, slso, that he took the
alement which wonld make his administration
appear in the most favorabla light. We
iufer that, had property been taken, our ad-
vaniages would have been still more apparent,

In truth, the attempt made by Mr, Holfman
in a fallure, It may not bs due to his admin-
instration. 'We do not believe that Mr. Wood
would spend one oent less, but we think weoan
look with just party pride on the comparative
economy of Philadelphia under Republioan
rule.  Yet New York, with her average of
twico as heavy taxes, does not afford half as
much security to ber citizena as does the
Quaker City. 'We are well governed, in that
wo are not over-governed. We do not, in-
dead, ees & policeman st every corner, yet we
hear bot geldow of disturbances, or crimes
which go nnpunished. We speak egtirely in
a comparative sense; but viewed in that light,
wa ought to be daily thankful that we have
the Republican party, and not the Democratic,
to rule over us, We may bs unjust, but we
judge only by comparison, We gee in New
York double expenses and less safety, and
there the rule is Demooratio~here Republican.
We muy fmpute the result te the wrong
caure, bul &ll must graot the ocoinocldence
warrants our inference, L
