He was the first Rebel to acknow-
ledge the right of & freedman to spealt in public
on thestage, anddid, In 1865, dellver an eloguent
address in continustion of remarks made
by A dusky orator, formerly a ohattel, but
recently transformed Inlo & hnman being by
the Emancipation act, who spoke from the
BRIDE Flnllorm and to the same mixed andi-
ence of blacks and whites, General Hampton
1s a gentleman of culture, 18 muoch loved by
thoge who are intimately acqualnted with him,
and held in the h:rhat respect by the people
of his distriet and State, e was Lhoroughly
rebellious during the war, but 18 pDow recon-
struoled, having taken tha oalth and received
hls pardon for all past offenses agalust the
Government.
