Shortly before the assembling of the Logis-
Iatare which elected Mr. Cookling to tne
United States Senite, there was a good desl of
floating talk which conneoted the nams ot Mr.
Greeley with that positon.  Widh the coynyss
which marks his conduact on such oceasions.
Mr. Greeley made Lis preparations to spend
that winter lecturing io the West, and avoid
the appearance of taking ao active part
in preseiog  his  own  claims, Shoatiy
before leavivg, he printed in the T'i-
bune & 8lriking and memorable article
which placed bim in pronouoced antagonism
to hiz ewn party, and which, he must have
been congoions, extingnishe | whatsver chanves
he may have had of election to the Beuator-
fs]llp. We allnde to these facts beoanse it i3
fair to presume that what was written on
guch an oteasion, was written with the utmost
daliberation, 4ud expressed the settled con-
yviction of the writer,

Mr. Greelsy's election to the Benate was
made imposeible Uy his proclaimad dissent
from leading featurez of the policy of the Ra-
publican party. Nor was it werely on that
ooccasion that hie et for'h his dissent. The
views he then sxpressvi had besn again and
again presented in the Friluns, and a part of
them were sutsequently reiterated on au oc-
casion even more memarabla—in rep-lling the
assanlis of bis party for signing the bail boad
of Jefferson Davie. We do not see how ls
ean reasonably obj=ot Lo so mach of the Da-
mocratic platform as coineides with his own
well-known and unrecantad opinions,

His cresd, habitually eondensed by himaslf
into the brevity of 8 motto, was *‘Univaersal
Amupesty and [mpertinl Snffrage.”” Hu re-
monstrated with great force of argnment and
head-trong fervor ngainst the fwpolivy, and
what be then regard 4 a4 the fatility, of ex-
cluding the leading citizens of the Soath from
aotive participation in the palitics of their seo-
tion. He did pot thivk it ezsential that all
the negroes shonld vote, bat ouly such part
of them as shonld he fouud to possess
reasonable gualifizationg of intelligenca. Wa
meed not say that this was qmite a different
schema from the actual Reconstruction poliey
which the Republican party now ask the pso-
ple to indorse. It condemuped pot only the
revolutionary réconstruction polioy which has
been executed at the point of the bayonet, bat
the proposed constitutional amendment whicl
preceded it; the so-oslled fourtesnth amand-
ment being inconsistent with Mr, Greeley's
principle of univessal smpesty, We need not
point ont in detail how his views clashed with
the policy of his party; his sacrifloe of his
chanves tobe a Senntor, and the bitter oblogny
he encountered, suflivicntly attesting the col-
lision,

Now, with what congistenoy can he denonnoe
ag “revolutionary’ au attewpt to mndo what,
in Lis opinion, onght vever to have been
done! In his opin on, the disfranchisement
of the leading Southern whites was an unwise
and wistaken policy: how then can he objsct
to its reversal !
of the negro race did not reguire that all of
them shounld vo'e, but only those who are
qualified; why then should he regard as a
calamitly the proapeet of restoring things to
the basis which he imsell proposed as a set-
tlement of onr diffivulties t

The success of the Democratic party in the
coming Presidential slection wonld practically
carry out Mr. Greeley's policy of universal
amuesty, This would indeed be a ‘‘revo-
Iution'' in the #snse of undeing the pro-
goriptiva polioy of the Republican party; but
as that prosoriptive polivy was wrong, why
ghonld Mr. Greeley regret the trinmph of a
principle for which he bas se strennonsly
contended, and has enconnter«l 8o muoh ob-
lognyt As, by his own ehowing, his party
made a mistake, why should not the mistaka
be rectified in obwdispos 1o the sovareign will
of the American people ¥ It would be a stragge
doctrine, ind-ed, that notbing 18 ever to be
reversed which an unoscrupulous sod umpetn-
ous faction, in lemporary posscssion of powar,
may choose to decres.  Aud if the mistaken
pru.ﬁul‘ipii\'ﬂ policy of the Republicana in refer-
ence 1o the Southern whites way Les properly
reversed, why not also its mistake of admirting
all the negroes “‘at ous fell swoop' to the elec-
vive franchigs ? The care with whioh the Trifun
discriminated between tmpartinl and usiverssl
euffrage, advocatiog only the former, umy‘lm
taken as & proof that the reconstruction policy
of Congress is wrong; and the soverseign pso-
ple may as freely reotify the errors of their
transient rulers as exerolse their soverelgoty
fu any other way, The reconstruoction mea-
fures bave never yot been prononnced npon
by the people; and if the nnsnthorized acts of
their reprecentatives are not sabjeot to revi-
glon and reversal, the repponsibility of rapre-
pentatives to their constituents 18 a phrase
without meaniog,

