eal arrangements’’ of the United BStales. An
indication of the feelings with which he re-
garded thiz country when he wvisited it in
August, 1861, is given by his statement thal
he *‘certainly did think that the Northern
Btates, if wise, would let the Howthern States
go;"" and by his epitome of the views enter-
tained by his countrymen at that period, as

Great Britain
bas proseribed men for almost every other
imaginable reason, and especially for religion and
poverty, but never for color. Inher West India
lslands the rich black man votes, while the
poor white man is denied the right of sutfrage
aud the same general rale holds good in Bug-
land. The BSouthern Stales, therefore, de-
viated from the BHritizh example only in the
particular that the North have violated it, by
anthorizing all men to vote, and the tendenoy
of British progress is in the game direction of
extending the fravchise to nll olasses. Mr.
Trollope in arguing that ““a negro is not fitted
to exercise politioal power amidst & commau-
pity of white men'® must obtain the assent of
his conntrymen to this doctrine bafore he can
expect Congress to receive it as the anthorized
judgment of onr loving British consins. Thay
bave been reproaching us as a nation for many
‘_u-:irn, because we did not treat the mnegro as
‘o man and a brother,” and worthlssa as
their advice has proved hitherto, it will sink
still lower in onr esteéem if we are to be re-
proached for following it. Two of the reasons
given by Mr., Trollope for denying to the
negro the right of suffrage are contradictory,
viz.:—First. That ‘*he will always do a8 some
white man shall instruct him;"" and second,
that “there will, in those Sonthern BStates, be
a war of races,’’ growing out of “hatred from

the white man to the poor, timid,
incapable, wunconsoions negro.” If ths
Epglish critic had studied with dae care

the profound teachings of that eminent profes-
gor of pro-slavery philosophy, Petrolenm V.
Nasby, he would have seen that it is scarcely
prodent 1o allege in a single letter that the
negroeg will become, in a political sense, the
gnbgervient glavea of their old masters, and
alzo that, notwithstanding their amiability,
the white race will nevertheless oruelly de-
stroy them, If this be, indeed, true, our sym-
pathies for the men whom Mr. Trollops thinka
deserve the most polite aud generous consid-
eration—the “Jate BSouthern slave-ownars"
will be much weakened. He contends that
“‘never has there been a more terrible condi.
tion Imposed npon a free people’ than tha,
impoged upon these plantation lords. If his
assertion wera trne, it might well be asked
what people in the world ever so richly de-
served condign pupishment. But it is not
true.

people Lave been content to gay, *You shall
let your bondmen go free, and they shall here-

Mercy could
not have asked better treatment for the bafllzd
foes of the Hepublic.
