“There are, nocording to the great French
uaturalist, Buffon, who somewhat angrily calls
the sparrow an ‘idle glutton,’ no less than sixty-
seven varlelios of this well.known bird. The best
known of the sixty-seven—all of them inhabit-
ants of the old or Eastern hemisphere, and none
of them known, except by name, in the Western
world—ure the house sparrow, the tree sparrow
and the hedge sparrow, to which T think shonld
be added the Loudon spartow. Unllke the
swallow, the cockoo, sud other migratory birds,
the sparrow does not seek o perpetual spting or
summer, by travel 1o the sunny south, but stays
with vs 1o all sessons, The severest winter does
not drive him nway, though it may sometimes
kil bim or force b to desperate stralts for n
subsislences All the year round he twitters in
town and country, und picks up s livelihood s
best he eun; and all (he year rouand he multi-
les s kind, The hen produces threg broods
i the twelvemouth,
