It wai
loug past nitdniRht when the heavily laden
steamer rencucd Sacramento and tied up at the
landing.

"The train moves ontor the town or Saciv
Wcnto, across 'the Kloiigti,' past tho untinijiiea
round house mid Immense machine shop or the
Central PaciHc Railroad Company io which nu
army of workman will be emr loyei at no dis-

tant any tip the valley, alum? the northern
outskirts of the minuliim town, and then by a
lone bridge across the American river. As wo

tmcrae horn the trees und Bhrubbery along the
Anicncnn, into the open plain which stretches
away to the eastward towards the foot-hill- s,

the mlshty Sierra Nevada looms tip, like a
fricautic cloudbank. against the eastern horizon.
Too mountains, for a Iohr way upward from
their bare, re enveloped in a dim,
blue hazu, which contrasts beautilully
With the enow tields on their summits,
llahhiDfr against the blue sky nnd lighted
Bp by the Kiory of the summer mornlni? sun.
One dlstunt p. ak sparkles like an iceberg, with
all the hues ol the opal; another ia linked with
tlellcute pink, like the inner surface ol a aeu
shell; and n third Is of a pure brilliant white,
like irobted silver. The country at one point ia
open and trcelets like a western prnirie, aud at
another dotted with wide-spreudi- trees, like
the 'oak opeulriRs' ot Micbipnn; but the soil ia
jioorf nnd a few herds of hoies, and now and
then the residence of some small ranchman or
licrder, are the only &itru9of life we sen for mllei
ami miles. The country is poor, uncultivated
and for the most pnrt uufenceJ and uninhabited,

"At the Junction, eiuteeu miles from Sacra-
mento, a branch road leading towards Marys
ville takes away a portion of our
and lour miles lurther on we come to Rncklyn,
Where are the immense quarries Irom which au
unlimited supply of build in? material for Suera-ment- o

and ban Francisco Is obtained, with
Eimply the trouble of quarrying.

"Now we enter the loot-hill- 's and aa we com-
mence to ascend more rapidly the great moun-
tains before us seem to sink down until we lose
Bitibt of) them altogether, und we do not sec the
Fiiow fields ac;ain tor a lonaf time. The sun is
Ehiutiif down upon us from an uucloud d sky,
aud the heat is such as to drive us nil to the
rjhudy side of the cars. Luscious strawberries,
ripe penrs, cherries, and other summer iruita
are broupht throunh t lie cars for sale every-
thing around speaxsof midsummer.

UP TUB MOUNTAINS.

"The enfiiuc blows and wheezes with Bhort,
sharp aspirations, und the fuel lug of weight as
"we are Bfceudiiig a steep and iuureasing prude.
Newcastle, Auburn, a pretty little village,
and somewhat active pnce Clipper Gap and
New England Mills, all more or less important
mining und trading posts, are parsed, and at
U.i0 A. M. we have ascended two thousand four
liuudred und lorty-clgh- t feet, and reached Col-la-

fifty-fou- r miles fioiu fcaciamento, where
Btage roads from Grass Valley, Nevada und other
rich mining towns, branch olT. The town is
built of slight materials, und does not look aa if
made for ail time. Here we should meet aud
puss the down train Irom the Summit, but snow
elides beyond the L'reut Suuiimt Tunnel huve
delayed the train between that point and Reno,
away down on the. Truckee, beyond the Sierra,
and after waiting a few minutes, jut. long enough
to partake of a capital cup ot coll'eo and a nice
spring chicken on totut at the depot, we movo
on.

