Discovery of Ilis Will at Albemarle.

The University Magazime eayar—The Inclosed
gnpcr is & copy of the will of General Thaddeas

osciuszko, which for nearly hall o century has
been llylnq buried and forgotten iu the Clerk's
Office in the Circnlt Court of Albemarle, It was
admitied to record on the 12th day of May, 1819,
I wus then o Deputy Clerk, sod the order of
court (admitting It to record) and the indorse-
menis are all In my handwniting. The scenes
apd facts connected with this transaction arve
vmm‘x impressed upon my memory. The Cir-
cuit Court of Albemarle, Judge Archibald
Btuart (futher of the Hon., Alexaoder
H. H. Btluart) presiding, was then in
seaslon, An illustrious man—then, us at all
times, the obeerved of all observers, walked into
court, Toe Judge, on perceiving that Thomnas
Jeflerson stately and ereot, was standiog before
bhim, bowed and inviled him to tuke a sent on
the benech, To this Mr, Jefferson replied: —'"As
soon hs your Honor shall have lelsure to attend
to me, 1 have & matter of busineas which [ wizh
to present to the Court.,” Immediately, by con-
sent of the parties coucerned, further proceed-
ings on the metter then belore the court were sne-

ended, til Mr.Jefferson could be beard, He took
rom his pocket u paper which he said was the
will of his Ixiend General Thaddens Kosciuszko;
that the will wns written entirely in the hand-
wriling of the testutor; he wns well soquainted
with s handwriting, sud could testify on onth
to the Incts which he staled, The usunl oath
was then admiglistered by the clerk, the neere.
sary Interrogatories formally pat, slirmatively
answered, and the will was, by order ol Court,
admittad to record,

Mr, Jetferson then stated that at his wlvaaced
age, it was nut In his power (o undertake the
buriden of the exccution of the will, and thers-
apon declined to qualify as executo,

The serviees of Koscuszko te thejAmerican
enuse in onr revolutionary strumgle, his subsces
quent career in eodenvoring to glve freedom
and independence to. his own eountry, his final
overthrow at Maciejowlce. and the prophetic
lament which he nttered when fll‘ng from his
horse covered with wounds: Finie Polonim—ara
facts well known to hastory, but nothing extiibits
more graphically or beautifully the charncter of
the man than the short and simple paper which
I gend you—disinterestedness, universal philun-
thropy, #nd n heart bursting with desize for
liberty. freedom, and happiness 1o all mankind
are plotured s in a mirror. Well did the poet
say—

But in consequence of huav-
ing & famly, it hes always been genteel
poverty—na state of existence requiring muoh

YA first the question. I beliave, was whether
it Is advisable for a person moving in respocta.
ble soclely to marry a Iady of his own stamp,
thelr incomes being together about £160 per
anoum. As to what two persons with what
they deem to be necesgary for thelr comtort, are
ableé to live on, Is purely a matter of caleula-
tiong but my experience of married life brings
me to the decided couclusion that for two per-
sons 10 eudeavor to live ‘respoctably’ on £160
per aunum {8 impossible in London. I will not
take up your room with my calculations, but

Btill 1 consider marriage o
natural obligation, and it discreetly entered
futo it leads 1o much huappiness; but when
the income is small both rartws must make up
their minds to fall several steéps in soclal posi-
tion; and whether young ladies and young men
of the present day have fortitude enough to bear
the privation ol the loxuries and expensive
hibits which they have hilherto enjoyed whilst
the one has been expending tbhe whole of his o~
come on himself and the other hus beeu pro-
vided for by her parents. I sm not disposed to
denl with; but unless they do, very few can find
th2 murriage state n happy one, for in ninety-
nine cases out of & hundred A home 18 rendered
unhappy by insutlicient meauvs, and 88 a lamily
grows up auother source of unhappiness arises,
in consequence ol the children hclmi dissatis-
fled, nud seeking society from home.'
