THE CATTLE PLAGUE.

Importamt Heport of the New York Sani-
tary Uommitsewn.

At a meeting of the New York Board of
Health held last evening an important report of
the SBapitary Commitiee o regmd o Lhe pre-
vailing cattle disease was read. The followlng
is an extract;—

“In view of the rapid spread of the malienant
dicenze that hus burst forth as an epidemic
among herds of caltie in certpin portious ot Ili.
nois sud Indinpa, whence the beet 18 supplied
to the Metropolitan Ihstrict of New York, and
the most populous portion of the Eastern nnd
Middle Stutes, this Board of Heulth hag eu-
deavored promplly to do whatever lics inils
power 1o prevent the introdaction of such catile
and to exclude all such beel irom the markets
in this district. And bhowever greatly it is re-

refted that farmers and the holders ot the
nfected aud sickiy herds must suler personul
Josses and incouvenience, the act of bringiug
forward and offering auy such auvimals for tooi
must be regarded as o very gross otfense ngaiust
the lives of our fellow-beings, The investigs
tions made by seientitic und experienced officers
of this Bourd have tully contirmed the opinion
that the Hesh of these diseased animals cau-
not safely ba used Jor food. I'be inlormation
now belore us clesrly shows thul until some
proof to the contrary 1= obtained, the malignant
disease which bLas been brought eastward from
1llinuis and ludisns, shoald be regurded and
treated ws an infectious fever or plazue. The
transportation of any eick or iufecled cattle
from the sickly distriots to other States should
be prohibiied. The ofering of any such dis
ensed animals, or any pertion of their flesh, for
gale for food within lfw Metropolitan Dlsiriet of
New York will be regacded a3 w culpable offeuse
against the savitary ordiunuces relalipg Lo
mirkets aud food articles, aud will be punished
with the heaviest penalties the lnws provide,
No relaxation of this order ol the Houwrd can be
allowed. :

The Metropoliton Board of Health earngstly
recommends tha. upun every line of rallway
upon which entile are buing, or bhave recently
been transported from 1THnos, -"zn-l'.\';nl_'l, there
shall be & snituble applicat oo of disinfectants,

that ticks are the sole canse of this disesse, for
they eny that  the cattle take them into
their stomuchs s horres do bo's,

The truth of the theory is doubtful, for in
Southern Illinols sud Missourl as well a8 in sl
the Southern States, no one ever knew of such
o thing, These ticks are common in the Sonth-
went, 8% well as peveral other kinds. They are
of all mzes from the emsllest visibla speck to &
Iarge pea, The larger ones are the most trou-
hlesome, for they lasten uponcattie when small,
and there they stay for weeks, with thelr heads
buried in the flesh, suckine and and biting con-
atiantly un'tl they swell to lnrge as to be unable
to move. There Is not the leost doubt but that
they torment the poor brutes uotil they ars
almo-t wild with pain, When three or four of
the ordinary wood-tleks gel on s person they
leave buruing sores that stay for weeks and
oftentimes longer if one’'s blood 18 impure. A
week ago the infected cattle at Communipaw
were covered with the largest sattle tioks, which
mi'ght anvily bave bean seraped off with garden
hoes, The ground floors of the yards wera Hte-
rally studded with the hage grey ticks, which
mudt have bren weeks inacotmnulating. To say
that cattls eat these ticks, which are as large as
beans, 1s ridicnlous,

There seems to be no reason why drovers
ghould make light of the plugae and say that it
Is rapidly disappearing, while but few catile are
in the yards, If, after the Western droves are
allowed 1o come through, the disense dimin-
i*hes, then we may bhave grounds for coneralu-
lutlion. Many couflictine accounts have been
given by drovers fouching the higtory and ehur-
aoter of this disense.  Prolessor Gameoe suys
that it iseontsgons, Toere is doubtlesa much
guessing on both eides. A Communipnw gen-
tleman, who is conversantl with the eattle busle
ness, gnys that the disease originates spoutane-
ously, where a large number are confined with-
iv & small #pace,  The amount of beat which is
thrown ofl by a dozen bullocks is immense,
especanlly when they are confined in oirs where
the air ds close, This heated sir, combined with
the spimal’s bremth, when taken into the sys-
tem over and over again, produce the nost
dangerous resulls,

Uhicago Uonvemtiom of Savans—
Forsll Skulle and Footlprimis,

Among the subjects discussed nt tne receot
meeling at Chicago ol the American Associntion
for the Advancement ol Science was that of the
Fosell Human Skull. A paper on the **Fossil
buman skull of Culaveras county, Oalifornia,”
by Protessor J, D, Whitney, was read,