' js the universal jvquiry. Heare wore
collected over six hondred delegates from
every section of our conotry; many of them
men of decided ability; nearly all of them ex-
perivnoed politiclana. The Rsbel Cou-
gress was largely, the Reabul
army #till more bonuteously represented;
and the Rebel chiefs are gensrally shrewd
wen,  Add to thess most of the caudidates for
Congress, oto. in the loyal
States who have been defeate ! or ran out dar-
ing the last seven years, rom Horatio Say-
mour and Judge Woodward down to Vallan-
dighan and prizoner Mahony, and you wonld
snppose that Lers was collested wit enongh
to keep out of the fire. Aud yot they walked
right mte it! Wuat is the explauation of
tlas ¥ Conventions generally wowlonte to
win; why did this oue violate the rule so
flagrautly that even the British Tory oracles
—which hats the Republioans waplacably —
give upthe contest as bopeliss ?

There guestions answer themselves when wa
have reahzed that the cads of the sham Demo-
cravy was essentially hopeless, and ouly to be
relrieved by an adroit, masterly joggle. And
thers were powerfal and fwplacsbls fastions
among the delepates, vach wore jutent on its
own #preoial sud then on 4 party trinmph.

Mr. Pendlston was the caudidate of the
etropgest and most positive intersst in the
Convention—that whose primary object s the
virtual repndiation of the uatioua! debt. Buat
for the two-thirds ruole, we think he might
bave been nominated. Kvery delegate from
the South would have heartily eupported him
from frst to last, had Lis sucesss besen proba
ble. But his greeonbuck dodge had been sys-
tematically frowoed on by the leaders of the
Lastern sham Dewmocracy, and pointedly by
Horatio Ssymour., So strong a prejodios had
bern aronsed against his “lawfal mopey
seheme, that had be been vowinated, he wonld
probabily have recvived no single electoral vote
from the populons North and Esst, So his
nomination was rendsred (mp ssible,

Whether Cuiel Jastics Cuase would have
ruu better is questfoned; bat this, at least, was
obviously true of him—had hs bzen mnowmi-
nated, the result woald not have besn evident
from the outset. We caunot doubt that the
vowination of Chase was advisable; aud we
helivve the cleverest politicians in the Convan-
tion, Seymour included, thonght so. DBuat
Brick Pomeroy and his Brbel crowd wouldn'v
stand it. Topey threatened to bolt and make
a general smash if he were put up. Toey ware
stiong enongh to veto any nomipation spa-
cially obnoxions to them, and they did it. So
C hase went overboard.

There remained ons strong combination—
Hewdricka tor President, with Hancotk or
Euglish for Vice. Hendricks is able and plaa-
#ible, holds opinions sabstantially idsntical
with Pendleton’s, yet ia by no means so ob-
uoxious as he to Eastern prejadicss, We do
pot believe he could have been elsoted—we do
believe he could have made a far better run
than Seymonr—probably butter than any com-
petitor. Then why was he not nominated

Becanse the Pendietonites wonlda't stand
it. They held that he had pot shown their
wan fair play—that he ooght not to have bsen
a caudidate against Pendleton—and that they
had lovg since resolved that, if their favorite
were not nominated, Hendricks should not be.
They were for Pendleton in dead earnest; if
L conld not be the man, they wonld have the
nomwination thrown Hast, 8o as to have a olsar
track for their nag in '72. Hence, when Pen-
dleton was withdrawn, Seymour was instantly
vominsted.

Well; what is there bad in Ssymour’s no-
mination §

Simply thia: The country knows him. Hahas
repratedly avowed views which others have
beld in reserve. His speeches, eto., sapple-
mented by Blair's receut letter, place their
party distinetly before the couuntry on & plat-
o which the conntry. doss not and will not
sceept. Thelr pomivation was a blooder,
gimply becanse it exposes what ghould have
bern kept concealed if success were desired.
It is just such & blunder as though the Cen-
federate flag had been raisede and salated in
proclaimivg the Tammany nominations. It
renders & Dewmocratio trinmph hopeless, by
letuing all men kKuow exactly what a Demo-
cratic triumph would involve,

The Work of the Convention.