"Soon after leaving Colfax the cars pas on a
high embankment around Horn, and
nervous passengers begin to loolc around anx-
iously, peering with evident trepidation down
into tho dcpius below. Around the edge of a
canon the tram whirls steadily alouu, a branch
of the American river lying like a yellow ribbon
hundreds on hundreds of leet below. Eight
miles from Col'ux we puss the nriuins town of
Secret Town, and look back into the valley iromau elevation ot 2085 feet, something propter thanthat Ot AlOUnt TulDUll""- - Up, up, utid nnwurd
ever climbing steadily skywards. Through thti
openings iu the mountains we begin to see other
mountains beyond, whoso peaks are covered
With snow, and the hot air of the valleys
reaches us no longer, the breezes now being
tempered by the snow tields above. The ataio-pphor- e

Is gloriously exhilarating, and our spirits
rise us our corporal substance ascends heaven-
wards.

"At sixty-seve- miles from Sacramento we
look down udou the well-nig- h exhausted placers
and town of Dutch Fiat; fiat enough the touappears at this time. Two miles furttier on we
reach Alta, at un elevation ol i!U25 feet above
the sea, almost the height of the summit of
Mount Diablo. Here we expected to, but did
not, meet the descending train, which had been
delayed by an accident on the otner side ot the
snmmit, by which the cars between Reuo and
Coburu's or Truckee, had been thrown oif the
track ond smashed up, making it impossible lor
the passengers to reach the summit b.y stage in
time to connect with the regular traiu on the
western side of the mountain. Here the roots
of the houses begin to pitch sharply niter tho
etyle of Alpine cottages an indication that tho
euows lHll heavily there iu the winter. Toe
mountain sides are coveted with magnificent
pines, w hich increase in size as we ascend to a
point some distance ubove here.

"The btrcam, far down at the bottom of a
deeper canon, is now a satl'ron colored thread,
aud we cling to the side of the mountain as a
swallow clings to a cliff. Snow now appears on
the heights, but a little above us, and at intervals
along the road, where there are deep cuts, long,
sharp-root- ed sheda of heavy timbers, to ward

If the snow-drit- ts, rise over the irack. Passing
Hhady Run station, we reach the first tunnel,
DUO leet in length, seventy-riv- e miles from Sacra-
mento, und lour thousand live hundred feet
above tho sea. The mountains are growing
more rugged, and tho snow fields como clown to
a level with the road.

THE TIEART OP TTfE SIERRA,

"Still up, up; the trees grow smaller; ceflars,
tamaracks and lii-- take the place of the noble
pines, and we no longer see the red earth of the
void-bel- t below. Grav cruuite rocks are mow
ing plentier, and the sumll mountain jjeuks ou
fither side of the road begin to thow bald heads.
We are in the heart ot the Sierra a barren,
dreary, desolate country. It is not nt allhku
the heart of the Ande- s- as (JUureti paints it.

"At Kuiigrunt ti.tp, eighty four mile from
EaciartPiito, we, nieet the don train ut last, and
the road is open Wore HS Another tunnel,
three hundred leet in lenmtj. We pass Crystal
Luke, and are at Cisco, u town ot bhunties,
which was lorn long time the viminus of the
xoad.

"We are !000 feet above the sen, una still
asceudiiiu. The pines have ulmost entirely dis-
appeared, and we pits through many long cuts
hlasted throuerh the solid trruuite spurs of ttie
mountains. We traverse continuous suow fields
and immense drilts, through Ahich the road has
teen cut with shovels for the passing of the
trains. A lew hours since we were among tho
ilowere, ripe Iruits, and biugiug birds or the
valley, sweating uudr tiie summer suu ; now we
are in the midst, ot dazzling snow tields, aud tho
atmosphere aud of the scene are such us
we might tind in the mountains ol New England
on any nuu winter's day. The streams which
come down the sides ot every precipice and dash
In foamy torreuts down every canon, are
cold as Ice from the melting mu s. rUiuimeii
are swuruitng all along the ro;td. TUey huve
nearly finished their work iu this vbiniiv, and
are packing up their trap preparatory to pass-in- g

on over the bumii it into me great interior
basin on the continent. One hundred and two
miles frru Sacramento we reach Summit Val-loy- ,

and stand Ubuo leet above the level of tho
sea. Lilt Mount Tamulpuls bad il y from Its base
and place n on ihc summit ot Mount Diablo,
and w could still look down by hundreds of
feet on the double mountain hUht. The snow
banks rise liinh above the road on either side.
Two miles more and tho car reach the entrance
Of tho reut tunnel, 1Gj9 feet iu length.