The Profesor exhibited the piece of skall in
question, which consisied ol a section compris-
log the face, and runowng disgonally across, so
a3 to wmclude ong ear cavily, The upper aud
back portion of the skull were lost, as was one
gide, With the skull were exuibited seyeral
boues from other portions of the homan body,
which were lound in eonuection with the skull.
The Protessor proceeded to discuss the evidence
ns to its position in the rock: and ecoucloded
thiat the skull had really been found iu such a
position us 10 warrant the belief that the
lava sirstn above it had been deposited stuce the
skl had found its place there. In the skoll was
found a soad belongine 1o & gouus nOw iu exist-
ence in the Sierra Nevala mountains, sand in
the mouth a bone with 8 bole tbroogh i, as if
it had been used ns wn ormument. From his
investigations the protessor inferred that the
superincumbent mass of trechiytic wshes and
gravel m alwerpate layers, which was above the
skull, belonged to the pliocene or postplioceue
epoeh of geoiogy, wbhich mwdieates & much
rn-atur auntiquity for man than has usually
peen sssgned to him, It places his creation
anterior to the glacial epoch, and to the closing
erg ol the voleante eruptions in Californin, The
time that has elapsed since the deposition of the
skull caopot be steted in vears. Auvapproxima-
tloa cun only be ciphered oul by archwologists
and geologisty, alrer long study of the circuns-
praneces connected with ita deposition

Protes=or Silhiman, ol New Huven, said it had
been his tortune 1o spend o good deal of time
in the course of the last tew years, in a eritical
exammation of & portlon ol the very region
referred to by Mr, Wuitney, He pasied a large
part of Iast snmmer in the vicivity of James-
town, in Souorn, clos¢ to ons ol the most
ren arkable of those mining regions which have
been developed pariicaliscly in that county, This
exuiningaticn was accompanied by a very diligent
inquiry as to the possibihity of the occurrence
of temains of anlmal lte of whatever descrip-
tion, or o orgaunic life, w cooucction with
these deep-lymng places. He inquired of all
the mipers with whom he came in contact
particulprly with reference to the existence of
uny evidence of mun or of his works, or of the
bones of his skeleton, He woas bound to say
that there was not the smillest particle of evi-
depce brought to light, either beneath Table
Mountsain or elsewhere, of his existence elther
in the form of any portion of his osseous struc
ture or any of his handiworks, He had listened
the other day with great interest to the remarks
of Professor Bluge on the occurrence ol human
remalns in this reglon. The evideoce preésented
by Professor Blake wus u1rl':ulﬁ familiir 10 him
from inquiries at Dr, Suell’s, in Sonora, He did
not sec any room to ditler from the conclusions

ol Profe:sor Whitney., They mu-t conolude oun
the negative side that evidence was yet wanting |
to prove that these evidences of man’s handi- |
woik, stone implements and other things, were
really taken from beneath Table Mountsin,

He ¢xhibited fonr molars of a mastodon,
which were taken in February of this year
Irom beneath Table Mountain, at a distance of
more than 1650 leet from the surfsce—n position
which has since been accurately determined by
instrumentul survey., He was surprised last
summer with the existence of this mustodon
sieleton. That portion of the tunnel in which
1 wos found pot proving lncrative fu fnding
gold, is bad been neglected und fallen in, 50 that
he wis unable to get acces: to it sot he found
it in the hunds of so enligh'cned mun, M. 1),
Hughes, & pood mineralogist and assayer, whom
be impressed with the extreme importaoce,
as g matter of scientitic nterest, that no palns

or care ehould be spared to determine the
question, and, whenever he found bones, if he
would notify him ( Prolessor Silliman), he would
come and inspeet them, In Mareh Inst he res
ceived a letter from Mr, Huelies, mformivg him
of the fact thet he had reached the bones de-
scribed, They were, for the greater part, decom-
preed. The tusks were hroken ofl' to the extent
of cighteen inches from the extremity, and they
were al=o lo a very perithable state. The melars,
however, Mr. Hughes was kiod snough to send
him, and be had shownthem to Protessor Murah
and others, There wus no doubt that they were
the teeth of a mastcdon—un auimuel which had
pever been found s horizon so deep as this—
i dircovery which placed the musstodou back to
the period at which he was fouod in Indin,
Whatever might be iteage, we certaioly at this
perod bad no evidence in this horizon ol the
presence of man,

Protessor (', H. Hitehecoek gave an acrconnt of
“the supposed trinsgic footmarks in Koansas."
He said that four years sgo there was 4 com-
munication published in tne Adiperican Jowrnat
of Science and Avl, concerning ceriain supposed
foorprints of birds in the iriassic rocks ol
Kansgs, It had been his lot within the past
month, 10 vigit 1he State of Kansas, and, siter a
cureful exsmination, the conclusion at which
he arvived was, that these lmpressions were not
mude by wounsls st el Hat by some sharp
instrumenst tu the handg ol the aborigines, The
specimen wns obtained from the edee of & high
plufl in a position where it might be supposed
the lodans would make landmarks, The slab
was two tect in length, and contiained four ol
theso impressions, all naequsl in size and no two
of them alise in form, fo that they could pot
have becn made by a bird,