What is perhapa the most remarkable abont
the Democratio Convention iz that it joins
ierue with the Republicans on only one point,
sud that is the proper mode of payiog the
vationsl debt, Copsidering the nomber and
variety of the questions which have divided
the parties siuce 1502, the number of things
in the Kepublican policy which®he Demoorats
bave opposed since the ontbreak of the war;
congldering, too, the nnwber of oulrageous
vivlatiops of the Constitution, and all sound
principles of government, of which they ao-
cuse tbhe Republicans throngh their press aand
through their orators, one was naturally led
to expect a platform bristling with proposi-
tior s which Republicana wonld be compelled
to traverse, and oo which the people wouald
be epabled to puss at the Presidential alection.

For instauoe, we might reasonably have
loi ked for an affirmation of the right of geves-
#lon from & party which vehemeutly denled to
the Greperal Government the right to prevent
#ecrision by force of arms; and for g demaud
for vutupensation for the freciog of the slaves
irom a party which denied the validity of the
Kuwancipation Proclamation; and for 8 declara-
tion in favor of free trade from a party which
hias been a fres trade party from its formatlon,
aud bng trested the high tatilfs of the last six
yearia a8 wonsters of absurdity; for & declara-
Liomn ill favor ol ’lﬂ]‘!l l.hl.lulﬁy fruln. 1Y pll.rf.)’
which bas slways been the Implacable fos of
paper fgsues, avd which denled the coustita-
tiopality of the lssue of the legal tenders; and
for & promise to undo the resoustraciion work
of Congress from a party which has wmaln-

tained, and does still parsistently matnbaino, the
illegality aud oppressivénass of evdary atup in
it; and, floally, Tor a deglaration in (avor of ‘s
white man's governmeht'' from o party whiah
has aloways treated the mentaland moral futerio
rity of the vegro raceas u fnndameantal palitios
fuot whioh thera ia no getviog rid of| and on
which all polivical arravgements, in & conntry
in which both races wers founl, must
based. It must be adbiloed by auybody who
ie familiar with the history of the last slx
years, that thera naver was a party fo a fros
conntry which saffered less frow lack of ¢on
troversy, Infagt, we do’ not reosll & slogis
cage in which & party bhas beon divided from
its opponents by #o many qasstiond af the
highiest interest, nud goestions, ton, which go
down to the ion udations of moral na well ma of
politieal seleuce, I the Demoorasy ouly s
Heves oue-tenthh part of what it says, no party
has ever takenm the field with even one-tenth
as much resp u#ibilivy.

In the platform as it liez bafore ns, howavar,
we lind none of thesa things. The right o
slaveholding and that of seovzsion ara given
up on the grouud that they have besn “suttled
by the war, or by the volootary action of the
Sontbhern Siates,’ aa if a war wrongfially
begun and wrongfully condocied could settls
any neation of constitntional or moral right,
and ae if the Sonthern States sinos the war—if
Denocratio neconuts of their condition ba tros
—have dons nuythiog volomarily., [t de
miands the restoration of the Siatws to therr
rights o the Upion uoder the Constitntion,
bt deprives the demand of all value sithar to
friend or foe by cmitting to shats what thoss
rights are. It demands an awmusaty for all
political offenaes, bot this can offsnd no ons,
as nobody has been puuishad for politlcal
offenzes, aud nobody is likely to be. It de-
mwanda the abwlivion of the Presdmon's Boa-
reat and the reduction of tha aruy, bot the
Freedmen's Burenu s alrendy In procass of
abolition and provision hias been mads for res
ducing the army., The surenth articls de-
nonpeed “‘abusss in  admioistration,! aud
demanpds the *expulsion of corrnpt wan from
office,” one of those excewlingly amusing
demands which appear regalarly now in the
plattorms of all parties, and which, as no de-
fvnder of abuses or of corrupl men ever shows
Limgelf co nomine in the flesh fn the political
arena, must be pimed at some ghostly organi-
zation visible only 1o spirftualists,  The dou-
trine of indefeasible allegiance alzo, aguinat
which the eight artivls is ated, now Aads uo
earthly gupporters; the right of the States to
regulate the suffrage has been formally con-
veded by the Republican party; and if there
be anybody who proposes to iave the puablic
Ylorget our soldiers und sailors,"” or refuse to
‘exccuts the guarantiss given in their favor,"
he has thus far mausged o conceal blmself
Irom an indigoant community.