TnB SUMMIT OF Till SIBltBA.
"We have scaled the great Sierra at lest, nnd

tie ttlvi ultra might be written on the grauito
Halls ol the great tunnel before us, We me

?043 feet above the sea. Tho air feels cold aud
damp; but nt oppressive, nnd we experience
no inconvenience irotn its ratification at this
great elevation.

"TIip ice and snow, t.nd rocks, and white,
fleecy, curling clouds, are all here, but there is
Dot the shadow of temnest: ami 11 there w,
why should he face it baldhcaded? We will not
stop to discuss that question, bat merely ak it
as we pass, and n serve the point for future dis-

cussion. The snow lies jiled in immense banks
above the tunnel, and risus in solid bunks, with
sheer precipitous sides, on either side of tho
truck. A swarm of Chinamen are busy at the
oiher end of the tunnel shovelling awuy tho
snow, which has come down the reat (lidos,
brinijing with it hupe grauite rocks upon the
track. The water poors down in torrents from
numberless crevices and teams In the granlto
wall and roof of the long dark cavernous tun-
nel, but w struegle through on foot, and
anxiously Inquire alter the i rospect, Ol getting
the Irani across tho mountain.

"Two or three horns will clear the track. We
wait with what patience we tuny, an 1 at last,
at i o'clock, tho prolonged whistle of tho good
locomotive 'Antelope,' which has drawn us to
the summit of tho Sierra, is heard. 'All
aboard I' shouts the conductor, George Wood,
who has the honor of tukiug the first passenger
train across the mountains, and tho train
moved slowly on. A halt for another slide;
nuothcr statt, another halt, and so on, slowly
and carefully. The snow banks come down so
clorsc to the tracks that the eaves of the cars
rake them on either side. It is the closest fit
imaginable. Six mora tunnels, ranging from
one hundred to tight hundred aud six'y-thre-

feet each in length, in many of which wo
see great masses of solid blue ice. hanging down
from the wall like ttalnctites aud stalagmites in
the Mammoth Cave of Kentucky, arcsliwly
passed through. We have descended six hun-
dred feet already, and, as we emerge from the
last tunml, the conductor exclaims, 'lly
Heaven, we nie over the mountains! Tuis is a
new road finished ibis summer, and we shall
have no more snow-slid- e.' It is true, indeed,
the mighty task is accomplished, after years of
toil nnd the expenditure of millions of money.
Words fail to describe our sensations; we ill
not attempt it.

DOWN TOE EARTPHN SLOrH.
"And now the truiu with accelerated speed

moves steadily downwards towards tne Valley
of the Truckee. The steam is shut oif, the
brakes put down, and as the eagle sets his
wiiiL's aud floats noiselessly dowu, down, down,
through the realms of air toward the earth from
his eyrie among the clouds, we slide swittly
and smoothly down the acclivities of tho
mountains into the Great Basin of Nevada.
Dor.ncr as lovely u sheet of water as is to
be found on earth, lies far below us umoii' tho
pino clad hills, its bosom uuruflled by a breath
ol breeze, and as bluo and calm as the heaven
ubove it. The road winds around the precipi-
tous mountain sides, ulmost encircling Donucr
Lake ns it descends, and following arc.iud a
long canon, makiog a circuit of seveu miles to
gain advance of no mora than a quarter of a
mile, we reach the outlet of the lake, a swift,
rushing stream of blue, cold water. We. have
travelled niue nnd a half miles, aud descend 1

seven hundred ani eighty-turc- e feet siuce
leaving the summit.