Of the abuse of the Republican party, ol
which the lattér portion of the platform is
composed, it mnst be said that whether justi-
fiable or nujusuifiable, it oflurs vo issues Lo an
adversary. Neither policy nor prinvple can
ever be wrapped up in vituperation, aod the
applicability of epithets is & point which cao
#ver be submitted to the people, This partic.
ular braveh of the coutroversy bstween the
two partirs has to be worked ont in the naws-
papers and on the stump, and to them we may
sately band 1t over in the full assurance that
the Democrats will, by vext Novewber, hiyve
got a8 good as they will have given.

There therefore ouly rewmains one point on
which the Demooratic party offers to do bat-
tle. Ount of the hosts of principles whicl it
Lag upheld one time or snoiher during its
long and checkered career; ont of that vast
vollestion of grievances which it has accama-
lated gince 1560, apd in deseribing whiwh it
Lorrows tbe language of the oppressed in the
worst of past ages, it produces nuthing worthy
of being embodied in a positive proposition,
and foughbt for at the election. 1t has no re-
form to call for; it does not offer to carry any
reform out, efther in the administration of the
Goveroment or in the machioery of the ad-
winistration. It goes iuto the cauvass simply
to maintain the doctrine that, wherever in a
valtiopal promise to pay mounsy the word
Yigoin'' is pot mentioned, the debit shall be
paid in “lawful mouey of the United States’'—
that is, another promise to pay issoed
by the same debtor —and  that  the
representations mada in explanation of the
original instruoment by the officers of the Gov-
ervment, aud the understandiog of those who
lent the money, and wbich has remained un-
distuibed for four years, shall count for
nothing, Buch a “battle-cry’ as this coming
from any political party wounld be singular
enough; there wag only one thiog nesded to
make it by far the most singular battle-cry of
history, aud that was, that the party raisiog
it should be a party which has always maio-
tained that paper monwey issued by Govern-
ment is pot and eanvot be “lawflal money,”
and that, therefore, the carrency in which it
oalls for the payment of Governm-nt dabts is
not simply inferior in value to coin, but has
no valoe whatever; and this oope thing the
battle-ory in question has. The Dsmouratic
party, after many changes and reverses, at
last takes the field in support of & compoand
swindle, made up partly of frandulsnt bank-
ruptey and partly of uttering connterfeit
u-!llﬂl'y-

We know very well what satisfaction this
extraordivary performance has given, and is
giving, to the Nepublicans. The platform,
combived with the character of the candidates
who have been pelected to stand npon it, srema
to render Demooratic success hopeless, unleas,
indeed, all principle and all honor have de-
serted the American people. The trinmph, at
the cloge of the war, of a party which put
forth no claim to public covfidence except its
willingness in the richest country in the world
to cheat the rulnliu creditor (we again repeat
that all talk of “the letter of the law," in &
disongsion between a government and its
creditors as to the rights of the latier, simply
adds impudence to knavery), would indlcate a
degree of moral debazement which would ocer-
tainly pozzle both preachers and philosophers,
and would greatly increase the doubts and mis-
givings with which g0 many thoughtial
and intelligent men are looking into the moral
future of the world. We have, we confess, no
dounbt whatever about the result of the elao-
tion; but we shiall not be satisflad with simple
victory. Nobody who has watched ths pro-
oeedings of the Convention, has sesu the inllu-
ences which controlled it, sud kvows anything
0 1he wen who mapaged it, or of the ideas of
government which were domiuant in it and
who belleves that, once equality is established
in & State, honesty must form the main sle-
went in it progress, will bs content unlese it
is ehown not only that a majority, bat thst an
inmense mejority, of the peopls repudiate the
party aud its dootrines, The course things
have taken fo the last threa months goed
strongly to coufirm the suggestion we lave
suveral times made that the basis of ona
party, at least in this conntry, would be rather
jguorance aud rascality than attachment to
distinet and well-marked politioal ideas. At
the Convention whivh has just adjourned no
partionlar dodtrive or prinviple which thoaght-
ful men of any school of politics have pro-
duced or defended seemed to lu,p‘u- auy attrao-
tion or sy authority. About all the great
guestions of government, the settled as well
as the dicputed, there was every indication
wither of ignorance or indiflerenca, The thio
which commanded most spplause and u«numﬂ
heartlet conourrence was & small gheat from