"Now we descend rapidly, on one of the most
beautifully smooth and sidid roads on the con-
tinent, into the romantic valley of the Truckee.
whose mountain torreuts come rushing and
roaring out of the maintains (rem ihe south-
wards, hidden In which lies the loveliest sheet
ot water on the earth, Lake Taiioe. The timber
here is immense, and from thi-- i source the sup-
plies for building the road lor hundreds ot miles
eastward are to be drawn. Sawmilla by the
dozen, driven by the rusbing river, liue the
banks ot the stream for miles und miles, and the
hills swarm with laborers of every nntlouulity
and hue Europeans, Americans, Africans, and
Asiatics (the latter immensely preponderating
in numbers) encraged in cutting down and
preparing the timber for the road.

"As the first tbtouch passeucr train sweeps
down the eastern slope of the Sierra, John,
comprebendiug fully the importance of the
event, lo?es his natural aDpcarauce of stolidity
and indifference, and welcomes with the swing-
ing ot his broad-brimme- d hat and loud, uncouth
shouts the iron torse and those he brings with
him. Well may he shout. Millions of his

lonea ivi cao u jt-ai-
s to erect ugainst

the barbarian Tartar a barrier over which ho
should never break; the Tartar wave broke
over it, nnd inundated his laud at a single uurge.
Nature erected between the East aud West a
barrier such as iu other lauds 'divides countries
and makes enemies of nations,' nud John, with
his patient toil, directed by American energy
nnd backed by American capital, has broken
it dowu at last, aua opened over it the grandest
highway yet created lor the march of commerce
nud civilization around the globe."

TIIE MORMONS.

Immigrants for Utb-T-he Hormon and
ilia i'acllic Uailroad Tlia "Samis" laSwitzerland.
Thirteen hundred Mormon immigrants passed

through Chicago last week, on thetr way to
Suit Luke City. The Hcpuhiican says:

"Two parties have passed through Chicago
the first cousistwii of uili persons, 2'Si of whom
were adul s, and 253 children, arrived ou Friday
niiiht by th Michigan Central Railroad. The
second puriy, of 7f'J souls, of whom tlrfG were
uaults, and 253 children, making a total of 12,15
Mormons, arrived here on Sunday. They re-

mained in the city but short atime.and took the
trains West as soon aa practicable. Some eigh-
teen car loads went out on each train. Mr.
Patrick, the General Pasengcr Agent of tue
Chicago and Northwestern Roads, took care that
the faithtul, though they travel at emiuraut
rates, should not be crowded uucoimortably.
They pass over the Northwestern Road to Omaha,
und theuce take the Union Puciiic Road to the
t i min us of the roud at Ueutou, ai the crossing
of tue north lork of the Platte, and will then
take watrons to Salt Lake. The majority of the
immigrunts are irom Lincolnshire, England,
though there are among them a few SA'iss,
Welsh, and Norwegians. TUe women, as usual,
outnumber the males, who only torm about
one-thir- of the number thus inr sent out, aud
are mostly middle-age- d persons. Tue women
declared that if it wu's necessary, they would go
to wort on me runroim wuu ine men."

rilE MOIIUONS AND TUG PACIFIC RA1LK AU.

The Salt Lake Jccnin(i iVeifs (Morinou), of
July 11, says ol the work upon the i'aciuc Kuil- -
roud lu Utah:

"In the railroad mil's meeting which was held
in this city on the. loth ol Juue, the lloii. George
A. jSmilh, himself a pioneer, Paid: 'Wj started
Irom Nauvoo in February, 1810, to make a road
to the Rocky Mountains. A portion ot our work
was to hunt a track lor t tie railroad. We located
a wagijU road to Council iiluds, bridging the
streams, nud I believe it hns been prety nearly
followed by the railroad. In April, 1847, Presi-
dent Young n,ul one hundred nud forty-thre- e

pioneers lett Council Mulls, nud located and
made the roud to the site of this city. A por-
tion ol our labor was to seek out the way tor
a laiiroud across the continent and every
pluce we lound that seemej dnlicult lor laving
the ruils we searched out a way for the road to
go roun? or through it.'

"The route then selected was an cxcelleutoue,
aud it is confidently believed that lrjm the Mts.
Mssippi river to the South Pa. s. a uood line of
eusy gradients can be bu.lt without being under
iue necessity ui u'uum a single runnel, resi-
dent Young is clearly the pioneer of the route.
He demonstrated rts laid the tnim.U.
tiou ol ilourisuintr settlements, ulK some of tho 1

people whom he led from Nauvoo helped to re- -
deem California from Mexican rule, tound the
gold in the country, aud printed the first news.
paper on the western slope of the Itocky
Mountain. lie, with the pioneer, examined
tiie uround, ch ured the truck, and made tho
project possible by opening a good rod from
the Mississippi to the Missouri, und then from
'Winter Quarter,' a point sis milea above
Omaha, to this vallev. He did not publish,
newspaoer articles, writo pamphlets, or agitate
it as a beautiful theory, but he led the van of
an intrepid, hardy,, and persevering body or
people, who bridged the rivers, scaled the
mouutaius, penetrated tbo heart of the conti-
nent, uud founded settlements whloh muke the
Pacific Railroad enterprise one of comparatively
easy wcoaiplUimeat. History will yet reudc

Its verdict npon this stupendous undertaking,
and to him, under God, will the credit be given."

It v as a movinir spectacle to see them
comlntr bv groups along tho hills, or cniermng
Irom tho dense forest of piue, singlm: the songs
of Zion in their native Pinguaire, for hero we
have soiiua composed by K. G. Mutser and
arranged to the tunes of some of out Kutrlish
hymns. A I sat under a lame pine tree, con-
templating the scene before me. sweet emotions
filling my heart, the songs briniring my thoughts
back to my beloved homo in l)e-ere- t, my posi-
tion as a herald of truth and peace, the-i- groups
of men and women haviug embraced the Gospel
nnd covenanted to serve God, the giver of all
joys, their firm resolution to walk purely, to
separate themselves lroui mo wickcu patu ot a
corrupted society nil this endcored nie the
more to the cause of truth, and gave nie courage
to go with a manly energy to proclaim more
boldly thun ever the tnessaKe of salvation.

"The Saints amused themselves at dilTerrut
games and dances until we were all collected
together. Alter dinner we hd a pretty loiiu but
very eood meeting. Hioihers Home, Maeser,
Hoiigland, aud Heosieutobler addressed the
Saints in German, aud your humble correspon-
dent in French. At 4 o'clock we parted. At
night we came to our lodging, refreshing our-fcdv- cp

on the way with milk.

Swiss mission, and see how much opposition the
elders of Israel hud to contend with, lor you
know soniethinn of it, I cannot Outackuowledge
1hut, without the help of God, we would not
have been able to gather so many willing to
obey His command."

NEVADA.
Vba Great "Savage" UoM Mlas.

A correspondent writes to the New York
Tribune, Irom Virginia city, na follows:

'You know that in Stock Boards the great
dividend-payin- 'Savage' mine rules the loost.
Aw are ot its haviug the most extensive as well
as the best-payin- g mine in the section, I yester-
day went into it, aud through it. Provided with
a permit by the gentlemanly Superintendent,
Mr. Uonner, I went to the large works contain-
ing the engine, pumps, enrpen'er, and black-
smith shops, nud was iu'rouueed io Mr. Fergu-
son, the foreman, a business man in the fullest
sense, as well as a gentleman. He quietly made
a change iu my pei'soncie by causing me to put
on a miner's suit, that looked us If it had been
worn by the lime-ki- in muu, aud then selecting
out ot three great shafts, one wh eh descended
751) ft ct perpeuaicular, he stepped on the cae'3
or lowering plattorm, calliuir a couple of Sin
rranclsco iiirmbers ot the Brokers' Slock Board
to join us, und lou we went. In less than a
minute, passing two or three siatious where
lateral roads went out irom the shaft, we were
at the bottom. Here lofty tunnels, following
the mineral ledges, branched away from tho
shaft, with, train Anys for the cars containing a
ton each of oie, which were coming into tho
hoi.-lwa- y all the time. Mr. Ferguson, thoroughly
conversant with nil the forms of mineral rock,
the sulphates, chlondes, etc., kindly pointed
them out to me as we went along, literally lor a
mile, through various avenues, ascendine Irom
one station to another, and out throueh, oraucli
alter brnuch ot the lunnellings. Those w no in
the early history of tho "Savage," remember the
frequeut assessments, would not wonder were
they to bee tue immensity of the works, the
miles cut out, supported bypowertul frame-
work of limbers lu many places, aud kept dry by
pumps, working night and day.

The supply of mineral seems utterly inex-
haustible. The ledges of quartz are very thick
and broad, well dcimcd, and more easily woiked
than 1 suppo-ed- . The quartz is a mingling of
silver and gold, the lormrr greatly preponder-
ant 1 '"('('ItVnil , i i i..ooin.oiiH to pluoo in
me jrtuune cabinet on my return. In the shutt
and workiLgs which I explored there were
about 00 miners at work, though in the wholo
mine 2'JO miuers are employed. These nieu,
working In gangs, off and ou, ten houis a day,
gut g-- t a ilay in gold. They look healthy, nud
are a hardy, intelligent class of men. The most
temperate, too, 1 think, iu appearance, of any I
have steu on the coast, thougli temperance is
not n fashionable culling uny where in this
region.

After spending over two hours going from
point to point among tnese great tunnels, 1 was
hoisted once moro inlo daylight, whero I took
oil the miner's rig. 1 was then conducted to
the assay aud melting rooms, where Mr. Balch,
the tkillul and courteous superintendent of
that department, exhibited the modus upcrondi
of reducing aud rrfiuiug the crushed uud
cleansed quartz, now kuown us amalgam, into
bricks ot silver and gold.

This amalgam, which has been crashed by the
ponderous stamps in the several nulls connected,
with this mine, is put in great jars of black lead
made by Dixou of Jersey city, holding from one
hundied to one hundred nnd fifty pounds, ami
there melted in an intense charcoal heat, and
purified with borax, all the slag being carefully
removed. The process is not as rapid as oue
would expect, there beiug much metallic impu-
rity which has to be removed. After this has
been done, the molten aud- purified mineral is
run into luige iron molds into bricks of uboat
filty pounus weight. Those from this mine
mixed w ith gld, uvetae iu value about $2000.
As each brick is cust its number is stumped
upon it, and a small portion of the metal is
kept by the assayer that he may exactly deter-
mine its s.andurd and value. The process of
assay U very interesting, aud I would Ik? glud to
give it to our readers it I thought you Had
loom. But I suppose 1 Bhall have to write a
book one of thtse davs, und there will be room
in it.

The actual produce of this mine for the year
commencing July 1, lSti", and cndiug June III,
lblsj, was one thou.-un- d eight hundred aud fifty-on- e

burs ot bulhou; wor;.h three millions rive
hundred and filty -- live thousuud dollars. The
produce for the month of June just past, was
lour hundred and filly-on- e thousand dollars.

Three hundred tons per day ot ore is now
being hoisted from the mine, on. I seut to the
mills, fome of which are in Washoe, sixteen
miles distant, the want ot water here tor work-
ing the uuiulgum, loicing that great expense.

A tot of ten of
Ayers' drawings was sold alter his dea'h, by his
friend, for the beuetit of his children, for three
hundred dollars.

He made many open
air studies in color ot the most notable moun-
tain and valley sceues in this Mate aud Oregou,
traveling on one ot hiB latest trips lully a thou-
sand miles north of San Francisco and sailing
some distance up the Columbia river. Yosemite,
the Mecca of all our artists, was of course in-
cluded iu his sketching jourueys.
